Volume of business, as measured by debits to individual accounts,
snows‘a decrease from $7,788,000,000 for tae week ending April 6 to
£7,197,00C,000 for the week ending April 13, a decrease of about £ ger
cent. These debits are reported to the Federal Reserve Foard for banks
in 158 of the country's leading clearing house centers. Reduced totals
are shown for all the leading centers, except Cleveland, Chica.o, Detro}t
and St. Louis. The decrease for New York City alone, where the volume of

stock exchange transactions reached a new low level during the week, was
$4l0,000,000, or about 11 ver cert.

As compared with the corrssponding week in 1920, debits for the week
under review were smaller by $2,487,000,000, or about 26 per cent, con-
siderable decreases beinz szown for all the leading centers.
