Concord, N. 0., and Albemarle, N. C. And, as above stated, if
the loocation 1s not Riochmond, we trust that Philadelphis willi be
gelected as the loocation of one of the Reserve Banks.

And lastly, 1t appears, 1f the committee wishes to divorce
the Banking interests from the so called money trust, that they
would hardly overlook the claims of Philadelphia, which will
place the ocmminity in an independent position, and enable it not
only to serve its enormous home demand but the territory which
would be tributary to it.
