Vo expect tocontinue our Council deliberations end 
the work of our staff as the preparation of your Economic Report 
gom  forward* ¥e shall probably wish to sake Sftne changes in tbs fora 
of our statement or possibly seditions or deletions* However, we 
beli#ve that this worlc can proceed better after v# hare had the benefit 
of your reaction to this tentative d m  ft,

Our findings as to th* state of the econosy at the present 
Indicate fclgjh levels of employments, levels of prod-action that, though 
high, are not fully cojB&eneurti te with our prodactive resources in us^$ 
ansi a situation a? to purchasing power which presents serious concern 
as to the future. Our econosiy is highly dynamic and in its fluctuations 
we see s&ladjugtaanis w-hich ?&&y become* serious* The two situations which 
we find sost threatening «r© (a) the relations between wages, prices, 
and profits, highlighted by the pressing demands for higher and
(b) th© strft ined Isbor-ssaaHgesaant relations which interfere with the 
use of collective bargaining in good f«ith as & neons of finding p*-ocaful 
ways of adjusting th m m  relations*

The for»>C!?st, so often heard, that a business recession will occur 
in 1947, is largely based upon the Idea that the purchasing power of the 
m s s  of the ’ eople will be further restricted by rising prices and that 
before long the oonraaors will be un&ble to buy all of tbs goods produced*

the policy to seat this danger which sose people propose would be 
to encourage the oolargMMt of the Incomes of consostors9 alroody fully 
employed, by ^a@a advances. He do not reooamad this policy. The 
Council recognises that sany vorkers have not received increase® In wages 
eoaparabla to those increases obtained In the principal occupations and 
we believe that their situation must be improved. But for th« stability 
of the economy and for the? security of labor it is far more desirable 
to halt the inflationary spiral than it Is to have a genera 1 .Increase in 
wage rates at this tine*
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the p o lic y  which the Council, recommends i s  to  adopt a l l  a v a ila b le  
p o lic ie s  to  r e s tr a in  fu rth e r  -r ic e  advances and, where p o s s ib le , to  
b rin g about low ering o f  p r ic e s . Success in 'this e f f o r t  would f o r e s t a l l  
e. bu siness re ce ssio n  caused by a c o lla p se  in  market demar-d fo r goods, 
and i t  ^ould s tr ik e  a t  the ve ry  root o f  the problem re sp o n sib le  fo r  
lab o r u n rest and fo r  vork stoppages which would s e r io u s ly  in te r fe r e  
with production nd employment.

While ve propose a modest schedule o f  Government a c t io n , much 
o f  i t  a d m in istra tiv e  r * th e r  than l e g i s l a t i v e  in c h a ra c te r, which can 
be u t i l iz e d  to  b rin g some adjustm ent o f  p r ic e s , ve fin d th a t  the normal 
processes o f  com petition do not p r e v a il in  many important f ie ld s  o f  
business and th a t  whether p rice s are reduced w i l l  depend la r g e ly  upon 
the d e lib e r a te  d e cisio n  o f businessmen who r e a liz e  the importance o f  
h a ltin g  the prico-w age s p ir a l ,  T h is leads us to  em phasize, as a major 
item among our reeowsendiations, the in  ten s i  f  ica  t io n  o f  the a n t itr u s t  
d r iv e  and the study o f l e g i s l a t i o n  to stop the fu rth e r con cen tration  
o f  economic power.

* We see the demand fo r  w&$je in creases, and the r e s u lt in g  labo r  
c o n tr o v e r s ie s , as on o ffsh o o t o f  -counting p r ic e s .  Adjustm ent o f  
p r ic e s  w ill, r e s to r e  b e tte r  1 atoosvaftaagement r e la tio n s , and we propose 
an the p o lic y  r e la t in g  to la b o r  d isp u te s g e n e r a lly  the establish m en t  
o * © smai process o f  c o l l e c t i v e  bargaining o u tsid e  o f  Government 
c o n tr o l, but w ith Government a s sis ta n ce  in m ediation and c o n c ilia t io n ,

fee re co g n ise , however, th a t  in  the immediate fu tu re la b o r  con­
tr o v e r s ie s  w i l l  not be e a s i l y  s e tt le d  and th ere may a r is e  another - mei’gency  
in which w i l f u l  mm on one sid e  or the oth er may p r e c ip ita te  a n a tio n a l  
c r i s i s  in which the Government must in te rv e n e . We propose th a t the  
Congress express now the n a tio n a l w i l l  t h a t  the P resid en t s h a ll  s e t  
in such a co n tin gen cy,

A th ird  major proposal i s  th a t through a ffir m a tiv e  and comprehen­
s iv e  le g i s l a t i o n  the expansion o f house b u ild in g  and e s p e c ia l ly  o f  
r e n ta l housing be f a c i l i t a t e d .  While t h is  i s  a lon g-ran ge program, 
i t s  immediate adoption ia  im portant because an in crease in  investm ent 
In housing i s  n ecessary in order to  fu rn ish  the a d d itio n a l demand for  
good3 and s e r v ic e s  which w i l l  be needed to  m aintain f u l l  employment ni 
production in 19 4 7, when the f i n a l  b o ttle n e ck s o f  the reconversion  
period w i l l  have been c le a re d  away*

Our fo u rth  major recommendation is  th a t  taxes be m aintained a t  a 
le v e l  and expenditu res held down to a le v e l  th a t  w i l l  provide a budget 
surplus 2>r d ebt retirem ent o f  a t  l e a s t  13 to  #5 b i l l io n  a n n u a lly  during
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these years o f  g re a t bu siness a c t i v i t y *  We endorse the continuance  
o f  the Government* s p o lic y  o f  low in te r e s t  r a te s  and po in t ou t c e rta in  
issu e s  fo r  the fu tu re  w ith  referen ce to  d ebt management*

Our o th er recommendations r e la te  to  lon g-term  programs, most o f  
which you have alread y approved*
