HE U.s. economy grew strongly again in
Tthe first quarter of 1998, according to the
“advance” estimates of the national income and
product accounts (N1pa’s): Real gross domestic
product (Gpp) increased 4.2 percent after increas-
ing 3.7 percent in the fourth quarter of 1997
(chart 1 and table 1).! The price index for gross
domestic purchases was unchanged after increas-
ing 1.4 percent; the last quarter in which this
index did not increase was the third quarter of

1954.

Among the major components of Gpp, produc-
ers’ durable equipment (pDE) turned up sharply,
personal consumption expenditures (PCE) ac-

These positive
contributions to Gpp growth were partly offset
by negative contributions by imports of goods
and services, by Federal Government spending
(reflecting a drop in national defense spend-
ing), exports of goods and services, and by
nonresidential structures.

Motor vehicles—Real motor vehicle output de-
creased 117 percent in the first quarter after
increasing 21.6 percent in the fourth (table 2). In

contrast, final sales of motor vehicles to domestic
purchasers increased 9.8 percent after decreasing
4.8 percent; imports turned up sharply and as
inventory investment and exports turned down.

Motor vehicle sales to consumers increased
after decreasing. The increase was consistent
with favorable developments in a number of fac-
tors frequently considered in analyses of overall
consumer spending. Growth in real disposable
personal income picked up from 4.5 percent to

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1.2 percent. Energy prices decreased 20.4 percent
after increasing 2.2 percent; gasoline and oil, nat-
ural gas, and fuel oil and coal turned down,
and electricity decreased more than in the fourth
quarter. Food prices increased 1.4 percent after
increasing 1.7 percent; the slowdown largely re-
flected slowdowns in the prices of fresh milk and
cream and of fresh vegetables and a downturn in
the price of eggs. “Other” pce prices increased
1.4 percent after increasing 1.0 percent; an accel-
eration in the price of medical care more than
offset a slowdown in the price of transportation.

Prices of nonresidential fixed investment de-
creased 2.7 percent after decreasing 1.0 percent.
Prices of structures increased 2.9 percent after in-
creasing 4.1 percent. Prices of producers’ durable
equipment decreased 4.7 percent after decreasing
2.8 percent; prices of information processing and
related equipment, particularly computers and
peripheral equipment, decreased much more in
the first quarter than in the fourth. Prices of
residential investment increased 0.5 percent after
increasing 2.6 percent.

Prices of government consumption expendi-
tures and gross investment increased 0.8 percent
after increasing 3.3 percent. Prices paid by the
Federal Government increased 0.7 percent after
increasing 3.5 percent; the first-quarter increase
reflects a 2.8-percent pay raise for civilian and
military personnel.’” Prices paid by State and
local governments increased 0.8 percent after
increasing 3.1 percent.

The Gpp price index, which measures the prices
paid for goods and services produced in the
United States, increased 0.9 percent after increas-
ing 1.4 percent. The Gpp price index, unlike the
price index for gross domestic purchases, includes
the prices of exports and excludes the prices of
imports. Export prices decreased 4.8 percent after
decreasing 2.1 percent; computer prices decreased
more than in the fourth quarter. Import prices
decreased 11.1 percent after decreasing 2.1 percent;
prices of petroleum products dropped sharply af-
ter an increase, prices of nonpetroleum products
decreased more than in the fourth quarter, and
services prices turned down.

Personal income

Real disposable personal income (pr1) increased
6.8 percent in the first quarter after increasing 4.5
percent in the fourth, reflecting a modest step-up
in personal income, a slowdown in personal tax

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and nontax payments, and the slowdown in pce
prices (chart 3). The personal saving rate (saving
as a percentage of current-dollar pp1) increased
to 4.2 percent from 3.9 percent, as DPI increased
more than personal outlays.

Personal income increased $113.4 billion after
increasing . $106.6 billion (table 4). The slight
acceleration was more than accounted for by
transfer payments, which increased $19.2 billion
after increasing $9.1 billion. The step-up in
transfer payments largely reflected $9.5 billion in
cost-of-living adjustments to benefits under so-
cial security and other Federal retirement and
income support programs.

Wage and salary disbursements increased $84.7
billion, about the same as in the fourth quar-
ter. An acceleration in the service industries was
offset by a deceleration in the goods-producing
industries. In the first quarter, private in-
dustry average weekly hours accelerated, and
employment and average hourly wages deceler-
ated. Government wages and salaries increased
more in the first quarter than in fourth, reflect-
ing the pay raise for Federal civilian and military
employees.

Other labor income, proprietors’ income, and
personal dividend income each increased about
as much in the first quarter as in the fourth.
Rental income to persons decreased a little more
than in the fourth quarter, and personal interest
income increased a little less than in fourth quar-
ter. Personal contributions for social insurance,
which is subtracted in the calculation of personal
income, increased $7.8 billion after increasing $5.6
billion; the step-up reflected an increase in the so-
cial security taxable earnings base for employees
and for the self-employed.

Personal tax and nontax payments increased
$10.3 billion after increasing $24.1 billion. The de-

celeration reflected indexation provisions of the
income tax law and provisions of. the Taxpayer
Relief Act of 1997—primarily those provisions
that modified the estimated-tax requirements for
high-income taxpayers and that established the
child tax credit. [of

HIS ARTICLE presents the preliminary es-
Ttimates of State personal income for the
fourth quarter of 1997 and the year 1997. It then
discusses the preliminary estimates of State per
capita personal income for 1997 and the estimates
of regional per capita income for 1929-97.

Personal Income

In 1997 U.S. personal income increased $371.0
billion (table A).! Nearly three-fifths of the in-
crease was accounted for by three regions—the

1. The estimate of personal income for the Nation is derived as the sum
of the State estimates; it differs from the estimate of personal income in the
national income and product accounts (NIPA’s) because, by definition, State
personal income omits the earnings of Federal civilian and military personnel
stationed abroad and of U.S. residents employed abroad temporarily by pri-
vate U.S. firms. This estimate can also differ from the nipa estimate because
of different data sources and revision schedules.

Southeast, Far West, and Mideast (chart 1). In
the Southeast, the increase was largely accounted
for by Florida, Georgia, North Carolina, and Vir-
ginia; in the Far West, by California; and in the
Mideast, by New York and Pennsylvania.

By type of income, more than two-thirds of the
increase in U.S. personal income was accounted
for by a s$253.0 billion increase in net earn-
ings.> The total of dividends, interest, and rent
increased $64.8 billion, and transfer payments
increased $53.2 billion.

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U.S. earnings by place of work increased in all
major industries except farming, where propri-
etors’ income declined. More than three-fifths
of the increase was accounted for by services, by
manufacturing, and by finance, insurance, and
real estate (table B).

Nearly three-fifths of the increase in services
was accounted for by the Southeast, Far West,
and Mideast regions. In the Southeast, the
increase was largely accounted for by Florida,
Georgia, and Virginia; in the Far West, by Cal-
ifornia; and in the Mideast, by New York and
Pennsylvania.

Three-fifths of the increase in manufacturing
was accounted for by the Far West, Great Lakes,
and Southwest regions. In the Far West, the in-
crease was largely accounted for by California; in
the Great Lakes, by Illinois and Ohio; and in the
Southwest, by Texas.

More than three-fifths of the increase in fi-
nance, insurance, and real estate was accounted
for by the Mideast, Southeast, and Far West re-
gions. In the Mideast, the increase was largely
accounted for by New York; in the Southeast, by
Florida, Georgia, and North Carolina; and in the
Far West, by California.

Growth rates in 1997

In 1997 personal income in the Nation grew 5.7
percent. In all the States except North Dakota,
the growth rates in personal income exceeded the
2.0-percent growth rate in the prices paid by U.S.

The 199697 annual growth rate of personal income
for the sum of the States differs bv 0.1 percentage point
from the growth rate of personal income shown in the
national income and product accounts (N1pa's). The
growth rate of the State total is 5.7 percent, whereas the
growth rate of the N1pa estimate is 5.8 percent. The dif-
ference is due to the incorporation of newly available
State data for farm proprietors’ income into the State
estimates for 1997.

Each April, the preliminary annual national total for
farm proprietors’ income incorporates newly available
annual State data from the U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture (Uspa). This year, the 1997 estimate shows a decrease
of $4.1 billion from 1996; In contrast, the Niva estimate,
which is based on previously reported uspa national
data, shows an increase of $3.5 billion.

In addition, each April, as part of the procedure
for developing the national control totals that are used
for the State estimates, the following Bureau of Eco-
nomic Analysis (8ra) annual estimates of wage and salary
disbursements for the most recent vear are compared:
The annual N1pa estimate, which is based primarily on
monthly national data from the establishment survey
conducted by the Bureau of Labor Statistics (srs), and an
alternative annual estimate that is based primarily on s
tabulations of wages and salaries of employees covered

by unemployment insurance for the first three quarters
and on a BEa estimate for the fourth quarter. This vear,
the two series did not differ significantly, so the N1pa es-
timates of wage and salary disbursements were used to
develop the annual national control totals for the State
estimates for 1997.

As usual, the Nipa estimates of personal income for
1997 will be revised in July to incorporate the unem-
plovment insurance tabulations of wages and salaries
for all four quarters of 1997, the most recent annual
uspa data on farm proprietors’ income for 1997, and
other source data that are more complete, more detailed,
and otherwise more appropriate than those previously
incorporated.

The State estimates for 1993—96 have been revised to
incorporate the routine revisions that were made in the
preparation of the estimates for local areas that were re-
leased on May 4, 1998. In addition, the State estimates
for 1969—96 have been revised to reflect corrections to
the estimates of proprietors’ income for communications
and for electric, gas, and sanitary services. Finally, the
quarterly estimates of State personal income from the
first quarter of 1969 through the third quarter of 1997
have been revised to incorporate these revised annual
State estimates.

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tributed substantially to the growth in personal
income.

The States with the slowest rates of growth in
personal income were North Dakota (-1.3 per-
cent), Hawaii (2.7 percent), South Dakota (3.4
percent), lowa (3.6 percent), and Alaska (3.6
percent). In North Dakota, the decrease was
more than accounted for by a substantial de-
cline in earnings in farming, mainly reflecting a
drop in wheat production caused by crop disease.
(The Red River flood in early 1997 had little ef-
fect on wheat production in North Dakota.) In
South Dakota and Iowa, declines in earnings in
farming, mainly reflecting a drop in corn pro-
duction from record levels in 1996, substantially
dampened personal income growth. In Hawaii,
earnings declined in construction. In Alaska,
earnings declined in mining.

Growth rates in the fourth quarter of 1997

In the fourth quarter of 1997 personal income in
the Nation grew at a quarterly rate of 1.6 per-
cent (table 4). The six fastest growing States were
Michigan, Arizona, Georgia, Ohio, Nevada, and
Indiana. In all of these States, earnings in finance,

insurance, and real estate grew at above-average
rates. In all States except Nevada, earnings in
manufacturing grew at above-average rates. In
all States except Ohio, earnings in transportation
and public utilities grew at above-average rates.

The five slowest growing States were South
Dakota, Wyoming, New Hampshire, Hawaii, and
North Dakota.

Per Capita Personal Income

In 1997, per capita personal income for the Nation
was $25,598, up from $24,436 in 1996 (table C).
The ranking of States by per capita income
changed little between 1996 and 1997. Only two
States—Texas and Louisiana—moved up more
than two positions in rank, and only two States—
Hawaii and North Dakota—moved down more
than two positions. As noted previously, Texas
had the fastest rate of growth in personal in-
come in 1997 and North Dakota and Hawaii
had the slowest growth rates. In Louisiana, the
growth in per capita income was boosted by slow
population growth.

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Local Area Personal Income, 1969—96

By Wallace K. Bailey

HIS ARTICLE presents new estimates of per-
Tsonal income and per capita personal in-
come for local areas for 1996 and revised esti-
mates for 1994-95, and it describes the basis for
the revisions to the estimates for 1969-95 and
the source data used to prepare the estimates for
1996. (See the box “Definitions of Local Areas.”)
The article also discusses the revisions to the esti-
mates for selected metropolitan areas for 1995 and
presents the metropolitan areas with the fastest
and slowest growth of personal income in 1996
and the metropolitan areas with the highest and
lowest per capita personal income in 1996.

The estimates of personal income for local ar-
eas for 1969—-95 have been revised to incorporate
the results from the revision to the annual esti-
mates of State personal income that was released
in September 1997 (see the box “Data Avail-
ability”).! The revised estimates of per capita

Definitions of Local Areas

The estimates of local area personal income are prepared for metropolitan
areas, BEA economic areas, and counties.

The metropolitan areas (table 1) in all States are those defined in terms of
counties and county equivalents by the Office of Management and Budget
(oms) for Federal statistical purposes.1

Each of the BEA economic areas (table 2) consists of one or more eco-
nomic nodes—usually metropolitan areas—and the surrounding counties
that are economically related to the node.” These economic areas encompass
all counties and county equivalents in the Nation.

The counties (table 3) include county equivalents. For Virginia, the es-
timates are presented for the larger independent cities as well as for most
counties; the estimates for the smaller independent cities are combined with
the estimates for adjacent counties.

Source data used

This section identifies the principal source data
used to revise the estimates for 1993-95 and to
prepare the estimates for 1996.

Revised estimates for 1993—95—The estimates of
wage and salary disbursements and of other labor
income now reflect the incorporation of revised
source data, and the estimates of nonfarm pro-
prietors’ income, of dividends, interest, and rent,
and of the adjustment for residence, which is an
estimate of the net inflow of the earnings of inter-
area commuters, now reflect the incorporation of
source data that are more current than the source
data used previously.?

The 1993—95 estimates of wage and salary dis-
bursements and of other labor income were
revised to incorporate revised tabulations of
wages and salaries paid by employers—based on
reporting under the State unemployment insur-
ance system—provided by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics (BLS).

The 1994-95 estimates of nonfarm proprietors’
income were revised to incorporate data by
county from the 1994 Federal income tax returns
of sole proprietors and partnerships.

The 1995 estimates of dividends, interest, and
rent and of the residence adjustment were revised
to incorporate Internal Revenue Service tabula-
tions of individual income tax return data for

1995.

New estimates for 1996—The estimates of per-
sonal income for 1996 are based on the most

The estimates
of other labor income and of personal contribu-
tions for social insurance are based mainly on the
estimates of wages and salaries.

For farm proprietors’ income, the estimates
of government payments for all States and of
gross receipts for most of the major farm States

This article presents summary estimates of personal
income and per capita personal income for 1994-96. Es-
timates in more detail for 1960—96 are available in other
media.

The detailed estimates in one set of tables consist of
personal income by type of payment, earnings by Stan-
dard Industrial Classification (sic) two-digit industry,
population, and per capita personal income for local ar-
eas for 1969-96. Supplemental tables present estimates
of employment by sic division, of transfer payments by
program, and of the major categories of farm income
and expenses.

In addition, one set of tables presents summary esti-
mates of personal income, per capita personal income,
and population, and another set presents summary esti-
mates of wage and salary disbursements, wage and salary
employment, and average wages per job. Both sets for
all counties and metropolitan areas are available on BeA’s
web site at <http://www.bea.doc.gov>.

The entire set of estimates for all areas and for all
years is available on the “Regional Economic Information
System, 1969—96 cp—roM —product number RCN-0191,
price $35.00.

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are based on 1996 data from the Department of
Agriculture and from State agricultural statistical
agencies. The estimates of most of the produc-
tion expenses are based on data from the 1992
Census of Agriculture.

For transfer payments, the estimates of so-
cial security benefits are based on 1996 data
from the Social Security Administration, and
the estimates of veterans benefits, on 1996 data
from the Department of Veterans Affairs. The
estimates of unemployment compensation and
of transfer payments under most of the ma-
jor means-tested programs—including medicaid,
family assistance, supplemental security income,
and food stamps—for most States are based on
1996 data from the State government agencies
that administer the programs.

The 1996 estimates of nonfarm proprietors’ in-
come, of dividends, interest, and rent, and of the
residence adjustment are based mainly on extrap-
olations of the data that were used to prepare the
1995 estimates.

Revisions to the 1995 estimates for metropolitan
areas

The effect of the revisions on the 1995 estimates
of personal income for most metropolitan areas
was small. Only three areas had upward revisions

of more than 3.0 percent, and only three areas
had downward revisions of more than 2.0 percent
(table A).

Together, the 10 areas with the largest upward
revisions and the 10 areas with the largest down-
ward revisions accounted for only 3.9 percent of
the Nation’s personal income in 1995. Only three
of these areas are large—that is, their personal
income is greater than 50 billion; the other 17
areas together account for only 1.3 percent of the
national total of personal income.

The upward revisions are generally larger than
the downward revisions, mainly because of the
0.7-percent upward revision to the national esti-
mate of personal income. The upward revision
was more than accounted for by the upward revi-
sion to dividends, interest, and rent that reflected
substantial upward revisions to personal dividend
income and to the rental income of persons.* The
revisions to the national estimates of the other

4. The upward revision to personal dividend income, which was revised
as part of the annual revision of the NipA’s, primarily reflects the incorpora-
tion of newly available source data for dividends paid by regulated investment
companies that are also known as mutual funds.

The upward revision to the rental income of persons reflects upward
revisions from the incorporation of data from the biennial American Housing
Survey and from regular annual sources as part of the annual revision of
the N1pa’s; these revisions more than offset a downward revision that reflects
the revisions to the estimates of fixed reproducible tangible wealth released
in April 1997 as part of the completion of the comprehensive revision of the
NIPA'S.

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components of personal income were relatively
small and largely offsetting.

For all of the metropolitan areas with the large
upward percentage revisions to 1995 personal in-
come, the incorporation of the national revision
to dividends, interest, and rent contributed sub-
stantially to the revisions. For most of the
metropolitan areas with either large upward or
large downward revisions, the incorporation of
newly available county source data for 1995 for
dividends, interest, and rent and for nonfarm
proprietors’ income contributed substantially to
the revisions. The incorporation of newly avail-
able source data for 1995 into the adjustment for
residence was the predominant factor in the large
revisions to personal income for four areas and
contributed substantially to the revisions for two
areas.

Fastest and slowest growing metropolitan areas

Eight of the ten metropolitan areas with the
fastest growth in personal income from 1995 to
1996 were in the Southeast, Southwest, and Far

Alternative Measures of Household Income

Three of the most widely used measures of household income are
BEA’s measure of personal income, the Census Bureaw’s measure of
money income, and the Internal Revenue Service’s measure of ad-
justed gross income of individuals."

Personal income, in general, is a more comprehensive measure.
For both the national and regional measures of household income,
personal income is defined as the sum of wage and salary disburse-
ments, other labor income, proprietors’ income with inventory and
capital consumption adjustments, rental income of persons, and
transfer payments to persons, less personal contributions for social
insurance. These measures include incomes of individuals, nonprofit
institutions that primarily serve individuals, private noninsured wel-
fare funds, and private trust funds. Proprietors’ income is treated
in its entirety as received by individuals. Life insurance carriers and
noninsured pension plans are not counted as persons, but their in-
come (and saving) is credited to persons.

The national measure of personal income differs slightly from the
State and local area measure. The national measure includes, but
the State and local area measure excludes, the labor earnings of U.S.
residents who are temporarily working and living abroad (mainly
Federal Government employees).

Money income consists of income in cash and its equivalents that
is received by individuals, and it excludes employer contributions to
private health and pension funds, lump-sum payments except those
received as part of earnings, certain in-kind transfer payments—such

as medicaid, medicare, and food stamps—and imputed income.’
Money income includes, but personal income excludes, personal
contributions for social insurance, income from private pensions and
annuities, and .income from interpersonal transfers, such as child
support.

Adjusted gross income consists of the taxable income of individu-
als who filed a Federal income tax return. It includes, but personal
income excludes, personal contributions for social insurance, gains
and losses on the sale of assets, and income from private pensions
and annuities. Adjusted gross income excludes, but personal income
includes, the income of the recipients of taxable incomes who, legally
or illegally, did not file an individual tax return.

In addition, the presentation of personal income differs from that
of money income. Personal income at the national, State, and local
area levels is presented annually on a per capita (or simple average
per person) basis. Money income at the national and State levels is
presented annually both on a per capita basis and on a median (or
middle of the income per household) basis.> Personal income is not
adjusted for inflation, whereas the estimates of money income are
adjusted to remove inflation, using the consumer price index.*

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West regions (table B). Three of the areas were
in Florida, and two were in California.

In all of the fast-growing areas except Austin-
San Marcos, TX, the average annual rates of
growth in personal income in 1996 were above
the average annual rates of growth from 1990
to 1995; in all of the areas except Merced, ca,
the average annual rates of growth from 1990 to
1995 were well above the national growth rate
for that period. In four areas, the rapid growth
in 1996 reflected special factors. In Merced and
Fargo-Moorhead, Np-MN, the rapid growth re-
flected sharp increases in farm income from low
levels in 1995; Merced was the only metropolitan
area with a decline in personal income in 199s.
In Panama City, r1, and Fort Walton Beach, Fi,
the rapid growth reflected the return of rental in-
come of persons to normal levels after declines
in 1995 that reflected the damage to structures
caused by Hurricane Opal.

The 10 metropolitan areas with the slowest
growth or with a decrease in personal income in
1996 were dispersed throughout the Nation.

In all 10 of the slow-growing areas, the growth
rates in personal income in 1996 were well below
those from 1990 to 1995. In the Yuma, Az, and
Flint, M1, areas, the growth rates of personal in-
come from 1990 to 1995 were much greater than
the national growth rate. In Yuma, personal in-
come declined in 1996; the decline reflected a
sharp drop in farm income from an extraordinar-
ily high level in 1995, when Yuma had the fastest
growth in personal income of all the Nation’s
metropolitan areas. In most of the areas, earnings
in locally important industries either slowed or
declined: In Flint, m1, Gadsden, AL, Terre Haute,
IN, and Utica-Rome, Ny, manufacturing declined;
in Alexandria, LA, Cheyenne, wy, Honolulu, Hi,
and Utica-Rome, State government declined.

Highest and lowest per capita personal income
metropolitan areas

The 10 metropolitan areas with the highest per
capita personal income in 1996 were generally
large in terms of personal income and popula-
tion; together, they accounted for 7.4 percent of
the nation’s personal income and 5.0 percent of
the population (table C). Eight of the areas are

on the east coast, and two are on the west coast.
Six of the areas are primary metropolitan sta-
tistical areas (Pmsa’s) that are part of the New
York-Northern New Jersey-Long Island, Nv-Nj-
CT-PA, consolidated metropolitan statistical area
(cMsa), and two are pMsA’s in the San Francisco-
Oakland-San Jose, ca, cMmsa. These 10 areas were
also the 10 highest in per capita personal income
in 1995; nine of them ranked in the top 10 in
1990, and San Jose, ca, ranked 11th.

Generally, the 10 metropolitan areas with the
lowest per capita personal income in 1996 were
small in terms of personal income and popula-
tion; together, they accounted for 0.6 percent of
the Nation’s personal income and 1.0 percent of
the population. Seven of the ten areas are in the
Southwest region, and the six lowest ranking ar-
eas are on the Mexican border. These 10 areas
were also the 10 lowest in 1990.

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Appendix A
Additional Information About BEA’s NIPA Estimates

Statistical Conventions

Changes in current-dollar Gpp measure changes in
the market value of goods and services produced in
the economy in a particular period. For many pur-
poses, it is necessary to decompose these changes into
quantity and price components. To compute the
quantity indexes, changes in the quantities of individ-
ual goods and services are weighted by their prices.
(Quantity changes for Gpp are often referred to as
changes in “real Gpp.”) For the price indexes, changes
in the prices for individual goods and services are
weighted by quantities produced. (In practice, the
current-dollar value and price indexes for most Gpp
components are determined largely using data from
Federal Government surveys, and the real values of
these components are calculated by deflation at the
most detailed level for which all the required data are
available.)

Except for the most recent period, the annual and
quarterly changes in real Gpp and prices are “chain-
type” measures that are both based on the “Fisher
Ideal” formula that incorporates weights from two ad-
jacent years. For example, the 1992—93 percent change
in real GpP uses prices for 1992 and 1993 as weights,
and the 1992-93 percent change in price uses quanti-
ties for 1992 and 1993 as weights. Because the quantity
and price index numbers calculated in this way are
symmetric, the product of the index of real gpp and
the index of prices equals the index of current-dollar
GDP.

In the most recent period, a variant of the formula
is used because only 1 year’s information is available
for computing the index number weights. Accord-
ingly, BEA uses the prices and quantities from the two
adjacent quarters as weights to calculate Fisher chain-
type measures for those estimates. For example, the
1996:11-1996:111 percent change in real GDP uses prices
for 1996:11 and 1996:111 as weights, and the 1996:11~
1996:111 percent change in the Gpp price index uses
quantities for 1996:11 and 1996:111 as weights.

BEA also presents another measure, known as the
“implicit price deflator,” in the nipa tables. The im-
plicit price deflator is calculated as the ratio of current-
dollar value to the corresponding chained-dollar value
multiplied by 100.

In addition, BEA prepares measures of real Gpp
and its components in a dollar-denominated form,
designated “chained (1992) dollar estimates.” These es-
timates are computed by multiplying the 1992 current-
dollar value of Gpp, or of a GpP component, by the
corresponding quantity index number. For example,
if a current-dollar gpp component equaled $100 in

http://fraser.stlouisfed.org/
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1992 and if real output for this component increased
by 10 percent in 1993, then the “chained (3992) dollar”
value of this component in 1993 would be $110 ($100
X 1.10). Note that percentage changes in the chained
(1992) dollar estimates and the percentage changes cal-
culated from the quantity indexes are identical, except
for small differences due to rounding.

Because of the formula used for calculating real Gpp,
the chained (1992) dollar estimates for detailed Gpp
components do not add to the chained-dollar value
of GDP or to any intermediate aggregates. A “resid-
ual” line is shown as the difference between Gpp and
the sum of the most detailed components shown in
each table. The residual generally is small close to
the base period but tends to become larger as one
moves further from it. The table of contributions of
the major components to the change in real Gpp (NIPA
table 8.2) provides a better basis for determining the
composition of Gpp growth than the chained-dollar
estimates.

For quarters and months, the estimates are presen-
ted at annual rates, which show the value that would
be registered if the rate of activity measured for a
quarter or a month were maintained for a full year.
Annual rates are used so that time periods of differ-
ent lengths—for example, quarters and years—may be
compared easily. These annual rates are determined
simply by multiplying the estimated rate of activity by
4 (for quarterly data) or 12 (for monthly data).

Percent changes in the estimates are also expressed
at annual rates. Calculating these changes requires a
variant of the compound interest formula:

where 7 is the percent change at an annual rate;
Xt is the level of activity in the later period;
X is the level of activity in the earlier period;
m is the yearly periodicity of the data (for
example, 1 for annual data, 4 for quarterly,
or 12 for monthly); and
N is the number of periods between the
earlier and later periods (that is, t — 0).

Quarterly and monthly Nipa estimates are seasonally
adjusted, if necessary. Seasonal adjustment removes
from the time series the average impact of varia-
tions that normally occur at about the same time and
in about the same magnitude each year—for exam-
ple, weather, holidays, and tax payment dates. After
seasonal adjustment, cyclical and other short-term
changes in the economy stand out more clearly.
