In view of the fact that the previous week containesd
only five business days, a fairer comparison is on the basis of average daily
volume of debits, On this basis the most recent wesk shows a volume of
$1,306,000,000, compared with $1,399,000,00C the weok before - a decrease of 7T
per cent, Smaller fignures for the week are showm for all the important centers,
with the exception of New Orleans, where May 30 is not cbserved as a holiday.
