BANK DEBITS

Volume of business for the week ending December 21 shows an increase of
over $1,000,000,000, or about 12 per cent, compared with the preceding week,
The agsregate for the weck under review, $9,184,00C,000, as against $8,181,-
000,0C0 the week before, reflects the briskness of holiday trade. All the
leading centers palticipated in the increase. The statement is based on total
debits to individual accounts reported to the Federal Reserve Board for barks
in 158 leading clearing house centers, '

As compared with the weck ending December 22, 1920, the volume of business
for the report week was smaller by $891,000,000, or G per cent. For Hew York
City the lag between the week in 1821 and in 1920 was only 5 per cent. All the
other centers, except Los Angeles, report substantially smaller totals of debvits

than for the corresponding week last year.
