while Detroit reported an increase of $32,000,000.

As compared with the week ending September 24, 1924, debits for the week under 
review are larger by $2,008,000,000 or 21 per cent. The principal increases re­
ported we ret New York City $1,194,000,000, Chicago $110,000,000, Detroit $59,000,000, 
Philadelphia $50,000,000, San Francisco $39)000,000, Boston $38,000,000, St. Louis
