The F e d e r a l Reserve B o a r d ' s c o n d i t i o n s ta tement of weekly r e p o r t i n g member 
banks in 91 l e a d i n g c i t i e s on Apr i l 4 shows i n c r e a s e s f o r the week of 
$ 1 2 7 ^ 0 0 , 0 0 0 i n n e t demand d e p o s i t s and $76,000,000 in l o a n s , and d e c r e a s e s of 
$40,000,000 i n i n v e s t m e n t s , $11,000,000 i n time d e p o s i t s and $4-1,000,000 i n r e s e r v e 
b a l a n c e s wi th F e d e r a l Reserve b a n k s . 

Loans on s e c u r i t i e s i n c r e a s e d $$7,000,000 a t r e p o r t i n g member banks i n the 
New York d i s t r i c t , $7 ,000 ,000 i n the Chicago d i s t r i c t and $55,000,000 a t a l l r e -
p o r t i n g member b a n k s . "All o t h e r " l oans i n c r e a s e d $23,000,000 i n the New York : 
d i s t r i c t and $21,000,000 a t a l l r e p o r t i n g banks , and d e c l i n e d $6 ,000,600 i n the 
San F ranc i sco d i s t r i c t . 

Holdings of Un i t ed S t a t e s Government s e c u r i t i e s d e c l i n e d $43,000,000 i n 
the Chicago d i s t r i c t , $7»000,000 i n the Boston d i s t r i c t , $6,000,000 i n the San 
Franc i sco d i s t r i c t and $52,000,000 a t a l l r e p o r t i n g member banks , and i n c r e a s e d 
$9,000,000 i n the P h i l a d e l p h i a d i s t r i c t . Holdings of o t h e r s e c u r i t i e s i n c r e a s e d 
$22,000,000 i n the ®ew York d i s t r i c t and $12,000,000 a t a l l r e p o r t i n g banks_ 

Licensed member banks f o r m e r l y i n c l u d e d i n t h e c o n d i t i o n s t a t emen t of member 
banks i n 101 l e a d i n g c i t i e s , but no t now inc luded i n the weekly s t a t e m e n t , had 
t o t a l l oans and i nves tmen t s of $1 ,011 ,000 ,000 and ne t demand, time and Government 
d e p o s i t s of $1 ,093 ,000 ,000 , on Apr i l 4 , compared with $1 ,039 .000 ,000 and 
$1 ,092 ,000 ,000 , r e s p e c t i v e l y , on March 23 .
