Unbound pspera covering the peried 1913 1o 1946 in the various
categories {personal correspondence, official correspondence ine
cluding letters from congtituents, bdills from merchants, invitations
to speek, Congressional legislation projected or pessed, notes,
memorsnds, speeches, etc, have been "rough-sorted" sccording to year
and general subject and placed in 423 cardboard boxes, epproximately
13"x9%x4", The pumber of items in each box varies from one-half
dozen to several hundred. The gorting was pregumably done before

Inventory

Working with funds gupplied by the Commitiee on the History of the
Pederal Reserve System, the boxes of unbound papers were exsmined in 1954 by
& team of three graduzte students (Messrs. Willlsm Edel, Bsmuel Cardwell and
Miss Anne Thomes) under the direction of Dr. Elbert &, Kinceid, recently
dssoclate Director of the School of Business Administration, University of
Virginie snd for meny years economic adviser of the Federal Regerve Bank of
RBichmond, This group prepered a selective inventory of 614 psges, so arranged
to provide at least one page to each box, The inventory sims at completeness
only for items concerned with Federsl Regerve matters. '

In its present mimeographed end loose-lesf state, the inventory is
g valuable 2id to scholars interested in those motivities of Mr, Ulase which
had to do with the Pederal Reserve System, An index, which would meke it even
more wgelful, may later be provided, 4 copy of the inventory is on deposit at
the University of Virginia, One may also be congulited at the hesdquarters of
the Commitiee on the History of the Federal Reserve 8ystem, 33 Liberty Street,
New York 45, N, Y.

Prefatory Hot

The Carter Gless papers put on deposit in the
&lderman Library of the Uhivsrsihy of Virginis in March,
1948 fall into two main divisions, bound letter-press
copieé of correspondence and boxes of unbound papers.

The bound volumes of letter-press coples of
correspondence cover the yeers 1919 to 1920 when Mr,
Glass wag Secretary of the Treasury and ex-officio
Cheirmen of the Federal Reserve Board. (His detes of
service were December, 1918 to February, 1920). These
volumes sre loceted with the boxed but unbound pepers.
