I. OFFERING OF NOTES
1. The Secretary of the Treasury, pursuant to the
authority of the Second Liberty Bond Act, as
amended, offers notes of the United States, designated
4 percent Treasury Notes of Series A-1966, at 99.85
percent of their face value and accrued interest, in
exchange for the following notes maturing May 15,
1965:
4% percent Treasury Notes of Series A-1965; or
3% percent Treasury Notes of Series C-1965.

A cash payment will be due from subscribers as set
forth in Section 1Y hereof. The amount of this offer-
ing will be limited to the amount of eligible notes
tendered in exchange.

“ 2. The income derived from the notes is sub-
ject to all taxes imposed under the Internal Revenue
Code of 1954. The notes are subject to estate, in-
heritance, gift or other excise taxes, whether Fed-
eral or State, but are exempt from all taxation now
or hereafter imposed on the principal or interest
thereof by any State, or any of the possessions of
the United States, or by any local taxing authority.

“ 3. The notes will be acceptable to secure de-
posits of public moneys. They will not be acceptable
in payment of taxes.
