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Elimination of DIDC Telephone Recording Service

As you are aware, effective October 1, 1983, the Depository Institutions 
Deregulation Committee (DIDC) has eliminated most remaining interest rate ceil­
ings on time deposits. Accordingly, the Regulations Division will discontinue its 
recorded telephone message services that have provided information on ceiling 
interest rates on deposits, information on recent actions by the DIDC, and summa­
ries of proposals published for public comment (Tel. Nos. 212-791-5927,
