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1 Business Situation: Advance Estimates for the Fourth Quarter of 
2003 and for the Year 2003
The pace of U.S. production moderated in the fourth quarter, as real GDP 
increased 4.0 percent after increasing 8.2 percent in the third quarter. The 
deceleration mainly reflected slower growth of consumer spending. Inflation 
slowed: The price index for gross domestic purchases increased 1.0 percent after 
increasing 1.8 percent, mainly reflecting a downturn in energy prices.

In 2003, real GDP increased 3.1 percent after increasing 2.2 percent in 2002. 
The step-up mainly reflected upturns in nonresidential investment and exports; 
consumer spending slowed, and inventory investment turned down.

7 Improved Estimates of the National Income and Product Accounts 
for 1929-2002: Results of the Com prehensive Revision
The Bureau of Economic Analysis has released the results of the 12th compre­
hensive revision of the NIPAs. The revised estimates incorporate a number of 
major improvements that are designed to better measure the ever-changing U.S. 
economy. The revisions to GDP and the other major NIPA aggregates and their 
components are described, and the revisions that are attributable to the various 
improvements are identified. The picture of the economy shown by the revised 
estimates is similar to that shown by the previously published estimates: Real GDP 
grew at about the same rate as in the previously published estimates, and the most 
recent recession and the current expansion are slightly milder than previously 
estimated.

I N  2003, real gross dom estic product (GD P) in­
creased 3.1 percent, alm ost 1 percentage point m ore 

than in 2002; growth o f  gross dom estic purchases also 
stepped up, though not as m uch (table l ) . 1 Inflation, 
though higher than in 2002, rem ained m oderate. 
Growth o f  real disposable personal incom e (DPI) 
slowed. These developments are discussed at the end o f 
this article.

In the fourth quarter o f  2003, the growth o f  real 
GD P and o f  gross dom estic purchases m oderated, in­
flation slowed, and real DPI dipped (chart 1).

The Fourth Quarter of 2003
The advance estim ates for the fourth quarter show the 
following:

•  Real GD P increased 4.0 percent— less than half as 
m uch as in the third quarter, but m ore than in the 
second quarter.

1. “Real” estimates are in chained (2000) dollars, and price indexes are 
chain-type measures.

Quarterly estimates in the NIPAs are expressed at seasonally adjusted 
annual rates, unless otherwise specified. Quarter-to-quarter dollar changes 
are differences between these published estimates. Percent changes are cal­
culated from unrounded data and annualized.

•  Prices o f  goods and services purchased by U.S. resi­
dents increased 1.0 percent in the fourth quarter 
after increasing 1.8 percent in the third quarter and 
0.4 percent in the second. The deceleration in the 
fourth quarter (and the acceleration in the third) 
partly reflected changes in food and energy prices.

•  Real DPI turned down in the fourth quarter after 
accelerating in the third; this pattern prim arily 
reflects the pattern o f  the advance paym ents o f  child 
tax credits enacted in the spring.
The deceleration in real GD P growth in the fourth 

quarter m ainly reflected slower growth in consum er 
spending; other contributors were a deterioration in 
the trade balance and slower growth in nonresidential 
and in residential fixed investment.2 These develop­
m ents were partly offset by an upturn in inventory in­
vestment.

Consum er spending increased 2.6 percent in the 
fourth quarter— roughly 4 percentage points less than 
in the third quarter— and contributed 1.84 percentage

points to GD P growth in the fourth quarter after con­
tributing 4.89 percentage points in the third quarter. 
Purchases o f  durable goods, o f  nondurable goods, and 
o f  services all increased less than in the third quarter. 
The slowdown in durable goods was the m ost p ro­
nounced; it m ainly reflected a dow nturn in purchases 
o f  m otor vehicles. The slowdown in nondurable goods 
was m ainly accounted for by purchases o f  food and o f 
clothing; purchases o f  gasoline and oil, in contrast, in­
creased m ore than in the third quarter. The largest 
contributors to the slowdown in services were net for­
eign travel and brokerage charges and investment 
counseling.

The trade balance (net exports) added 0.19 percent­
age point to GD P growth in the fourth quarter after 
adding 0.80 percentage point in the third. Im ports, 
which are subtracted in the calculation o f  GDP, in­
creased m ore than in the third quarter and subtracted 
1.50 percentage points from  GD P growth after sub­
tracting 0.12 percentage point. All m ajor categories o f  
goods except petroleum  and industrial supplies and 
m aterials contributed to the step-up in im ports. Ex­
ports also increased m ore than in the third quarter, but 
the step-up was sm aller than that in im ports; exports 
contributed 1.69 percentage points to GD P growth af­
ter contributing 0.92 percentage point. Exports o f  both

goods and services increased m ore than in the third 
quarter; the step-up in goods was spread across m ost 
m ajor categories except for the civilian aircraft and 
com puter categories.

Residential investm ent increased 10.6 percent, 
about h alf its third-quarter increase, and it contributed 
0.54 percentage point to GD P growth after contribut­
ing 1.05 percentage points. The slowdown was prim a­
rily accounted for by brokers’ com m issions, which 
turned down, reflecting the fall in house sales from  a 
record level in the third quarter.

Nonresidential fixed investm ent increased 6.9 per­
cent, also about half its third-quarter increase, and it 
contributed 0.69 percentage point to GD P growth after 
contributing 1.25 percentage points. M ost o f  the slow­
down was accounted for by investm ent in equipm ent 
and software; transportation equipm ent turned up, 
but other m ajor categories o f  equipm ent did  not 
m atch their third-quarter gains. Investment in struc­
tures decreased modestly, as it had in the third quarter. 
The increase in equipm ent and software was the 7th in 
a row; the decrease in structures was the 10th in the last 
12 quarters.

Governm ent spending increased 0.8 percent after 
increasing 1.8 percent, and it contributed 0.16 percent­
age point to GD P growth after contributing 0.34 per­
centage point.

Inventory investment added 0.61 percentage point 
to GD P growth after subtracting 0.13 percentage 
point. In the fourth quarter, inventory liquidation gave 
way to inventory accum ulation, partly reflecting a 
step-up in the accum ulation o f  auto dealer inventories; 
in the third quarter, the pace o f  liquidation had 
in tensified, partly reflecting a slowdown in the 
accum ulation by auto dealers.

The advance estim ates for the fourth quarter also 
show the following:

•  Real final sales o f  dom estic product (GD P less the 
change in private inventories) increased 3.4 percent 
after increasing 8.3 percent.

•  Real gross dom estic purchases increased 3.7 percent 
after increasing 7.0 percent.

•T h e  production o f  goods and o f  structures slowed, 
while the production  o f  services increased a little 
m ore than in the third quarter (table 2).

•  Final sales o f  com puters slowed sharply after regis­
tering an unusually large increase in the third quar­
ter. Excluding final sales o f  com puters, real GDP 
increased 3.8 percent after increasing 7.6 percent.

•  The personal saving rate decreased from  2.3 percent 
to 1.5 percent.3

3. The personal saving rate is measured as personal saving as a percentage 
of current-dollar disposable personal income. An estimate of the national 
saving rate (measured as gross saving as a percentage of gross national 
income) will be available at the end of March along with the final estimates 
of the NIPAs for the fourth quarter.

Prices
Inflation as m easured by the price index for gross do­
m estic purchases slowed from  1.8 percent in the third 
quarter to 1.0 percent in the fourth (table 3). The slow­
down m ainly reflected a downturn in energy prices; 
excluding food and energy items, inflation slowed 
from  1.3 percent to 1.1 percent (chart 2).

Prices o f  goods and services purchased by consum ­
ers increased 0.6 percent after increasing 1.8 percent. 
The price o f  gasoline and oil turned down, as did the 
price o f  electricity and gas. Food prices, in contrast, in­
creased m ore than in the third quarter. The prices o f 
other consum er purchases, which is som etim es viewed 
as an indicator o f  the underlying, or core, rate o f  infla­
tion, increased 0.7 percent— m arking the fourth con­
secutive quarter in which this m easure increased 1.0 
percent or less.

Prices o f  private nonresidential fixed investment in­
creased 1.9 percent after increasing 1.6 percent. Prices 
o f structures increased 4.1 percent, the largest increase 
in m ore than 2 years. Prices o f  equipm ent and software 
increased about as m uch as in the third quarter. The 
rare back-to-back increases m ainly reflected increases 
in the prices o f  transportation  equipm ent.

Prices paid by governm ent increased 0.5 percent af­
ter increasing 1.7 percent. The slowdown was evident 
at both  the Federal level and at the state and local level.

The GDP price index, which m easures the prices 
paid for goods and services produced in the United 
States, increased 1.1 percent, 0.1 percentage point 
m ore than the price index for gross dom estic pur­
chases. The slightly larger increase in the GDP index 
reflects a bigger increase in export prices (which are in­
cluded in the GDP price index) than in im port prices 
(which are included in the price index for gross do­
mestic purchases).

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Personal Incom e
Real disposable personal incom e decreased in the 
fourth quarter after increasing sharply in the third 
(chart 3). This pattern m ainly reflects the pattern o f 
personal current taxes (table 4). In the third quarter, 
taxes were reduced by the introduction o f  lower with­
holding rates and by the advance paym ents o f  child tax 
credits provided by the Jobs and Growth Tax Relief 
Reconciliation Act o f  2003 (signed into law M ay 28,
2003). Taxes rose in the fourth quarter because the 
bulk o f the advance paym ents was m ade in the third 
quarter.

Personal incom e, which is m easured only in current 
dollars, increased $70.1 billion (or 3.1 percent) after 
increasing $96.6 billion (4.3 percent). The slowdown 
m ainly reflected slowdowns in transfer receipts, com ­
pensation o f  employees, and proprietors’ income. In 
contrast, rental incom e stepped up.

The deceleration in transfer receipts reflected a 
dow nturn in benefits received from  state and local 
governm ents (prim arily M edicaid) and a deceleration 
in benefits received from  the Federal governm ent (pri­
m arily unem ploym ent program s).

The deceleration in com pensation was accounted 
for both  by wage and salary disbursem ents and by su p­
plem ents to wages and salaries. The slowdown in d is­
bursem ents was m ore than accounted for by private 
service-producing industries.

The deceleration in proprietors’ incom e m ainly re­
flected dow nturns in com m issions o f  real estate b ro­
kers and o f  security and com m odity brokers.

The step-up in rental incom e prim arily reflected a 
dow nturn in expenses associated with m ortgage refi­
nancings (m ortgage closing costs and other expenses 
are subtracted in the calculation o f  rental incom e). In

the fourth quarter, refinancing activity dropped m ark­
edly.

Real G D P increased 3.1 percent in 2003 after increas­
ing 2.2 percent in 2002, and real gross dom estic pur­
chases increased 3.3 percent after increasing 2.8 
percent (table l ) .4 (In the expansion o f  the 1990s, 
growth o f  real GD P averaged 3.5 percent a year, and 
growth o f  gross dom estic purchases averaged 4.0 per­
cent.)5

The step-up in real GD P m ainly reflected upturns in 
nonresidential fixed investment and in exports that 
were partly offset by a dow nturn in inventory invest­
m ent and a sm all slowdown in consum er spending.

N onresidential fixed investment increased 2.8 per­
cent in 2003 and contributed 0.28 percentage point to 
GD P growth; in 2002, it had decreased 7.2 percent and 
subtracted 0.82 percentage point. Investment in equip­
m ent and software turned up, and investment in struc­
tures decreased less than in 2002. The upturn in 
equipm ent and software was m ainly accounted for by a 
step-up in inform ation processing equipm ent and 
software.

Exports increased 1.9 percent in 2003 and contrib­
uted 0.19 percentage point to GD P growth; in 2002, 
exports had decreased 2.4 percent and subtracted 0.24 
percentage point. (Exports had also decreased in 
2 0 0 1 . )

Inventory stocks were reduced in 2003 after having 
been built up in 2002. The swing from  accum ulation 
to liquidation subtracted 0.04 percentage point from  
GD P growth in 2003. In 2002, inventory investment 
swung in the opposite direction and added 0.41 per­
centage point to GD P growth in 2002.

Consum er spending increased 3.1 percent in 2003 
and contributed 2.19 percentage points to GDP 
growth; in 2002, it had increased 3.4 percent and con­
tributed 2.38 percentage points. Spending on services 
m ore than accounted for the slowdown in 2003.

The price index for gross dom estic purchases in­
creased 1.9 percent after increasing 1.4 percent (table 
3). The step-up was accounted for by prices o f  energy 
goods and services, which increased 13.1 percent after 
decreasing 6.0 percent. The price index for gross do­
m estic purchases excluding food and energy increased 
1.4 percent after increasing 1.7 percent.

Real DPI increased 2.5 percent after increasing 3.8 
percent. The smaller increase in 2003 m ainly reflected 
a smaller reduction in personal current taxes.

R esults  o f the  C om prehensive Revision
By Eugene P. Seskin and Daniel Larkins

O N  Decem ber 10, 2003, the Bureau o f  Econom ic 
Analysis (BEA) released the initial results from  the 

12th comprehensive revision o f  the national incom e 
and product accounts (NIPAs), beginning with revised 
estim ates for 1929; the results o f  the last com prehen­
sive revision were released in O ctober 1999.

In m any im portant respects, the picture o f  the econ­
om y shown by the revised estim ates is very sim ilar to 
the picture shown by the previously published esti­
mates.

•  Long-run growth rates o f  current-dollar and real 
gross dom estic product (G D P) are the sam e, or vir­
tually the sam e, as in the previously published esti­
m ates (table 1).

•  For the expansion o f  the 1990s, the high rate o f  
growth previously estim ated is not changed in the 
revised estimates.

•  The m ost recent recession and the current expan­
sion are both slightly m ilder than previously esti­
m ated; for both, the differences between the revised 
estim ates and the previously published estim ates are 
very sm all.1

•  Like the previously published estim ates, the revised 
estim ates show that GD P growth slowed in the sec­
ond half o f  2000. However, third-quarter GD P now 
shows a sm all decrease instead o f  a sm all increase, 
and fourth-quarter GD P now shows a larger 
increase.

•  The downtrend in the personal saving rate since the 
early 1990s is sim ilar to the downtrend in the previ­
ously published estim ates. However, the level o f  the 
personal saving rate, like the level o f  the national 
saving rate, is lower than that previously published 
(table 2). The downward revision to the level 
reflects upward revisions to consum er spending, 
especially for services.
The revised estim ates incorporate a num ber o f  m a­

jor definitional and statistical im provem ents that are 
designed to better m easure the ever-changing U.S. 
economy. These im provem ents were previewed last 
year in a series o f  articles in the S u r v e y  o f  C u r r e n t  B u s i­

n ess.

1. From the fourth quarter of 2000 to the third quarter of 2001, real GDP 
is now estimated to have decreased 0.5 percent, not 0.6 percent; from the 
third quarter of 2001 to the second quarter of 2003, the growth rate is now 
2.6 percent, not 2.7 percent.

•  The incorporation o f  inform ation from  the 1997 

benchm ark input-output accounts,
•  For recent periods, a new adjustm ent to corporate 

profits estim ates that m akes use o f  additional infor­
m ation on the expenses associated with employee 
stock options,

•  New BEA price indexes for the deflation o f  nonresi­
dential structures and o f  photocopying equipm ent 
that account for changes in key characteristics o f  
these products,

•  New m ethodologies that provide better estim ates o f 
purchases o f  used m otor vehicles and a better allo­

The presentation o f  the NIPA estim ates has been 

changed to reflect these im provem ents. These changes, 
which were described in an article in the August 2003 
issue, include the following:

•  M oving the reference year for chain-type quantity 
and price indexes and for chained-dollar estim ates 
from  1996 to 2000 and showing industry estim ates 
on the basis o f  the N orth  Am erican Industry C lassi­
fication System, and

• A  redesigned set o f  tables that provides m ore infor­
m ation in an easier-to-use form at and that offers 
m ore flexibility for the addition  o f  new tables in the 
future.4
This article discusses the m ajor sources o f  the revi­

sions that are attributable to the various definitional 
and statistical changes for each o f  the m ajor NIPA ag­
gregates and their com ponents. Specifically, it d is­
cusses the revisions to the annual current-dollar 
estim ates in detail. It then discusses the revisions to the 
annual estim ates o f  real GD P and o f  prices. It con­
cludes with a discussion o f  the revisions to the quar­
terly estim ates o f  real GDP.

A nnual C urrent-D o llar Estim ates
Before 1959, the revisions to GD P are sm all, averaging 
0.1 percent in absolute value; downward revisions are 
m ost com m on, but upward revisions are not unusual. 
For the quarter century that follows, the revisions re­
m ain small, but are generally negative (only two are 
positive). From  the early 1980s to 2002, the revisions

increase somewhat, averaging 0.2 percent, and they are 
about evenly divided between upward and downward 
revisions (table 3).

The downward revisions to GD P before 1980 gener­
ally reflect the statistical changes that are part o f  this 
comprehensive revision. After that time, the statistical 
changes tend to raise GDP, while the changes in defini­
tions and classifications tend to lower GD P (chart 1 
and appendix A).

From  1987, the reduction in GD P as a result o f  the 
changes in definitions and classifications prim arily re­
flects the new treatm ent o f  banking services that is 
partly offset by the new treatm ent o f  insurances ser­
vices. As a result o f  the reallocation o f  a portion  o f the 
im plicit services o f  com m ercial banks from  depositors 
to borrow ers, relatively large reductions in GD P occur, 
beginning with 1987.5 In contrast, GD P is raised as a 
result o f  the recognition o f  the im plicit services p ro­
vided by the investment incom e o f  property and casu­
alty insurance com panies.

Excluding the changes in definitions and classifica­
tions, current-dollar GD P is revised down by small 
am ounts for 1959-78 and for 1980; it is revised up

slightly for 1979. For 1981 forward, the upward and 
downward revisions tend to be larger; the largest is a 
1-percent upward revision for 2002.

All the revisions to national income are upward, and 
they grow progressively larger; the largest revision is 
about 10 percent for 2002. The revisions m ainly reflect 
the redefinition o f national income to include all net 
incom es (net o f  consum ption o f fixed capital) earned 
in production, m ost notably taxes on production and 
im ports; these taxes grew from  $6.8 billion for 1929 to 
$760.1 billion for 2002.6 In addition, there are notable, 
som etim es offsetting, revisions to com ponents o f  na­
tional income, such as com pensation o f employees, 
corporate profits, and net interest.

For 1929-81, the revisions to personal income are 
small. For 1982 forward, the revisions are m ore nota­
ble, and their pattern is m ixed; personal interest in ­
come tends to be the m ain contributor to the upward 
revisions through 1986. For 1987 forward, other com ­
ponents also contribute (see the section “Personal in ­
come and its disposition” ).

Additional detail on GDP, gross dom estic income, 
and other NIPA aggregates and their m ajor com po­
nents is presented below. For 1959, 1987, 1992, and
1997-2002, the revisions are sum m arized in appendix 
B.

works, it is not possible to show revisions for every ag­
gregate.) The discussion focuses on account 1, the 
dom estic incom e and product account, which shows 
the consolidated production  o f  all sectors o f  the econ­
om y as the sum  o f goods and services sold to final u s­
ers and as the sum  o f  incom es generated by the 
production  o f  those goods and services. A new account 
2, the private enterprise incom e account, is discussed 
next; this account provides additional inform ation on 
the sources and uses o f  incom e by private enterprises. 
The discussions o f  accounts 3 and 4 follow; these ac­
counts show the receipts and expenditures o f  the per­
sonal sector and the governm ent sector, respectively. 
Account 5 (showing receipts and expenditures o f  the 
foreign sector) and account 7 (showing capital transac­
tions with the rest o f  the world) are discussed in the 
section “Foreign transactions.” A  brief discussion o f 
account 6, which shows the saving and investment o f  
the dom estic sectors o f  the economy, concludes this 
section o f  the article.

Domestic income and product
GDP. Before 1959, the revisions to GD P are small; 
through 1979, they remain below $4.0 billion in abso­
lute value. For 1980 forward, the revisions becom e 
larger. For 1929-2002, the average annual growth rate 
o f  GDP, at 6.5 percent, is unrevised from  the previ­
ously published rate. As a percentage o f the level o f 
GDP, the revisions are downward for 1947-74 and are 
m ixed thereafter: The revision is -0 .2  percent for 1959, 
is 0.3 percent for 1992, and is 0.3 percent for 2002. The 
largest revision is -0 .4  percent for 1998.

Gross domestic income (GDI) and the statistical 
discrepancy. Before 1959, the revisions to GD I are 
small. For 1959-77, the revisions to GD I are in the 
sam e direction as those to GD P and are o f  sim ilar m ag­
nitude. As a result, there is little effect on the statistical 
discrepancy, which is the difference between GD P and 
G D I.8 For 1978-86, the revisions to GD P and to GD I 
continue to be in the sam e direction, but the m agni­
tudes differ m ore; thus, for som e o f  these years, the sta­
tistical discrepancy is revised up, and for others, it is 
revised down. The revised estim ates (w ithout regard to 
sign) o f  the statistical discrepancy average 1.0 percent 
o f  GDP, 0.2 percentage point m ore than in the previ­
ously published estimates.

For 1987 forward, the statistical discrepancy is re­
vised up (becom ing m ore positive or less negative): For

1987-90, GD I is revised down m ore than GDP; for
1991-94, GD I is revised down and GD P is revised up; 
for 1995 and 1997-2000, GD I is again revised down 
m ore than GD P (for 1996, G D I is revised down, and 
GD P is revised up); and for 2001 and 2002, GDI is re­
vised up less than GDP. For 1994-2002, the revised es­
tim ates o f  the statistical discrepancy average 1.0 
percent o f  GDP, 0.3 percentage point m ore than in the 
previously published estimates. In the revised esti­
m ates, current-dollar GD P increases at an average an ­
nual rate o f  5.0 percent, 0.4 percentage point less than 
the increase in GDI. In the previously published esti­
m ates, this difference was 0.3 percentage point.

Product-side components
Personal consumption expenditures (PCE) for 
goods. PCE for goods is revised dow n for 1983 and 
1984 and revised up for 1985-2002; until 1989, the re­
visions are less than $5.0 billion in absolute value (ta­
ble 4). Until 1994, upward revisions to PCE for goods

reflect upw ard revisions to both  PCE for durable goods 
and PCE for nondurable goods; for 1994-2002, the re­
visions reflect upward revisions to PCE for durable 
goods that are partly offset by downward revisions to 
PCE for nondurable goods.

The revisions for all years reflect im proved estim ates 
o f  used m otor vehicles. For 1988-97, the revisions also 
reflect the incorporation o f  the estim ates from  the 
1997 benchm ark input-output (I-O ) accounts, and for 
1998-2002, the revisions reflect the extrapolation o f 
the 1997 1-0  estim ates, using retail sales data for
1998-2000, newly available sales data from  the 2001 
Annual Retail Trade Survey, and revised 2002 m onthly 
retail sales data.9

For 1985-90, the upward revisions to PCE for dura­

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ble goods are prim arily due to m otor vehicles and 
parts, reflecting the im proved estim ates o f  net transac­
tions in used trucks that are based on valuing the 
change in unit stocks held by persons, a procedure 
sim ilar to that used for estim ating net transactions in 
used autos. The valuation o f  used trucks is based on 
average dealer used vehicle prices that are adjusted to 
wholesale values. For 1991-2002, data on auction 
prices are used to value used trucks and used autos. For 
1993-2002, upw ard revisions to new trucks, to used 
auto and truck m argins, and to furniture and house­
hold equipm ent also contribute to the revisions to PCE 
for durable goods, prim arily reflecting the incorpora­
tion o f  results from  the 1 9 971-0  estimates.

For 1988-92, the upward revisions to PCE for n on­
durable goods are to gasoline and oil. For 1993-2002, 
the downward revisions to PCE for nondurable goods 
reflect downward revisions to food and to clothing and 
shoes that are partly offset by upw ard revisions to gas­
oline and oil and to “other nondurable goods.” The re­
visions to gasoline and oil reflect im proved estim ates 
o f  consum ption for rental vehicles, an im proved m eth­
odology for incorporating average price data from  the 
Energy Inform ation A dm inistration, and the incorpo­
ration o f  benchm ark Federal Highway A dm inistration 
data on m otor vehicle fuel consum ption.

PCE for services. For 1929-73, the revisions to PCE 
for services are less than $1 billion in absolute value. 
For 1974 forward, the revisions generally becom e m ore 
notable; often sizable offsetting revisions occur am ong 
the subcategories o f  services. The largest revisions to 
services are the upw ard revisions for 2000-2002.

Revisions to housing services begin with 1968 and 
becom e larger over time. Through 1990, the upward 
revisions are prim arily attributable to “other housing 
services,” reflecting im proved estim ates o f  hotel and 
m otel services.10 Beginning with the estim ates for 
1991, the revisions to the im puted space rent for 
ow ner-occupied dwellings and to rental paym ents for 
tenant-occupied dwellings becom e increasingly im ­
portant contributors. These revisions prim arily reflect 
the incorporation o f  revised housing-units data from  
the 2000 decennial Census o f  Population and H ousing. 
For 2000-2002, the revisions to the space-rent esti­
m ates reflect new units data from  the 2001 Am erican 
H ousing Survey and from  the 2002 Current Popula­
tion Survey/H ousing Vacancy Survey. For tenant-occu­

pied nonfarm  space rent, the revisions also reflect the 
incorporation o f  newly available data on m ean gross 
rent from  the 2001 Am erican H ousing Survey.

The revisions to household operation services never 
exceed $5 billion in absolute value. Revisions are gen­
erally downward from  the m id-1970s to the early 
1990s and upward thereafter. Through 1991, the revi­
sions partly reflect the new treatm ent o f  insurance ser­
vices as it pertains to household insurance; 
reupholstery and furniture repair services also contrib­
ute to the revisions, reflecting an im proved estim ate o f  
the consum er share o f  these services m ade possible by 
the conversion to the N orth Am erican Industrial C las­
sification System (N AICS). After 1991, upward revi­
sions prim arily reflected the incorporation  o f  results 
from  the 1997 1-0  estimates.

Upward revisions to transportation  services becom e 
notable from  the m id-1980s. Through 1996, the largest 
contributor to the revisions is user-operated transpor­
tation, reflecting the new treatm ent o f  insurance ser­
vices as it pertains to m otor vehicles. For 1997-2001, 
the revisions to “repair, greasing, washing, parking, 
storage, rental, and leasing” also contribute, reflecting 
the results from  the incorporation  o f  the 1997 bench­
m ark 1-0  estim ates and revised data for 2000 and 2001 
from  the Census Bureau Service Annual Survey (SAS). 
For 2002, the upw ard revision to transportation  ser­
vices is prim arily accounted for by insurance for m otor 
vehicles.

M edical services is revised up, and the upw ard revi­
sions increase over time, becom ing notable in the 
1980s. Through 1989, the revisions are prim arily at­
tributable to insurance, reflecting the new treatm ent o f  
insurance services (in particular, workers’ com pensa­
tion), and to nursing hom es, reflecting the im proved 
allocations to PCE com m odity categories that are 
m ade possible as a result o f  the conversion to NAICS. 
Beginning with the estim ates for 1990, other categories 
o f  m edical services becom e im portant contributors to 
the revisions. Upward revisions to “other professional 
services” reflect im proved estim ates o f  paym ents to 
m edical laboratories based on newly incorporated SAS 
data for 1998; downward revisions to physicians’ ser­
vices reflect im proved allocations to PCE com m odity 
categories due to the conversion to NAICS; and for 
2000-2002, upw ard revisions to nonprofit hospitals re­
flect the use o f  newly available hospital expense data 
for 2000 and 2001 from  the Am erican H ospital A ssoci­
ation and o f  prelim inary SAS data for 2002.

Recreational services is revised up beginning with 
1978, and the revisions generally increase over time. 
Through 1992, the revisions are prim arily to clubs and
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fraternal organizations, reflecting the im proved alloca­
tions to PCE com m odity categories. For 1993-2002, 
the revisions are also attributable to revisions to com ­
mercial participant am usem ents, reflecting the incor­
poration  o f  the 1997 benchm ark 1-0  estim ates, o f  
revised SAS data for 2000 and 2001, and o f prelim inary 
SAS data for 2002.

“Other services” is revised down, and the revisions 
through 1977 are small. For 1978 forward, the revi­
sions m ostly reflect downward revisions to “ services 
furnished w ithout paym ent by financial interm ediaries 
except life insurance carriers” as a result o f  the new 
treatm ent o f  banking services. “ Religious and welfare 
activities” is also revised down, reflecting the im proved 
allocations to PCE categories. Downward revisions to 
“expense o f handling life insurance and pension plans” 
reflect im proved estim ates o f  accident and health in­
surance expenses excluded from  life insurance com ­
pany expenses, revised data on pension plan expenses 
and, for 2001 and 2002, new expense data on legal re­
serve life insurance com panies. Beginning with the 
1980s, the downward revisions to “other services” are 
m oderated by upward revisions to personal care ser­
vices, reflecting the incorporation o f  the 1997 bench­
m ark 1-0  estimates, o f  revised SAS data for 2000 and
2001, and o f  prelim inary SAS data for 2002.

Nonresidential structures. In private fixed invest­
ment, nonresidential structures is revised beginning 
with 1978; except for the revisions for 1997 and 1998, 
the revisions do not exceed $3.0 billion in absolute 
value (table 5). The revisions prim arily reflect the in-

corporation o f  revised data from  Census Bureau sur­
veys o f  the value o f  construction put-in-place and the 
incorporation o f  the 1997 benchm ark 1-0  estim ates.11 

Equipment and software. In private fixed invest­

ment, downward revisions to equipm ent and software 
begin with 1978 and becom e increasingly large, but 
they do not exceed $5 billion until 1988. For 1988-98, 
the revisions prim arily reflect downward revisions to 
com puter software and to transportation equipm ent.12 
The revisions to software mainly reflect the im prove­
m ents in the m easurem ent o f  com puter software that 
were introduced in the 1997 benchm ark 1-0  ac­
counts.13 The revisions to transportation equipm ent 
m ainly reflect im proved estim ates o f net purchases o f  
used light trucks.14 For 1999 forward, the downward 
revisions to equipm ent and software are m oderated by 
upward revisions to com puters and peripheral equip­
m ent that prim arily reflect the recognition o f  selected 
services o f  systems integrators as capital investm ent.15

Residential fixed investment. Notable upward revi­
sions to residential fixed investment begin with 1987. 
The m ajor contributors to the revisions are “residential 
im provem ents” and single-family structures. The revi­
sions to im provem ents prim arily reflect the use o f  a 
new m oving-average m ethodology that reduces the 
volatility o f  the estim ates due to the erratic nature o f  
the source data.16 The revisions to single-fam ily struc­
tures reflect the incorporation o f revised and newly 
available Census Bureau data on the value o f  construc­
tion put-in-place.

Change in private inventories. Change in private 
inventories is calculated by adjusting inventories re­
ported by businesses on a book-value basis to a cur- 
rent-period, replacement-cost basis by rem oving 
inventory profits and losses. The inventory valuation 
adjustm ent (IVA), which is calculated as the change in 
private inventories less the change in book  values, re­
flects inventory price changes for firm s that value in ­
ventory withdrawals at acquisition (historical) cost.

The revisions to farm  inventories begin with 1991 
and do not exceed $4.0 billion in absolute value. The 
revisions through 1995 reflect the definitional change 
that added farm  m aterials and supplies to the change

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in farm inventories.17 For 1996 forward, the revisions 
also reflect revised data on crop harvest and sales and 
on livestock inventory change from the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture (USDA).18

The revisions to private nonfarm inventories begin 
with 1997 and show both upward revisions and down­
ward revisions. The revisions primarily reflect the in­
corporation of newly available and revised Census 
Bureau data on inventory book values, of new com­
modity weights from the 1997 benchmark 1-0 ac­
counts, of newly available and revised Census Bureau 
data on the accounting methods used in inventory re­
porting, of revised BEA unit-labor-cost indexes, and of 
revised producer price indexes from the Bureau of La­
bor Statistics (BLS). The relatively large upward revi­
sion for 2001 is mostly to manufacturing and to retail 
trade inventories, primarily reflecting the incorpora­
tion of newly available annual Census Bureau data on 
inventory book values.

Net exports of goods and services. Through 1987, 
the revisions to net exports of goods and services are 
small, at first upward and then downward, and they do 
not exceed $5.0 billion in absolute value (table 6). For

1988-2001, the revisions are downward and tend to be 
larger; for 2002, the revision is small and downward. 
Through 1982, the revisions are only to exports of ser­
vices and are mainly upward, reflecting the reclassifica­
tion of military grants-in-kind and the new treatment

of banking services.19 The revisions for 1983-86 are 
small. For 1987 forward, exports of services are gener­
ally revised down, primarily reflecting the new treat­
ment of banking services, and imports of services are 
generally revised up, primarily reflecting the new treat­
ment of insurance services. For some years, the statisti­
cal changes contribute to the upward revisions to the 
services estimates; for other years, they moderate the 
revisions. The statistical changes primarily reflect re­
vised estimates from the international transactions ac­
counts (ITAs) that were not previously incorporated 
into the NIPAs.20

The revisions to exports and imports of goods begin 
with 1989, reflecting the incorporation of revised esti­
mates from the ITAs. The revisions are relatively small; 
in absolute value, the largest revision is a downward re­
vision of $5.8 billion to exports of goods for 2002.

Government consumption expenditures and gross 
investment. The revisions to government consump­
tion expenditures and gross investment (hereafter re­
ferred to as “government spending”) for 1929-59 are 
small (table 7). The revisions to government spending

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for 1959 forward are downward (except for 1985-88 
and 1992), and they do not exceed $7 billion in abso­
lute value until 1997. Through 1975, the revisions are 
prim arily accounted for by Federal Government 
spending; for 1976-84, they are attributable to both 
Federal Governm ent spending and state and local gov­
ernm ent spending. For 1985-88, upw ard revisions to 
state and local governm ent spending m ore than offset 
downward revisions to Federal Governm ent spending. 
For 1989-96, both  Federal Governm ent spending and 
state and local governm ent spending contribute to the 
revisions, and for 1997 forward, state and local govern­
m ent spending is the larger contributor to the revi­
sions.

For Federal Governm ent spending, the downward 
revisions through 1972 are m ainly to national defense 
spending and reflect the reclassification o f  m ilitary 
grants-in-kind, but the statistical changes (new source 
data and m ethodologies) also contribute. For 1973-86, 
the statistical changes are often the prim ary contribu­
tor to the downward revisions. Through 2002, the sta­
tistical changes m ainly affect general governm ent 
consum ption o f  fixed capital and reflect im proved esti­
m ates o f  prices for m ilitary equipm ent; for 1993-2002, 
the statistical changes also reflect revised estim ates o f  
software investment. The new treatm ent o f  banking 
services also contributes to the revisions to Federal 
Governm ent spending; m ost notably, it raises spending 
for 1985-94 and 1999, and it reduces spending for 
1995-98 and for 2000-2002.

For state and local governm ent spending, the revi­
sions through 1996 are generally small; the exception is 
a relatively large upw ard revision for 1986, prim arily 
reflecting the new treatm ent o f  banking services.21 For 
1997 and 1998, the large downward revisions are 
prim arily to employee com pensation and reflect the 
incorporation o f  newly available m edical insurance 
data for governm ent employees from  the BLS survey 
on employer costs for employee com pensation. For
1999-2002, the large downward revisions prim arily re­
flect the incorporation o f  Governm ent F inances data.

Income-side components
Compensation of employees, paid. This aggregate 
shows the incom e accruing to employees for their work 
for dom estic production; it includes com pensation

paid  to the rest o f  the world and excludes com pensa­
tion received from  the rest o f  the w orld.22

The revisions to com pensation reflect revisions to 
wage and salary disbursem ents and to supplem ents to 
wages and salaries (table 8). (“ Revisions” refers to the

differences between this new series and the previously 
published estim ates o f  “com pensation o f  employees, 
dom estic industries” shown in NIPA table 6.2.) For 
1929-88, the revisions to wages and salaries are u p ­
ward and small, reflecting the reclassification o f  m is­
cellaneous com pensation from  supplem ents to wages 
and salaries. For 1989 forward, the revisions are dow n­
ward and becom e larger, but they rem ain less than $5 
billion in absolute value until 1995. The downward re­
visions generally reflect downward revisions to private 
wages and salaries, resulting from  m ore fully incorpo­
rating the 1996 and 2000 nonfiler tabulations and im ­
provem ents in the estim ation o f  other m isreported 
wages and salaries. These downward revisions to p ri­
vate wages and salaries also reflect the reclassification 
o f  the wages and salaries o f  employees o f  Indian tribal 
governm ents from  the private sector to the govern­
m ent sector. The large downward revision for 2002 
prim arily reflects the m ore complete incorporation o f 
BLS tabulations o f  wage and salary data for pri- 
vate-sector employees and state and local governm ent 
employees who are covered by state unem ploym ent

The revisions to supplem ents are downward and 

sm all through 1986; for 1987-95, they rem ain dow n­
ward but are generally larger. For 1996 forward, the re­
visions are upw ard and are very large for 1997-2002. 
The revisions reflect the pattern o f  revisions to em ­
ployer contributions for pension and insurance funds. 
The revisions to employer contributions for pensions 
begin with 1988 and reflect im provem ents in m ethod­
ology and the use o f  m ore complete source data, espe­
cially pension data from  the D epartm ent o f  Labor 
(D O L) for 1988-98. The relatively large revisions for
1995 forward reflect the incorporation o f  D O L tabula­
tions o f  pension data for 1995-98 that becam e available 
subsequent to the 1999 NIPA comprehensive revision. 
Downward revisions to employer contributions for 
health insurance for 1987-95 reflect an im proved 
m ethodology that m akes the estim ates for these years 
consistent with the estim ates for 1996 forward, which 
incorporate data from  the annual m edical expenditure 
panel survey (M EPS) from  the D epartm ent o f  Health 
and H um an Services.24 The downward revision for
1996 reflects the incorporation o f  M EPS data for that 
year. For 1997 forward, upw ard revisions reflect the in-

corporation o f  m ore complete and newly available 
source data.

Taxes on production and imports. For all years, 
taxes on production and im ports (formerly, indirect 
business taxes) are reduced by the reclassification o f 
m ost nontaxes as transfers and o f  Federal Outer Conti­
nental Shelf royalties and state and local rents and roy­
alties as income receipts on assets (table 9). Revisions 
reflecting this reclassification are generally larger (in 
absolute value) than those reflecting statistical 
changes. For 2000-2002, the statistical changes include 
upward revisions to state and local property taxes that 
reflect newly available Governm ent Finances data. The 
revisions to property taxes are partly offset by dow n­
ward revisions to Federal taxes that reflect data from 
the Alcohol and Tobacco Tax and Trade Bureau for fis­
cal years 2001 and 2002 and from  the Internal Revenue 
Service (IRS) Statistics o f  Incom e for fiscal year 2001 
and partial data for fiscal year 2002.

Subsidies. The revisions to subsidies, which is now 
presented separately from  current surplus o f  govern­
m ent enterprises, are less than $2.0 billion in absolute 
value for all years except 2002, when it is revised down 
$8.0 billion. The revision for 2002 prim arily reflects 
the incorporation o f  revised data on agricultural subsi­
dies from  the USDA.

Net operating surplus. This new com ponent is a 
profits-like measure that shows business income after 
subtracting the costs o f  com pensation o f  employees, 
taxes on production and im ports (less subsidies), and 
consum ption o f  fixed capital from  gross product (or 
value added) but before subtracting financing costs 
(such as net interest) and business transfer payments. 
Net operating surplus consists o f  net operating surplus 
o f  private enterprises and the current surplus o f  gov­
ernm ent enterprises.25

Current surplus of government enterprises. The 
revisions to the current surplus o f  government enter­
prises begin with 1988. Through 1999, the revisions re­
m ain less than $2.0 billion in absolute value; relatively 
large downward revisions for 2000-2002 reflect the in­
corporation o f  newly available Governm ent Finances 
data for state and local governments, o f  data from  the 
Tennessee Valley Authority for 2000-2002, o f  data 
from  the U.S. Postal Service for 2002, and o f  data from 
the fiscal year 2004 Budget on Federal crop insurance.

Consumption of fixed capital (CFC). CFC, which is 
the charge for the using up o f  private and government

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fixed capital, is revised down for m ost years (table 10). 
The revisions are less than $5.0 billion in absolute 
value through 1980 and becom e larger thereafter. The 
revisions are m ostly accounted for by downward revi­
sions to the private com ponent (com prising bu si­
nesses, households and institutions, and nonprofit 
institutions serving households); these downward revi­
sions reflect the incorporation o f  revised estim ates o f  
C FC  for autos and software, revised estim ates o f  in ­
vestm ent for 1992 forward, and revised prices.26

Capital consum ption allowances (CC A )— that is, 
tax-return-based depreciation for corporations and 
nonfarm  proprietorships and BEA estim ates o f  histori- 
cal-cost depreciation (using consistent service lives) for 
farm  proprietorships, and rental incom e o f  persons—  
is revised down for all years. The revisions prim arily 
reflect the reclassification o f  ow ner-occupied housing 
and o f  fixed assets owned and used by nonprofit insti­
tutions from  the business sector to the households and 
institutions sector. For 2000-2002, the revisions to 
CCA  for corporations and for nonfarm  proprietor­
ships also reflect revised IRS tabulations o f  tax returns 
o f  corporations for 2000, newly available tabulations 
for 2001, and newly available tabulations o f  tax returns 
o f  sole proprietorships and partnerships for 2001.

Private enterprise income
The private enterprise incom e account is a new sum ­
m ary account that presents the sources and uses o f  pri-

Proprietors’ income with inventory valuation ad­
justment (IVA) and capital consumption adjustment 
(CCAdj).28 For 1929-97, m ost o f  the revisions are 
downward, and they remain below $5.0 billion in ab­
solute value until 1991 (table 11). For 1998, the revi-

sion is upward and small, and for 1999, it is downward 
and slight; for 2000-2002, the revisions are upward 
and large. Through 1987, the revisions generally reflect 
downward revisions to both farm  and nonfarm  propri­
etors’ income. For 1988 and 1989, the upward revi­
sions reflect sm all upward revisions to both farm  and 
nonfarm  proprietors’ income. For 1990 forward, the 
revisions prim arily reflect the pattern o f revisions to 
nonfarm  proprietors’ income.

The revisions to farm  proprietors’ incom e reflect 
the reclassification o f  farm  housing services from  pro­
prietors’ incom e to rental incom e o f  persons.29 For 
1987 forward, the revisions also reflect newly incorpo­
rated data on farm  output, intermediate purchases, 
subsidies, and factor incom es from  the USDA.

For 1973-2000, the revisions to nonfarm  propri­
etors’ income (without IVA and CCAdj) prim arily re­
flect a num ber o f  statistical improvements. The 
estim ates for 1987 forward reflect an adjustm ent to 
remove the double-counting o f  partnership incomes 
and a new m ethodology to fully incorporate portfolio 
interest received from financial partnerships.30 The 
large revisions for 2001 and 2002 also reflect the incor­
poration o f  newly available tabulations o f  tax returns 
o f  sole proprietorships and partnerships for 2001 from

Rental income of persons with CCAdj. Through 

1977, the revisions to rental incom e o f  persons with 
CCAdj are upw ard and small. For 1978-1991, the pat­
tern o f  revisions is m ixed, and the sizes o f  the revisions 
rem ain below $4.0 billion in absolute value (table 12).

For 1992 forward, the revisions are m ostly upward; for
2001 and 2002, they are particularly large. For all years, 
the revisions reflect the reclassification o f  farm  h ou s­
ing services to rental incom e. The revisions for 2001 
and 2002 also reflect the incorporation  o f  newly avail­
able source data from  the Census Bureau’s 2001 A m er­
ican H ousing Survey and the 2002 Current Population 
Survey/H ousing Vacancy Survey.

Corporate profits with IVA and CCAdj. Through 
1980, the revisions to corporate profits with IVA and 
CCAdj are generally upw ard and below $3.0 billion in 
absolute value. For 1981 forward, the revisions are all 
upw ard and becom e larger; the revision for 2002 is 
very large (table 13). Through 1999, the revisions 
largely reflect the pattern o f  revisions to the CCA dj.31 
The revisions for 2000-2002 also reflect the incorpora­
tion o f  revised IRS tabulations o f  corporate tax returns 
for 2000 and newly available IRS tabulations for 2001.

In addition, the revision for 2002 reflects a new 
stock-options adjustm ent to the extrapolation o f  the 
tax return data for 2001 to reflect the anticipated 
change in exercised stock options that will be included 
in the tax return data for 2002 when the data becom e 
available. For 1982 forward, profits from  the rest o f  the 
world are revised; the revisions are below $5.0 billion 
in absolute value and generally upw ard through 2000; 
for 2001 and 2002, the revisions are upw ard and larger.

The CCAdj for all years except 1978 and 1979 is re­
vised up. Through 1980, the revisions are less than $3.0 
billion, and then they becom e larger. They reflect the 
revisions to CCA  and C FC  discussed earlier.

For 1997 forward, the IVA is revised up. The revi­
sions reflect the use o f  revised com m odity weights 
from  the 1997 benchm ark 1-0  accounts and revised
price data (see the section “Change in private invento-

» \n es ).
Net interest and miscellaneous payments.

Through 1974, the revisions to “net interest and m is­
cellaneous paym ents” (formerly, net interest) are less 
than $1.0 billion in absolute value (table 14). For 
1975-86, the pattern o f  revisions is m ixed, and the 
sizes o f  the revisions are larger. For 1987-2002, the re­
visions are all downward and generally becom e even 
larger. The revisions to net interest and m iscellaneous 
paym ents reflect m ostly downward revisions that are 
attributable to the new treatm ent o f  banking services

incom e, so this change in presentation does not affect

and that are partly offset by upward revisions that are 
attributable to the new treatm ent o f  insurance services. 
The revisions also reflect the incorporation o f  revised 
and newly available source data from  the Federal Re­
serve Board on m ortgage debt outstanding, revised es­
tim ates from  the ITAs, and for 2000-2002, IRS 
tabulations o f  business tax returns.

Business current transfer payments (net). This 
com ponent consists o f  “transfer paym ents to persons 
(net),” which has been redefined to include net insur­
ance settlements, “business transfer paym ents to gov­
ernm ent (net),” and “business transfer paym ents to the 
rest o f  the world (net).” The revisions prim arily reflect 
the inclusion o f  the net insurance settlements. “ Busi­
ness transfer paym ents to governm ent (net)” is a new 
aggregate that consists o f  Federal deposit insurance 
prem ium s and Federal and state and local fines, fees, 
and other paym ents, as well as net insurance settle­
m ents paid  to governments. “Business transfer pay­
m ents to the rest o f  the world (net)” has been 
redefined to include net insurance settlem ents paid  to 
the rest o f  the world and to exclude nonresident taxes 
paid  by dom estic corporations to foreign governm ents 
(these taxes have been reclassified as taxes on corporate 
incom e).

Personal income and its disposition
Personal income. Through 1977, the revisions to per­
sonal incom e are downward (except for 1975) and less 
than $4.0 billion in absolute value; afterwards, the revi­
sions are generally larger, and the pattern is m ixed (ta­
ble 15). The revisions partly reflect the revisions to the 
com ponents o f  national incom e that are included in 
personal incom e (wage and salary disbursem ents, sup­
plem ents to wages and salaries, proprietors’ income, 
and rental incom e o f  persons) and to the com ponents 
o f  personal incom e (personal interest incom e and per­
sonal dividend incom e) that are derived from  related 
com ponents o f  national incom e. The revisions also re­
flect revisions to “personal current transfer receipts” 
(formerly, transfer paym ents to persons, which has 
been redefined to include net insurance settlem ents) 
and to “contributions for governm ent social insur­
ance.”

Compensation of employees, received. This com ­
ponent consists o f  wage and salary disbursem ents and 
supplem ents to wages and salaries received by U.S. res­
idents, including wages and salaries received from  the 
rest o f  the world. The m ajor sources o f  revision to this 
aggregate are identical to those already discussed in the 
section “Com pensation  o f  employees, paid.” In the 
new presentation, employer contributions for govern­
m ent social insurance is included as a com ponent o f

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personal incom e. This com ponent also differs from  
“com pensation o f  employees, paid” by “wage accruals 
less disbursem ents” (W ALD).32

Personal income receipts on assets. This new ag­
gregate consists o f  personal interest incom e and per­
sonal dividend incom e. Personal interest incom e 
consists o f  m onetary and im puted interest received by 
persons from  all sources, and it is calculated as net in­
terest plus interest paid  by persons and interest paid  by 
governm ent less interest received by government. 
Through 1977, the revisions are generally downward 
and less than $3.0 billion in absolute value; afterwards, 
the revisions are larger, and the pattern is mixed. The 
revisions prim arily reflect the revisions to net interest 
and the incorporation o f  data on consum er debt out­
standing from  the Federal Reserve Board.

The revisions to personal dividend incom e begin 
with 1982 and are less than $4.0 billion in absolute 
value except for 1999, 2001, and 2002. The revisions 
through 2000 prim arily reflect newly incorporated 
data on dividends from  the rest o f  the world from  the 
ITAs. For 2001 and 2002, large downward revisions 
prim arily reflect the incorporation o f  newly available 
IRS tabulations o f  corporate tax return data for 2001 
and data from  com pany financial statem ents.

Personal current transfer receipts.33 Through 1983, 
the revisions are generally upward; none exceeds $2.5 
billion in absolute value; afterwards, the revisions tend 
to be larger, and the pattern is m ixed. The revisions 
m ostly reflect the pattern o f  the revisions to “other 
current transfer receipts, from  business (net)” and re­
sult from  the new treatm ent o f  insurance services. For
2002, the revision also reflects an upw ard revision to 
“old-age, survivors, disability, and health insurance 
benefits” as a result o f  the incorporation o f  newly 
available data on M edicare benefits from  the Centers 
for M edicare and M edicaid Services (CM S) and dow n­
ward revisions to governm ent unem ploym ent insur­
ance benefits as a result o f  the incorporation o f  data 
from  the Office o f  W orkforce Security in the D epart­
m ent o f  Labor and to state and local M edicaid benefits 
based on CM S data.

Contributions for government social insurance.

32. WALD is the difference between wages earned, or accrued, and wages 
paid, or disbursed. In the NIPAs, wages accrued is the appropriate measure 
for national income, and wages disbursed is the appropriate measure for 
personal income. To estimate WALD, BEA converts annual disbursements 
data based on BLS tabulations of wages and salaries to an accrual basis. 
WALD primarily consists of BEA estimates of bonus payments that are 
declared at the end of a year but that are actually paid the next year.

This new category in the personal incom e and outlay 
account is deducted in the calculation o f  personal in­
come; it includes both  personal and employer contri­
butions. The revisions, which are calculated in 
com parison with the previously published “personal 
contributions for social insurance,” begin with 1993 
and are small. The largest is an upward revision for
2002 o f  $3.8 billion.

Personal current taxes. This com ponent consists o f 
tax com ponents that were included in the form er “per­
sonal tax and nontax paym ents” (the nontax com po­
nents have been reclassified as “personal current 
transfer paym ents to governm ent” ).34 As a result o f  the 
reclassification, the pattern o f  this new series is sim ilar 
to that o f  the previously published series, but the level 
o f  the series is som ew hat lower.

Disposable personal income (DPI). The pattern o f 
revisions to DPI (which is equal to personal incom e 
less personal current taxes) reflects the revisions to 
these two com ponents. Through 1974, the revisions to 
DPI do not exceed $1.5 billion in absolute value. For 
1975 forward, the revisions tend to be larger, and the 
pattern is mixed.

Personal outlays. This series now consists o f  per­
sonal consum ption expenditures (PCE), personal in ­
terest paym ents, and personal current transfer 
paym ents. The revisions to personal outlays prim arily 
reflect the revisions to PCE. In addition, the revisions 
reflect the inclusion o f  personal current transfer pay­
m ents to government, which was form erly classified as 
personal nontaxes.

Personal saving. Personal saving is the difference 
between DPI and personal outlays. Through 1977, the 
revisions do not exceed $1.0 billion in absolute value. 
For 1978-86, the revisions are generally larger and 
show a m ixed pattern. For 1987 forward, the revisions 
are downward and tend to be even larger. The dow n­
ward revisions generally reflect the downward revi­
sions to personal incom e and the upward revisions to 
PCE. The downward revisions to personal saving result 
in corresponding downward revisions to the personal 
saving rate— personal saving as a percentage o f  DPI—  
that range from  0.2 percentage point for 1999 to 1.4 
percentage points for 2002. The revised estim ates, like 
the previously published estim ates, show a downtrend 
in the saving rate for 1992 forward.

Government current receipts and 
expenditures
In the new account structure, current receipts includes 
several com ponents— specifically, taxes from  the rest

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upward revisions reflect the reclassification o f  the cur­
rent surplus o f  state and local governm ent enterprises 
and the reclassification o f  interest receipts as a current 
receipt. Previously, interest receipts were netted against 
interest paym ents and included in state and local gov­
ernm ent current expenditures.

For 1935 forward, state and local governm ent cur­
rent expenditures is revised up. The revisions reflect 
the reclassification o f  the current surplus o f  state and 
local governm ent enterprises and the reclassification o f  
interest receipts as a current receipt.

Through 1987, the upward revisions to current re­
ceipts are about the sam e as the upw ard revisions to 
current expenditures; as a result, state and local gov­
ernm ent net saving is essentially unrevised. After 1987, 
state and local governm ent net saving is revised up for 
all years except 1993 and 1995.

Statistical revisions to current receipts and current 
expenditures m ainly reflect the incorporation o f  newly 
available data from  Governm ent Finances, including 
data on local governm ents for fiscal years 2000 and

o f  the world, interest receipts, dividends, and current 
surplus o f  governm ent enterprises— that were previ­
ously included as negative entries on the expenditures 
side.35 The reclassification o f  com ponents from  current 
expenditures to current receipts does not affect “net 
governm ent saving,” (formerly, “governm ent current 
surplus or deficit (- ) , national incom e and product ac­
counts” ).

Federal Government. Federal Governm ent current 
receipts is unrevised for 1929-58, is revised down 
slightly for 1959, is revised up for 1960-2001 by gener­
ally increasing am ounts, and is revised down for 2002 
(table 16). The upward revisions through 2001 prim a­
rily reflect the reclassification o f  interest receipts as a 
current receipt. Previously, interest receipts were net­
ted against interest paym ents and included in Federal 
Governm ent current expenditures. The downward re­
vision to current receipts for 2002 prim arily reflects a 
downward (statistical) revision to taxes on corporate 
incom e; this statistical revision begins with 2000.

Federal Governm ent current expenditures shows 
sm all or no revisions before 1960, and it shows upward 
revisions for 1960-2002. These upward revisions pri­
m arily reflect the reclassification o f  interest receipts as 
a current receipt. Statistical revisions before 1999 are 
upward and small. For 1999-2002, the statistical revi­
sions are upward and larger; they prim arily reflect u p ­
ward revisions to consum ption expenditures that 
result from  the reallocation o f  spending to consum p­
tion expenditures from  investment. For 1999-2001, 
the revisions to governm ent social benefits also con­
tribute to the upward revisions, prim arily reflecting re­
visions to the estim ates o f  M edicare benefits, which 
incorporate a new m ethodology based on accrual 
rather than cash accounting.36

For 1960-94, the upw ard revisions to current re­
ceipts are about the sam e as the upw ard revisions to 
current expenditures; as a result, Federal Governm ent 
net saving is essentially unrevised. For 1995-2001, net 
Federal Governm ent saving is revised down, reflecting 
larger upw ard revisions to current expenditures than 
to current receipts. For 2002, a downward revision to 
net saving reflects an upw ard revision to current ex­
penditures and a downward revision to current re­
ceipts.

State and local government. State and local govern­
m ent current receipts is revised up for m ost years. For 
1929-45, the upward revisions reflect the reclassifica­
tion o f  the current surplus o f  state and local govern­
m ent enterprises as current receipts. For 1946-66, the

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2001, data on state governm ents for fiscal year 2001, 
and state tax data for fiscal year 2002.

For 2000-2002, upw ard revisions to receipts reflect 
large upward revisions to local property taxes, and 
downward revisions to expenditures reflect large 
downward revisions to purchased services. Together, 
these revisions result in large upw ard revisions to net 
state and local governm ent saving.

Foreign transactions
Current receipts from the rest of the world. This ag­
gregate consists o f  the exports o f  goods and services 
and incom e receipts from  the rest o f  the world. The re­
visions to exports were discussed above. The revisions 
to incom e receipts begin with 1952, and they are 
downward through 1985, prim arily reflecting the new 
treatm ent o f  banking services, which now includes im ­
puted interest associated with borrow er services that is 
received from  the rest o f  the world (table 17). For 
1986-99, 2001, and 2002, incom e receipts is revised 
up, prim arily reflecting the new treatm ent o f  insurance 
services, which now includes insurance prem ium  sup­
plem ents. For 2000, incom e receipts is revised down 
slightly.

Current payments to the rest of the world (net).
This aggregate consists o f  the im ports o f  goods and 
services, incom e paym ents, and “current taxes and 
transfer paym ents to the rest o f  the world (net).” The 
revisions to im ports were discussed above. The revi­
sions to incom e paym ents for 1929-2002 are dow n­
ward for m ost years, prim arily reflecting the new 
treatm ent for estim ating im plicit bank services (im-

puted interest paid to the rest o f  the world).
Balance on current account, national income and 

product accounts. This com ponent (formerly, net for­
eign investment) is no longer included in payments to 
the rest o f  the world. It is derived as current receipts 
from  the rest o f  the world less current paym ents to the 
rest o f  the world.

Saving and investment
Gross saving consists o f  net saving and consum ption o f 
fixed capital (CFC). Net saving consists o f  net private 
saving and net government saving. Through 1978, the 
revisions to gross saving are m ostly downward and do 
not exceed $5.0 billion in absolute value (table 18). For 
1979-81 and 1985-2002, the revisions are downward 
and generally larger, especially after 1986. For 1979 and 
1980, the revisions prim arily reflect downward revi­
sions to personal saving; for 1981, a downward revi­
sion to CFC is partly offset by an upward revision to 
undistributed corporate profits with IVA and CCAdj. 
For 1982-84, the revisions are upward and less than 
$4.0 billion, and they reflect upward revisions to per­
sonal saving and to undistributed corporate profits 
with IVA and CCAdj that are partly offset by dow n­
ward revisions to CFC. For m ost years after 1984, 
downward revisions to CFC and to personal saving are 
partly offset by upward revisions to undistributed cor-

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porate profits with IVA and CCAdj and to net govern­
m ent saving.

“G ross investment, capital account transactions, 
and net lending, NIPAs” is revised for 1996 forward, 
and the revisions for m ost years rem ain below $5.0 bil­
lion in absolute value. For 1998-2000, the revisions are 
downward and relatively large, reflecting downward 
revisions to both  gross private dom estic investment 
and gross governm ent investment. For 2001, the revi­
sion is upw ard and small. For 2002, the revision is u p ­
w ard and larger, reflecting an upw ard revision to “net 
lending or net borrow ing (- ) ,  NIPAs” that is offset by 
downward revisions to gross governm ent investment 
and to gross private dom estic investment.

Annual Estimates of Real GDP and Real DPI 

Real GDP
Revisions to year-to-year growth rates o f  real G D P are 
generally small: For 59 o f  the 73 years since 1929, the 
revision is between -0 .1  percentage point and +0.1 
percentage point (table 19 and chart 2).

In contrast, changing the reference year (from  1996 to 
2000) does not affect the percent changes in real GDP. 
(Neither does it affect the percent changes in the price 
indexes.)

For 28 years, the rate o f  growth o f  real G D P is re­
vised up. Eight o f  the revisions are larger than 0.1 per­
centage point; the largest revision, at 0.4 percentage 
point (from  4.1 percent to 4.5 percent), is for 1999. 
Upward revisions to current-dollar G D P play a role in 
seven o f  these eight revisions, and downward revisions 
to prices play a role in three o f  these revisions.

For 17 years, the rate o f  growth o f  real G D P is re­
vised down. Six o f  the revisions are larger than 0.1 per­
centage point; the largest revision, at -0 .3  percentage 
point (from  5.6 percent to 5.3 percent), is for 1976. 
Upward revisions to prices play a role in five o f  these 
six revisions, and downward revisions to current-dol­
lar G D P play a role in three o f  these revisions.

For 28 years, the rate o f  growth o f  real G D P is unre­
vised.

The period 1929-2002 can be usefully divided into 
three subperiods: 1929-59, 1959-92, and 1992-2002. 
For the entire tim e span and for each subperiod, the 
average rate o f  growth o f  real G D P in the revised esti­
m ates is the sam e as in the previously published esti­

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m ates (table 20). Similarly, the average growth rates for 
three o f  the m ajor com ponents o f  real GD P are also 
unrevised: G ross private dom estic investment, nonres­
idential fixed investment, and exports o f  goods. In 
contrast, the average growth rates o f  the other m ajor 
com ponents o f  real GD P are revised for at least som e 
o f  the periods. For 1929-59 and 1959-92, the largest

revisions are to exports o f  services; the average growth 
rate for 1929-59 is revised up 1.3 percentage points, 
and for 1959-92, it is revised down 1.4 percentage 
points. For 1992-2002, m ost com ponents are revised; 
the largest revision, at -0 .6  percentage point, is to non­
residential structures.

Nonzero revisions are m ore com m on for the m ost

o f  the year-to-year growth rates are nonzero; for 1929- 
59 and 1959-92, less than 60 percent o f  the revisions 
are nonzero. The revisions are not only m ore com m on 
for 1992-2002 than for the earlier subperiods, but they 
also tend to be som ewhat larger. For 1929-59 and 
1959-92, the contributions that the m ajor com ponents 
m ake to the percent change in real G D P differ little, on 
average, from  the previously published estim ates. In al­
m ost all the cases, the revisions to contributions fall 
between -0 .01 percentage point and +0.01 percentage 
point (table 22).

For 1992-2002, revisions to the contributions are 
larger. On average, PCE contributes 0.11 percentage 
point m ore to GD P growth in the revised estim ates 
than in the previously published estim ates; upward re­
visions to services and to durable goods are partly off­
set by downward revisions to nondurable goods.

Governm ent contributes 0.05 percentage point less in 
the revised estim ates than in the previously published 
estim ates; spending by the Federal Governm ent and by 
state and local governm ents are both  revised down. 
The revisions to the contributions o f  both  residential 
and nonresidential fixed investment and o f  both  ex­
ports and im ports are smaller.

Real disposable personal income
For 1929-2002, real disposable personal incom e (DPI) 
increases at an average annual rate o f  3.3 percent, the 
sam e as in the previously published estim ates (table 
20). The average rates o f  growth for 1929-59 (3.0 per­
cent) and for 1959-92 (3.6 percent) are also the sam e 
as those previously published. For 1992-2002, the av­
erage rate o f  growth is revised from  3.1 percent to 3.2 
percent.

The revisions to real DPI result from  the following:
•  Revisions to the current-dollar DPI, and
•  Revisions to the im plicit price deflator (IPD) for

PCE, which is used to deflate DPI.
The revisions to real DPI growth exceed 0.1 percent­

age point (in absolute value) for 22 years (o f  the 73 
years). For all but 2 o f  these 22 years (1932 and 1995), 
the revisions to current-dollar DPI play a role; the revi­
sions to the IPD for PCE play a role for 9 o f  the 22 
years.

1929-59. The growth o f  real DPI is revised up for 8 
years, and it is revised down for 11 years. The average 
revision is zero, and the average o f the absolute values

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o f the revisions is 0.1 percentage point. Only three o f  
the revisions are larger than 0.1 percentage point in ab­
solute value: The upward revisions for 1932 and 1943 
are 0.2 percentage point, and the downward revision 
for 1946 is 0.4 percentage point.

1959-92. The growth o f  real DPI is revised up for 15 
years, and it is revised down for 14 years. The average 
revision is zero, and the average o f  the absolute values 
o f  the revisions is 0.2 percentage point. The largest u p ­
w ard revision is 0.7 percentage point for 1982. The u p ­
ward revisions for 1975, 1980, and 1981 (0.4 
percentage point) and for 1983 and 1992 (0.3 percent­
age point) are relatively large. For 7 years, the growth 
rate o f  real DPI is unrevised. The largest downward re­
visions, at 0.4 percentage point, are for 1976,1979, and 
1987. The downward revisions for 1978 and 1990 are 
each 0.3 percentage point.

1992-2002. The growth o f  real DPI is revised up for 
7 years, and it is revised down for 4 years. The average 
revision is 0.1 percentage point, and the average o f  the 
absolute values o f  the revisions is 0.3 percentage point. 
All but one o f  the upw ard revisions are larger than 0.1 
percentage point; the largest revision, at 0.5 percentage 
point, is for 1996. The downward revisions for 1993 
and 2002 are each 0.4 percentage point.

Annual Prices
The revisions to the chain-type price indexes result 
from  the incorporation o f  revised and newly available

source data and o f  revised weights into the chain for­
m ula.

For 1929-2002 and for each o f  the subperiods, the 
revised estim ates o f  the average annual increase in the 
price index for gross dom estic purchases are the sam e 
as the previously published estim ates; the sam e is true 
for GD P prices (table 23). For each period, the prices 
o f  equipm ent and software are revised down, and the 
prices o f  exports o f  services are revised up. The largest 
revisions to the prices o f  equipm ent and software are 
for 1992-2002 and prim arily reflect the im proved 
prices for photocopying equipm ent, for software, and 
for light trucks.

The revisions to the prices o f  the other com ponents 
are as follows:

•  For 1929-2002, the prices o f  residential fixed invest­
m ent are revised up, and the prices o f  PCE are 
revised down.

•  For 1929-59, the prices paid  by governm ent (at 
both  the Federal level and at the state and local lev­
els) are revised up.

•  For 1959-92, the prices o f  PCE for services and o f 
Federal nondefense spending are revised down.

•  For 1992-2002, the revisions to com ponent prices 
are m ore w idespread than those for the earlier peri­
ods. In PCE, upward revisions to prices o f  durable 
goods and o f  nondurable goods are offset by dow n­
ward revisions to prices o f  services. In nonresiden­
tial fixed investment, downward revisions to prices

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o f  equipm ent and software are largely offset by 
upward revisions to prices o f  structures. Prices o f  
residential investment are also revised up. Im port 
prices are revised down, reflecting downward revi­
sions to both goods and services. Governm ent 
prices are revised up, as upw ard revisions to Federal 
national defense spending m ore than offset dow n­
ward revisions to Federal nondefense spending.

Q uarterly  Real G DP
The revisions to the quarterly (and m onthly) NIPA es­
tim ates reflect the revisions to the annual estim ates, 
the incorporation o f  new and revised m onthly and 
quarterly source data (including the updating o f  sea­
sonal factors), and the introduction o f  changes in 
m ethodology.

This section focuses on the effect o f  the revisions on 
business cycles that are m easured by the turning points 
in quarterly real GD P (table 24) and on the quarters o f  
the current expansion (table 25).37

In general, the revisions have very little effect on 
business cycles. However, as a result o f  the revisions, 
the tim ing o f  one peak in real G D P is changed slightly. 
In the previously published estim ates, the expansion 
that began in the third quarter o f  1982 peaked in the 
second quarter o f  1990, and real GD P decreased 
slightly in the third quarter o f  1990. In the revised esti­
m ates, real GD P is virtually the sam e in the third quar­
ter o f  1990 as in the second quarter, so the third 
quarter is taken to be the peak.38

There have been 10 business-cycle contractions 
since 1947. In the revised estim ates, three o f  the first 
four contractions show slightly steeper declines than in 
the previously published estimates, while three o f  the 
last five show slightly less steep declines. The largest re­
vision affects the contraction that began in 1973; in the 
revised estim ates, the average annual rate o f  decrease 
o f  real GD P is 0.2 percentage poin t less than in the pre­
viously published estimates.

For the third quarter o f  2000, the percent change in 
real GD P is revised from  an increase o f  0.6 percent to a

decrease o f  0.5 percent. However, the fourth quarter o f  
2000 rem ains the cyclical peak for the expansion o f  the 
1990s.

O f the nine complete expansions since 1947, the one 
that began in 1958 has a slightly weaker increase than 
in the previously published estim ates. Three o f  the ex­
pansions have slightly stronger increases, and five are 
unchanged.

For the current expansion, real GD P growth is re­
vised down for five quarters, and it is revised up for 
two. The average revision, w ithout regard to sign, is 0.5 
percentage point; all o f  the revisions are less than 1.0 
percentage point.

N o t e .  Chain-type estimates provide the best available method for 
comparing the level of a given series at two points in time. Chained- 
dollar estimates are obtained by multiplying the chain-type quantity 
index for an aggregate by its value in current dollars in the reference 
year (currently 2000) and dividing by 100. For an analysis of changes 
over time in an aggregate or in a component, the percentage changes 
calculated from the chained-dollar estimates and the chain-type 
quantity indexes are the same. Thus, chained-dollar estimates can be 
used to compute “real” (that is, inflation-adjusted) rates of growth. 
However, comparisons of two or more different chained-dollar series 
must be made with caution, because the prices used as weights in the 
chained-dollar calculations usually differ from the prices in the refer­
ence period, and the resulting chained-dollar values for detailed GDP 
components usually do not sum to the chained-dollar estimate of GDP 
or to any intermediate aggregate. A measure of the extent of such 
differences is provided in most chained-dollar tables by a “residual” 
line, which indicates the difference between GDP (or another major

aggregate) and the sum of the most detailed components in the table.
It is usually best to make comparisons of aggregate series in current 

dollars or to use BEA’s estimates of contributions to percent change. 
Measures of the contributions of components to the percentage change 
in real GDP and to the percentage change in other major aggregates 
are provided in NIPA tables 1.1.2, 1.2.2, 1.5.2, 2.3.2, 3.9.2, 4.2.2, 5.3.2, 
5.4.2A, 5.4.2B, and 5.5.2. In general, the use of chained-dollar 
estimates to calculate component shares or component contributions 
may be misleading for periods away from the reference year; 
component shares of GDP are provided in table 1.1.10. In the 
November 2003 S u r v e y , the article “Chained-Dollar Indexes: Issues, 
Tips on Their Use, and Upcoming Changes” discussed the advantages 
of using chain-weighted indexes and the challenges of using chained 
dollars. To assist users in undertaking historical analysis, BEA will 
provide supplemental tables that present estimates for selected 
timespans in chained 1937, 1952, 1972, and 1982 dollars (see tables 
1.1.6A, 1.1.6.B, 1.1.6C, and 1.1.6D).

•  Data in an easy-to-use format,
•  Accurate BEA estimates, and
•  The quality o f BEA’s products and services. 

Respondents to the survey rated BEA with 4.4 points
on a 5-point scale in satisfaction with the overall quality 
o f BEA products and services.

Additional measures o f customer satisfaction with 
BEA are summarized in chart 1, which compares the 
fiscal year 2003 survey results with previous survey 
results.

In luly 2003, BEA launched a redesign o f its Web site. 
The new site at < www.bea.gov> was developed with you 
in mind, and the design is more uniform across BEA’s 
National, Regional, International, and Industry program

areas; it now features a link to the Automated Survey 
Transmission and Retrieval (ASTAR) system, BEA’s 
m ajor data collection application; a glossary o f terms; 
an A -Z site index, to help customers navigate; the 
BEA contact list, upgraded to make it searchable; and 
finally, two pages o f frequently asked questions about 
each o f the four program areas and about using BEA’s 
Web site.

Now that information is more easily accessible 
to customers on the Web site, another m ajor change 
was made— data products are now free and can be down­
loaded from any one o f the four program areas.

BEA continues to improve the timeliness, accuracy, 
and accessibility o f its data and to assess needed 
changes in the services provided to customers. For

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Real Inventories, Sales, and Inventory-Sales Ratios for 
Manufacturing and Trade, 1997:1-2003:111

T H IS report presents revised estim ates o f  real in­
ventories, sales, and inventory-sales (I-S) ratios 

for m anufacturing and trade. It presents quarterly esti­
m ates for 1997 to the third quarter o f  2003 and 
m onthly estim ates for January 2000 to Septem ber 
2003. The I-S ratios are used to assess the likelihood 
that businesses will add to, or reduce, inventories in 
response to changes in dem and; the variations and 
trends in these ratios are closely m onitored by business 
cycle analysts and by econom ic forecasters.

The inventories that are used in com puting the I-S 
ratios are consistent with the change-in-private-inven- 
tories com ponent o f  gross dom estic product (G D P). 
Because GD P is a m easure o f  current values, the esti­
m ates o f  inventories are valued at replacement cost, the 
current value o f  the goods held in inventory. Replace­
m ent cost is the relevant value for econom ic decisions 
relating to inventories and for m easuring changes in 
inventory as part o f  overall output (or G D P).

The estim ates o f  m anufacturing and trade invento­
ries and sales are m ainly based on Census Bureau data 
on inventories and sales. For inventories, the Census 
Bureau data are based on reports by com panies that 
use a variety o f  accounting m ethods. To reduce the ef­
fects o f  the different accounting valuations, the Census 
Bureau collects the data on inventories on a “pre-last- 
in-first-out” (pre-LIFO ) basis; in effect, the com panies 
that use the LIFO accounting m ethod report the data 
on a first-in-first-out basis. BEA uses an inventory val­
uation adjustm ent to revalue pre-LIFO inventories to 
replacement cost; the adjustm ent is derived from  de­
tailed Census Bureau surveys that report the account­
ing valuation used by an industry and from  BEA’s 
calculation o f  how long the goods are held in inven­
tory. For retail sales, BEA adjusts the Census Bureau 
data on retail sales to include sales taxes. For m anufac­
turers shipm ents and wholesalers sales, BEA does not 
adjust the Census Bureau data on shipm ents and 
wholesale sales.

BEA’s estim ates o f  inventories and sales have been 
adjusted to remove the effects o f  price changes, or in­
flation. As a result, they are referred to as “real” esti­
m ates o f  inventories and “real” estim ates o f  sales.

These real estim ates are now valued in chained (2000) 
dollars.

The inventory estim ates for m anufacturing, m er­
chant wholesalers, and retailers that are presented in 
this report were released in NIPA table 5.7.6B as part o f  
the comprehensive revision o f  the national incom e and 
product accounts (NIPAs) in Decem ber 2003.1 The es­
tim ates o f  sales incorporate the Census Bureau series 
that was available when the comprehensive revision 
was released.

The revisions to the estim ates o f  inventories and 
sales prim arily reflect the incorporation o f  the follow­
ing new and revised source data:

•  Newly available and revised Census Bureau data on 
inventory book  values and sales;

•  Revised prices and unit labor costs;
•  U pdated com m odity weights (inform ation on com ­

m odity inventories within each type o f  business) 
and turnover periods (average tim e that inventories 
are held by businesses) that are used in calculating 
inventory prices; and

•  U pdated com m odity distribution o f  retail sales that 
is based on final estim ates from  the 1997 Census o f 
Retail Trade by kind o f  business and on final esti­
m ates o f  m erchandise line sales from  the 1997 Cen­
sus o f  Retail Trade.
Through the third quarter o f  2001, the ratios were 

revised down (chart 1). The downward revisions were 
prim arily accounted for by downward revisions to 
m anufacturing and trade inventories, m ainly to those 
in m anufacturing and m erchant wholesale trade in­
dustries.

For the fourth quarter o f  2001 forward, the ratios 
were revised up. For the fourth quarter o f  2001 to the 
second quarter o f  2002, the upw ard revisions were ac­
counted for by downward revisions to m anufacturing 
and trade sales. For the third quarter o f  2002 forward,

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the upw ard revisions were accounted for by downward 
revisions to m anufacturing and trade sales and by u p ­
ward revisions to m anufacturing and trade inventories.

In table A, the revised I-S ratios for 1997-2002 are 
com pared with BEA inventory-to-final-sales ratios

that are published in NIPA tables 5.7.5B and 5.7.6B 
and Census Bureau pre-LIFO inventory-to-sales ratios. 
The pattern o f  the current-dollar I-S ratios that are 
based on pre-LIFO  inventories differs from  that o f  the 
current-dollar ratios that are based on replacement- 
cost inventories.

For 1997-99, the real I-S ratios show little change. 
For 2000, all o f  the real ratios increase, and for 2001, all 
o f  them  decrease. The real ratios o f  nonfarm  invento­
ries to final sales o f  goods and structures increase and 
decrease m ore than the other real ratios. For 2002, the 
real ratio o f  nonfarm  inventories to final sales o f  goods 
and structures increases, while the other ratios de­
crease. Typically, an I-S ratio reaches its cyclical peak 
in the m iddle o f  a recession, and it also tends to de­
crease at the start o f  a recovery as inventories are 
drawn down.

Tables IB, 2B, 3B, and 4B present chain-weighted 
quarterly and m onthly estimates. Table IB  presents in­
ventories, table 2B presents sales, and table 3B presents 
I-S ratios. Table 4B presents estim ates o f  m anufactur­
ing inventories by stage o f  fabrication. The I-S ratios in 
table 3B supplem ent the quarterly current-dollar and 
real estim ates o f  ratios o f  inventories to final sales o f  
dom estic business, o f  nonfarm  business, and o f  goods 
and structures that are presented in NIPA tables 5.7.5B 
and 5.7.6B and the Census Bureau’s m onthly invento­
ries, sales, and I-S ratios for m anufacturing and trade.

P ERSO NAL incom e for the N ation grew 1.1 percent 
in the third quarter o f  2003, com pared with 1.0 

percent in the second quarter and 0.8 percent in the 
first quarter (table A). Earnings for the N ation grew in 
every industry for the first time in m ore than 2 years. 
In addition, growth in farm  earnings in the third quar­
ter was the m ost im portant factor for six o f  the seven 
fastest growing states. Three o f these six states are in 
the Plains region, and two are in the Rocky M ountain 
region (chart 1).

This article presents prelim inary estim ates o f  state 
personal incom e for the third quarter o f  2003 and re­
vised estimates for the first and second quarters o f

2003. Additional estim ates are presented in two tables 
at the end o f  the article.1

Nationally, faster growth in net earnings and in prop­
erty incom e offset slower growth in transfer payments. 
Net earnings grew 1.2 percent in the third quarter,

Nationally, unem ploym ent benefit paym ents, the m ost 
volatile com ponent o f  transfer paym ents, increased

4.1 percent after increasing 8.6 percent in the second 
quarter; these paym ents grew in 40 states and the D is­
trict o f  Colum bia. Together, all other transfer pay­
m ents— which include old-age, survivors, disability, 
and other benefits— grew 2.0 percent.

Earnings in education and health ser­
vices accounted for 0.23 percentage point and contrib­
uted the m ost to earnings growth in nine states. In 
Kansas and Oregon, earnings in financial activities and

in education and health services contributed the m ost 
to earnings growth, and in Virginia, earnings in finan­
cial activities and in professional and business services 
were the largest contributors.

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earnings growth. The fast growth in farm  earnings was 
particularly im portant in Iowa, N orth Dakota, South 
Dakota, M ontana, New M exico, and Idaho, all o f 
which were am ong the 10 fastest growing states (see 
“ Farm  earnings and personal incom e growth” ). In 
eight states, governm ent was the largest contributor to 
earnings growth, but in M ichigan, South Carolina, and 
W isconsin, it was a m ajor contributor to slow growth 
in earnings.

Nationally, earnings in durable-goods m anufactur­
ing increased slightly after declining for four consecu­
tive quarters, because the continued U.S. econom ic 
recovery. The increase also reflected an im proved trade 
balance: In the first three quarters o f  2003, exports o f  
goods increased 5 percent, and im ports increased 3 
percent; in contrast, in the first three quarters o f  2002, 
exports increased 4 percent, and im ports increased 12 
percent. Earnings in durable-goods m anufacturing in­
creased in 33 states and the D istrict o f  Colum bia in the 
third quarter o f  2003; in the second quarter, earnings 
increased in only 15 states and the District o f  C olum ­
bia. Earnings in nondurable-goods m anufacturing also 
increased slightly, with m oderate declines in 18 states.

Farm earnings and personal income growth
Farm  earnings grew faster than earnings in m ost other 
industries during the first three quarters o f  2003, re­
flecting both a record value o f  farm  production  and 
relatively high Governm ent paym ents. Im proved yields 
o f  the m ajor field crops, in com bination with strong 
prices that were partly due to poor growing conditions 
abroad, led to the growth in the value o f  crop produc­
tion. The value o f  livestock production  was the second 
highest ever, as price increases m ore than offset a de­
cline in production. Finally, Governm ent paym ents 
rose when farm ers shifted paym ents from  2002 to 
2003.

As a result o f  this unusual com bination o f  high p ro ­
duction, high prices, and high Governm ent paym ents, 
the states in which farm  earnings accounted for a large 
share o f  total earnings were am ong the fastest growing 
states in recent quarters. In the third quarter, 6 o f  the 
10 fastest growing states were am ong the top 10 states 
in term s o f  farm ing’s share o f  total earnings (chart 2). 
The im portance o f  farm ing to growth has been even 
greater for growth since the fourth quarter o f  2002, 
when as 8 o f  the 12 states with the fastest personal

Year-to-year trends in quarterly state personal 
income growth
It is also useful to look  at the change in state personal 
incom e in the current quarter relative to the sam e 
quarter a year ago because quarter-to-quarter changes 
in state personal incom e are subject to large swings. 
Chart 3 shows the year-to-year growth rates from  the 
third quarter o f  2000 through the third quarter o f 
2003.

Year-to-year growth in personal incom e was higher 
in the states in the top quintile than those in the bo t­
tom  quintile in the past 10 quarters, where the quin- 
tiles are based on personal incom e growth from  the 
second quarter to the third quarter o f  2003. The 
growth rate o f  the states in the top quintile increased in 
each o f  the past five quarters, whereas the growth rate 
o f  the states in the bottom  quintile was below its first- 
quarter growth rate in the second and third quarters.

Additional Information About the NIPA Estimates 

Statistical Conventions
Changes in current-dollar GDP measure changes in the 
market value of goods and services produced in the econ­
omy in a particular period. For many purposes, it is nec­
essary to decompose these changes into quantity and 
price components. To compute the quantity indexes, 
changes in the quantities of individual goods and services 
are weighted by their prices. (Quantity changes for GDP 
are often referred to as changes in “real GDP”) For the 
price indexes, changes in the prices for individual goods 
and services are weighted by quantities produced. (In 
practice, the current-dollar value and price indexes for 
most GDP components are determined largely using data 
from Federal Government surveys, and the real values of 
these components are calculated by deflation at the most 
detailed level for which all the required data are avail­
able.)

The annual changes in quantities and prices are calcu­
lated using a Fisher formula that incorporates weights 
from 2 adjacent years. For example, the annual percent 
change in real GDP in 1997-98 uses prices for 1997 and 
1998 as weights, and the 1997-98 annual percent change 
in the GDP price index uses quantities for 1997 and 1998 
as weights. Because the Fisher formula allows for the 
effects of changes in relative prices and in the composi­
tion of output over time, the resulting quantity or price 
changes are not affected by the substitution bias that is 
associated with changes in quantities and prices calcu­
lated using a fixed-weighted formula.1 These annual 
changes are “chained” (multiplied) together to form time 
series of quantity and price; the percent changes that are 
calculated from these time series are not affected by the 
choice of reference period.

The quarterly changes in quantities and prices are cal­
culated with weights from two adjacent quarters. As part 
of an annual or comprehensive revision, the quarterly 
indexes through the most recent complete year are 
adjusted to ensure that the average of the quarterly 
indexes conforms to the corresponding annual index.

In addition, BEA prepares measures of real GDP and 
its components in a dollar-denominated form, desig­
nated “chained (1996) dollar estimates.” These estimates 
are computed by multiplying the 1996 current-dollar 
value of GDP, or of a GDP component, by the corre­
sponding quantity index number. For example, if a cur- 
rent-dollar GDP component equaled $100 in 1996 and if 
real output for this component increased by 10 percent in 
1997, then the “chained (1996) dollar” value of this com­

1. In addition, because the changes in quantities and prices calculated using these 
weights are symmetric, the product of a quantity index and the corresponding price 
index is generally equal to the current-dollar index.

ponent in 1997 would be $110 ($100x 1.10). Note that 
percentage changes in the chained (1996) dollar estimates 
and the percentage changes calculated from the quantity 
indexes are identical, except for small differences due to 
rounding.

Because of the formula used for calculating real GDP, 
the chained (1996) dollar estimates for detailed GDP 
components do not add to the chained-dollar value of 
GDP or to any intermediate aggregates. A “residual” line 
is shown as the difference between GDP and the sum of 
the most detailed components shown in each table. The 
residual generally is small close to the base period but 
tends to become larger as one moves further from it. 
Accurate measures of component contributions to the 
percentage changes in real GDP and its major compo­
nents are shown in NIPA tables 8.2-8.6.

BEA also publishes the “implicit price deflator” (IPD), 
which is calculated as the ratio of current-dollar value to 
the corresponding chained-dollar value, multiplied by 
100; the values of the IPD and of the corresponding 
“chain-type” price index are very close.

For quarters and months, the estimates are presented 
at annual rates, which show the value that would be regis­
tered if the rate of activity measured for a quarter or a 
month were maintained for a full year. Annual rates are 
used so that time periods of different lengths—for exam­
ple, quarters and years—may be compared easily. These 
annual rates are determined simply by multiplying the 
estimated rate of activity by 4 (for quarterly data) or by 
12 (for monthly data).

Percent changes in the estimates are also expressed at
annual rates. Calculating these changes requires a variant
of the compound interest formula:

where r is the percent change at an annual rate; xt is the 
level of activity in the later period; x0 is the level of activ­
ity in the earlier period; m is the periodicity of the data 
(for example, 1 for annual data, 4 for quarterly, or 12 for 
monthly); and n is the number of periods between the 
earlier and later periods (that is, t -  o).

Quarterly and monthly NIPA estimates are seasonally 
adjusted, if necessary. Seasonal adjustment removes from 
the time series the average impact of variations that nor­
mally occur at about the same time and in about the same 
magnitude each year—for example, weather, holidays, 
and tax payment dates. After seasonal adjustment, cycli­
cal and other short-term changes in the economy stand 
out more clearly.
