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Caution

This is the first historical volume based on the 1972 Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Manual.
Previously published series, based on the 1967 SIC Manual, are not comparable to the series shown in
this bulletin.

Periodically, the Bureau adjusts the industry employment series to a recent benchmark to improve its
accuracy. These adjustments also may affect the hours, earnings, and labor turnover series because
employment levels are used as weights. Therefore, all the industry statistics in this book for periods after
March 1977, the present benchmark date, are subject to revision. Future editions of the present volume
are planned for issue when the series are adjusted to new benchmark levels.




Preface

This volume is the 12th comprehensive data book on national
statistics to be released by the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS)
since 1961. It replaces Employment and Earnings, United States,
1909-75 (BLS Bulletin 1312-10), issued in 1976. This book is the first
historical volume based on the 1972 Standard Industrial Classifica-
tion Manual, and the first volume that contains seasonally adjusted
data on women employees.

Butletin 1312-11, as did its 11 predecessor volumes, presents
detailed industry statistics on the Nation’s nonagricultural work
force. Included are monthly and annual averages on employment for
all employees and women employees; and for production workers in
manufacturing and mining, construction workers in construction, and
nonsupervisory workers in the remaining private nonagricultural
industries. Also shown for private nonagricultural industries are
average weekly and hourly earnings and average weekly hours.
Average weekly overtime hours and labor turnover rates are given for
selected manufacturing industries. Labor turnover rates are available
for some mining and communication industries. Seasonally adjusted
data are presented for a number of these series as well as indexes of
aggregate weekly hours and payrolls. Tables on spendable average
weekly earnings, and average hourly earnings, excluding overtime,
are also provided.

The Bureau of Labor Statistics has discontinued the coliection of
labor turnover data by sex. To provide the user with all available
historical data, rates for men and women are shown through 1968 for
those industries for which data were published regularly. Consistent
with publication practices, rates are provided for the first month of
each quarter (January, April, July, and October).

The major technical characteristics of the payroll employment
statistics program, such as scope, concepts, survey methods,
estimating techniques, and limitations, highlighted in the next few
paragraphs, are described fully in the technical note following the
main body of statistical tables.

Collection of data

Each month, a representative panel of industrial, commercial, and
government establishments, employing collectively about 30 million
workers, voluntarily submits information from payroll records to the
State agencies participating in the Current Employment Statistics
Program. After extracting data necessary for the preparation of State
and area estimates on empioyment, hours, and earnings, these agen-
cies forward the reports to the BLS (Washington Office) for use in the
development of national estimates. This program is conducted jointly
by the Bureau of Labor Statistics, the Employment and Training Ad-
ministration, and State employment security agencies in the District
of Columbia and most States; in a few States, the cooperating State
agency is the State Department of Labor.

Labor turnover statistics, by industry, are also based on data
voluntarily supplied by employers. The State agency in the Labor
Turnover Statistics Program has the same responsibilities as in the
Current Employment Statistics Program. In most States and the Dis-
trict of Columbia, the program is operated by State employment
security agencies in cooperation with the Bureau of Labor Statistics
and the Employment and Training Administration.

Industrial classification

The Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) system is used to
achieve uniformity and comparability in the presentation of industry
data as well as to describe structural changes that occur in a
dynamic economy. The industry statistics in this volume are based on
the 1972 Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Manual published
by the Office of Management and Budget. Previously, the series had
conformed to the 1967 Standard Industrial Classification Manual.
Conversion to the 1972 SIC system has resulted in significant shifts
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of activities from one industry to another, among groups within an in-
dustry division, and also between divisions. Although many
classification changes were made, some industries have identical
definitions under the old and new classification systems.

The new classification system is the culmination of several years
of work and serves as a guide for the first major industry reclassifica-
tion since 1957. (A minor revision was introduced in 1967.) The
Bureau of Labor Statistics participated in the initial development of
the new SIC manual and continues to work with the Office of Federal
Statistical Policy and Standards of the Department of Commerce, and
other agencies in seeking to improve the SIC system. Formerly, the
statistical policy function was assigned to the Statistical Policy Divi-
sion of the Office of Management and Budget.

The new classification system represents a significant change
from that mandated in the 1967 Standard Industrial Classification
Manual upon which previously published data were based. One of the
most significant changes introduced by the 1972 SIC Manual-is the
treatment of government. The 1972 coding structure no longer
recognizes government as a separate industry division. However, in
order to maintain continuity with previously published statistics for
government, the Bureau and cooperating State agencies have in-
troduced an ownership classification as a suffix to the industry code.
This ownership classification permits continuation of historical
government data.

Within the following major divisions there are a number of substan-
tive classification changes:

1. Construction—Building construction is divided into residential
and nonresidential categories and now includes operative builders
(transferred from finance, insurance, and real estate).

2. Manufacturing—Ordnance has been discontinued and its com-
ponents have been spread among the other durable goods indus-
tries—particularly transportation equipment, fabricated metals, and
instruments.

3. Trade—Wholesale trade classifications now distinguish be-
tween durable and nondurable goods. Some former retail activities
have been transferred to wholesale trade.

4. Finance, Insurance, and Real Estate—In addition to the removal
of operative builders to the construction division, two small indus-
tries—credit card services and financial ieasing of vehicles—have
been transferred from services to finance.

The remaining divisions have had no major changes that cross
over divisional lines. However, a thorough review of the products and
activities of individual establishments revealed serious deficiencies
in previous industrial classifications. Correction of these
misclassifications is the major cause of change between the 1967
and 1972 SIC employment totals at the division level.

Beginning in January 1972, the BLS retabulated each one of the
165,000 monthly reports on which the employment and earnings
series in this volume are based, after these reports were recoded to
conform to the 1972 SIC. For the period prior to January 1972, the
series of statistics based on the prior classification system were
used in various ways to construct historical data conforming to the
1972 classification system. This was more feasible where there were
no differences, or only minor conceptual differences, between the
new and old classification schemes. Special attention was focused
on series for industry divisions, subdivisions, and major groups in
manufacturing because of the wide interest in these data. Replace-
ment series on the new basis were constructed as far back as techni-
cally feasible, although there may be significant conceptual
differences. For many series, this was not possible and data do not
exist prior to 1972.

Benchmark adjustments

Periodically, the BLS adjusts its industry employment series to
more recent benchmarks (comprehensive counts of employment) to
correct for sampling variability and for changes in industrial activity
of establishments. In this volume, data adjusted to March 1977 levels
are shown for the first time and are not necessarily comparable to
those published in Employment and Earnings before the October
1978 issue, and the Monthly Labor Reviewbefore the November 1978
issue.

In order to develop time series based on the 1972 SIC, it was
necessary to construct benchmarks for March 1973, March 1975,
March 1976, and March 1977 using the 1972 classification system.
Sample data, also reclassified to the 1972 SIC, were then used to
determine monthly estimates between each benchmark period. All
data are now adjusted to the latest benchmark available—March
1977—and are subject to revision from that point forward with the ad-
vent of the next benchmark scheduled for publication in late 1979.
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In addition to the conceptual changes brought about by the con-
version to the 1972 SIC, BLS took the opportunity to analyze and
revise both the stratification patterns and sampling requirements for
the new data. Generally, this resulted in a much more detailed indus-
try breakout than was available with the prior classification system—
particularly in the service-producing industries.

Seasonally adjusted data have been revised back to the beginning
of each reconstructed series. For a detailed account of the
benchmark adjustment and SIC conversion, see the October 1978
issue of Employment and Earnings. Reprints are available upon re-
quest (as long as the supply lasts) from the BLS in Washington or any
of its regional offices, which are listed on the inside back cover of
this bulletin.

Related State and area statistics

Only national data are presented in this volume. A companion
bulletin, Employment and Earnings, States and Areas, 1939-78 (BLS

Bulletin 1370-13), provides similar information for all States, the Dis-
trict of Columbia, and 240 areas. The bulletin contains annual
averages for total employment, weekly earnings, weekly hours, and
hourly earnings on the same basis as the national data from the begin-
ning date of each series through 1978. Data for all the industries cur-
rently published by each cooperating State agency also are pre-
sented in the bulletin.

Publication of current data

Beginning with the October 1978 issue, current statistics com-
parable with the figures shown in this book are provided each month
in Employment and Earnings. (For details on ordering, see the inside
front cover of this bulletin.)
