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Preface

This is one in a series of BLS bulletins reporting on
surveys of union wages and benefits in specific indus-
tries. Industries covered include construction and local
transit (annual surveys) and grocery stores, printing,
and local trucking (biennial surveys). The bulletins re-
port on surveys of wage rates, weekly straight-time
hours of work, and employer contributions for select-
ed employee benefits, as provided in labor-management
agreements. Wage rates, hours, and benefit contribu-
tions are those in effect the first workday in July for
annual studies and the first workday in September for
biennial studies, as reported to the Bureau by the ap-
propriate labor organization officials in each of the sur-
veyed cities.

Preliminary listings of union wage rates, hours, and
benefits for construction employees in each city were

issued earlier. Copies of these are available from the
Bureau of Labor Statistics, Washington, D.C. 20212, or
from any of its regional offices listed on the inside back
cover of this bulletin.

This study of construction wage rates was conduct-
ed in the Bureau’s Office of Wages and Industrial Re-
lations. The bulletin was prepared by Mark Scott Sieling
in the Division of Occupational Wage Structures. It
provides a comprehensive account of the current study
and includes indexes of union wage rates for building
trades employees for 1907-80. Fieldwork for the sur-
vey was conducted by the Bureau’s Assistant Regional
Commissioners for Operations.

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Summary

Union wage rates in the building trades increased by
an average of 8.0 percent between July 2, 1979 and July
1, 1980, in cities of 100,000 inhabitants or more. The
1979-80 annual rate of increase was the highest since
1974-75 and followed 4 years of wage gains averaging
between 5.5 and 7 percent. By comparison, a 10.2 per-
cent increase was reported in the union wage compo-
nent of the Bureau’s Employment Cost Index—a meas-
ure that covers changes in wage rates for all workers
in private nonfarm industries.

Regionally, the Southeast (9.6 percent) and Great
Lakes (9.3 percent) reported the largest average wage
rate increases; increases for the other six regions fell
between 6.3 and 8.0 percent. When cities were grouped
by population size, the 1979-80 increase was highest
(8.4 percent) for cities of 250,000 to 500,000 inhabitants
and lowest (7.4 percent) for those with 1 million inhab-
itants or more. Increases varied considerably, howev-
er, among individual cities and trades within regional
and city size groupings.

On July 1, 1980, journeyman building trades work-
ers averaged $12.72 an hour nationwide, while helpers
and laborers averaged $9.80. The addition of employer
payments for specified employee benefits raised the av-
erage for journeymen to $15.69 and for helpers and la-
borers to $12.02.

Industry characteristics

Union members covered by the survey were primar-
ily engaged in the construction of commercial and res-
idential buildings." These workers were usually em-
ployed either by general contractors involved in mul-
tiple building activities, including site management, or
special trade contractors typically engaged in one type
of construction activity, such as carpentry, painting, or
plumbing, on a subcontract basis for general contrac-
tors. Both types of contractors generally employed
workers in only a few building trades, the number
depending, in large part, on the level of building activi-
ty.

Of the 25 journeyman trades studied, carpenters were
the largest group, constituting just under three-tenths

of all journeymen. Other numerically important jour-
neyman crafts were bricklayers, electricians, painters,
pipefitters, plumbers, and sheet-metal workers. Among
the nine helper/laborer classifications, building labor-
ers accounted for slightly less than three-fourths of the
union membership.

Union workers in the construction industry are or-
ganized by craft unions with jurisdiction over their spe-
cific type of work, such as carpentry or tile laying. Al-
though usually highly localized and specialized, some
union bargaining contains multitrade, national, and re-
gional elements. The same union, for example, often
represents two or more allied trades, such as bricklay-
ers and stonemasons, or painters, paperhangers, and
drywall tapers. Some unions, such as the International
Brotherhood of Electrical Workers, include nationwide
provisions in local contracts; others, like elevator con-
structors, tie their wage rates to the average for sever-
al trades within an area. Multiarea or regional bargain-
ing encompassing several trades also occurs in various
parts of the country.

Wage trends

The overall wage rate increase of 8.0 percent between
July 2, 1979, and July 1, 1980, raised the Bureau’s wage
rate index (1967 = 100) for the 34 job classifications stud-
ied to 259.1 (table 1). As the chart indicates, annual
overall increases hovered around 4 percent during the
first half of the 1960’s; then rose steadily to peak at
nearly 12 percent between mid-1970 and 1971. As ex-
pected, the rate declined sharply during the period of
wage and price controls (1971-73); and, after rising to
8.6 percent in 1974-75, ranged between 5.5 and 7 per-
cent until the most recent (1979-80) period. Annual in-
creases for journeymen and for helpers and laborers
have, in general, followed the same pattern.

Wage rates increased for just over nine-tenths of the
building trades workers studied over the year ended
July 1, 1980. One-fifth of the members had gains of
from 3 to 6 percent; one-fifth, between 6 and 8 percent;
three-tenths, between 8 and 12 percent; and just over
one-sixth, 12 percent or more (tables 6 and 7).

Among the 34 trades studied, the largest percentage
increase in wages between July 2, 1979, and July 1,
1980, was reported for marble setters— 9.8 percent—
and the lowest for elevator constructors and their help-
ers —6.7 and 6.8 percent, respectively (table 5). Aver-

age wage rates for carpenters, the largest journeyman
trade studied, increased by 7.5 percent, while rates for
building laborers, the predominant helper/laborer clas-
sification, increased by 7.8 percent. Most other trades
reported increases of between 7.5 and 85 percent.

From July 2, 1979 to July 1, 1980, building trades in
the Southeast reported average wage rate increases of
9.6 percent and in the Great Lakes, 9.3 percent. The
remaining regional increases fell between 6.3 and 8.0
percent (table 12).

Among the 66 cities studied separately, Los Angeles,
Philadelphia, and Scranton reported the smallest aver-
age wage increases between July 2, 1979, and July 1,
1980—3.6 to 3.8 percent; Seattle and Toledo reported
the largest—12.8 percent (table 17). Excluding the up-
per and lower fourths of the array, the midrange of city
increases fell between 6.8 and 9.3 percent. When cities
were grouped by population size, the 1979-80 increase
was largest for cities with 250,000 to 500,000 inhabi-
tants (8.4 percent) and lowest for those with 1 million
or more inhabitants (7.4 percent). Reflecting the local-
ized nature of most bargaining agreements, however,
increases varied widely within regions, States, and city
size groups (table 18). For example, increases among
California cities studied ranged from 3.6 percent in Los
Angeles, where many contracts were being negotiated
on the survey reference date, to 119 percent in
Sacramento.

Trade averages

Union wage rates in the building trades averaged
$12.21 an hour on July 1, 1980 (table 4). Journeymen
averaged $12.72 and helpers and laborers, $9.80. The
31 percent difference in average wage rates between
these two skill levels remained unchanged between July
1979 and July 1980.2Since 1960, the wage advantage
of skilled workers over unskilled workers has remained
fairly constant at about one-third, after declining stead-
ily from about 90 percent in the 1930’s and 60 percent
in the mid-1940’s.

Among the 25 journeyman crafts studied separately,
machinists had the highest average wage rate—$13.96
an hour. The next highest averages (about $13.50 an
hour) were reported for boilermakers, electricians, and
pipefitters. The lowest journeyman averages (about
$11.70 to $11.90 an hour) were for glaziers, mosaic and
terrazzo workers, and slate and tile roofers. Carpenters,
the largest trade studied, averaged $12.42 an hour. Av-

highest and lowest city averages within each region
was significantly smaller, in most cases, than the spread
between groups of cities of similar size but in different
regions (table 13). The relative importance of location
in determining wage-plus-benefit averages for journey-
men and helpers and laborers was also evident from
averages grouped by city size and regional location (ta-
bles 15 and 16).

Employee benefits

After advancing fairly steadily during the first half
of the 1970’s, payments for employee benefit plans de-
clined slightly in importance (text table 1). On July 1,
1980, employer contributions for six selected benefits
amounted to 18.8 percent of the wage-plus-benefit av-
erage of $15.05 per hour for all building trades, com-
pared to 19.0 percent in 1979. Reflecting this slight de-
cline, the proportion decreased over the year by about
1 percentage point or less in just over two-fifths of the

65 cities studied in both periods.’ In all but two of the
remaining cities, the proportion increased, but usually
by less than one-half of a percentage point.

The proportion of employer contributions for select-
ed benefits to the basic wage-plus-benefit package var-
ied by geographic location. The Pacific region report-

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ed the highest proportion—25 percent—and the South-
west and Southeast, the lowest—12 percent. In gener-
al, benefit payments were least significant for cities in
the Border States, Middle West, Southeast, and South-
west, where they usually made up from 10 to 15 per-
cent of the overall wage-plus-benefit package. In eight
of the nine California cities studied, the corresponding
proportion was from 25 to 27 percent; only in three
other surveyed cities—Detroit, Honolulu, and New
York—did the proportion reach 25 percent.

Wage rates by type of construction

Wage rates, hours, and selected benefit payments for
unionized workers in each of the 66 cities studied are
presented by type of construction in tables 19-27. Rates

for street and highway, and for other heavy construc-
tion were usually the same as, or slightly lower than,
rates for the same trade in the commercial building sec-
tor; most workers were completely mobile among these

three types of construction. Differentials by type of
construction, when they occurred, were more common
for carpenters, cement finishers, operating engineers,
and laborers than for structural iron workers.

Straight-time hours

The number of weekly hours required before over-
time premiums take effect has changed very little since
1967 (tables 1 and 3). As stipulated by contract provi-
sions for building trades, straight-time hours averaged
39.4 per week on July 1, 1980 (table 9). Just over
seven-eighths of the union members were covered by
contracts specifying 40 hours of work before overtime
premiums are paid; most of the remaining members
were under contracts calling for straight-time pay for
the first 35 hours worked per week.

It should be noted that data were not collected on
actual hours worked or on weekly work schedules
(which may exceed 40 hours for some workers).

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Appendix: Scope and Method

of Survey

Union wage rates and hours reported in this bulletin
were agreed on through collective bargaining between
trade unions and employers and are defined as (1) the
basic (minimum) rates (excluding holiday, vacation or
other benefit payments made or regularly credited to
the worker each pay period), and (2) the maximum
number of weekly hours at straight-time rates. Wage
rates exceeding the negotiated minimum, which may
be paid for special qualifications or other reasons, are
excluded. Thus, rates shown do not represent total hour-
ly earnings of building trades workers.

Information for the building trades is based on union
rates in effect on July 1, 1980, covering approximately
560,000 journeymen and 124,000 helpers and laborers
in the 66 cities surveyed. Data were obtained from lo-
cal union officials by mail questionnaire; in some in-
stances, Bureau field representatives visited local union
officials to obtain the desired information.

The survey was designed to reflect union wage rates
in building construction in all cities of 100,000 inhabi-
tants or more (1970 Census of Population). All cities
that had 500,000 inhabitants or more were studied sep-
arately, as were most cities with 250,000 to 500,000 in-
habitants. Data for some cities were weighted to com-
pensate for cities not surveyed. To provide appropriate
regional representation, each region was considered sep-
arately when city weights were assigned.

Average wage rates, designed to show current lev-
els, were based on building trades wage rates in each
city as of July 1, 1980. The wage rates were weighted
by the number of union members at that rate in the

area. These averages were not designed to precise y 2ar-
to-year comparisons because of fluctuations in member-
ship in the job classifications studied. Average cents-
per-hour and percent changes from July 2, 1979 to July
1, 1980, however, were based on comparable quotations
for the various job classifications in both periods,
weighted by the membership reported for the current
(1980) survey. The index series, designed for trend pur-
poses, was constructed similarly.

Information on employer contributions to insurance
(health and welfare), pension, and vacation funds, as
provided in labor-management contracts is presented in
tables 19-27. These contributions are expressed in cents-
per-hour or percent of the basic rate. Actual benefit
fund payments, however, are not reflected in tables 19-
27 for those instances where contract-stipulated per-
centages are, in practice, applied to wage levels other
than the basic rate, e.g., a ‘“negotiated” rate that in-
cludes some benefit fund payments. Combined payments
to other funds, such as those for holidays, savings, and
supplemental umemployment benefits, are also
indicated.

Wage rate, benefit, and hour information is also pre-
sented in tables 19-27 for workers in street and high-
way and other heavy construction (including railroads,
tunnels, subways, elevated highways, viaducts, dams,
bridges, reservoirs, hydroelectric projects, pipelines,
transmission and telephone lines, radio towers, etc.).
These rates and benefits were not used to calculate av-
erages or indexes in this publication.
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
