B Advise the Secretary of the Treasury with regard to the events, persons, or places to be
commemorated by the issuance of commemorative coins in each of the five calendar years
succeeding the year in which a commemorative coin designation is made.

B Make recommendations with respect to the mintage level for any commemorative coin
recommended.
