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REVIEW OF FEBRUARY—COMMERCIAL AND
FINANCIAL EVENTS.

The general trade sifuation in the United States did not
change any for the better during the month of February and
on the whole remained unsatisfactory. The steel trade con-
tinued to give the best account of itself, the increased ac-
tivity of January being well maintained and even some-
what further extended the early part of February, but the
latter part of the month there was a notable waning of con-
. fidence in the immediate future of the industry and a de-
"~ cided slackening in the inpour of new “orders.”

It appeared that the accession of new business in the early
weeks of the year had been due more largely to a Jdesire to
ge. t/the benefit of the prevailing schedules of prices, in view
of the numerous advances for the future announced by the
steel producers, than to any substantial expansion in con-
sumptive requirements. In other lines of industry there
were many evidences of sore spots. Crude rubber suffered
a further break in values, owing to the unsatisfactory work-
ing of the British Colonial restriction policy and multiplying
evidence that the British Government was giving serious
consideration to the question of abandoning the restriction
policy ‘altogether, since it was so palpably operating to the
advantage of the Dutch rubber producers who were not a
party to it and therefore free to market their entire prod-

uct while the British producers, being bound by the restric-

" tion proviso, were obliged to curtail their export shipments.
In effect, Great Britain was holding the bag for the benefit
of the Dutch producers. British producers accordingly got
restive under the burden, though opinion in Great Britain
seemed to be divided as to the best course to pursue. The
effect of the break in rubber was to demoralize the rubber
goods trade and the tire industry. The oil industry re-
mained in an unsatisfactory shape, though some advances
in gasoline prices were announced at the close of the month,
and severdl more oil companies had to reduce or suspend.
Tin further declined-to the lowest level reached 'in Sev-
eral years. There were likewise further reductions in the
price of lead and of spelter. In fact, the general tendency
of the price level of the non-ferrous metals was downward,
even slightly so in the case of copper. "The cotton goods
industry appeared to be developing sounder tradé conditions,
but solely because the manufacturers were limiting produc-
tion more closely to trade requirements than had previously
been the case for many years, thereby enabling the mills
to maintain a better and more profitable price level. The
newly formed Cotton Textile Institute functioned well ﬂo
- that end and the advance in the price of raw cotton was also

90 a great help. The sugar industry did not at all respond in
“ the way expected to the Cuban restriction plan, prices re-

maining as low as before. Thus there were many develop-
ments suggesting doubt and caution. This was reflected in
a general disposition to go slowly, awaiting the outcome of
events,

But what perhaps attracted more attention than anything
else, and certainly furnished occasion for deep concern, was
the fact that unemployment seemed to be rapidly increasing.
Lawson Purdy, Director of the Charity Organization So-
ciety, reported early in the month that unemployment had
attained proportions more serious than at any time since
immediately after the war and that the Society was receiv-
ing more applications for work than at any time in the past
Governor Smith of this State in a letter to
James ‘A. Hamilton, New York State Indystrial Commis-
sioner, early In February asked for a report on the em-
ployment situation, for the,purpose of taking measures for
dealing with it, saying: “i‘gere have been brought to my
attention reports of a serious condition of unemployment
affecting the City and the State of New York at the present
time. I understand that some of this is caused by the
drifting into New York of men from other parts of the
country where unemployment is also making itself felt.
Whatever the cause, there is, I believe, considerable suffer-
ing as a result. . . . I would ask, therefore, that you
have the Division of Employment of your Department pro-
vide me at the earliest possible moment with a report of the
present situation as reflected in the employment bureaus
under your department and any other sources of informa-
tion which you may have. . . . My purpose in asking
for this is to determine whether the State of New York,
with its large public works program, or in any other way,
can do something toward relief of this situation.”

Commissioner Hamilton in his report for the month of
January issued at Albany on Feb. 9 stated that the number
of wotkers employ§ in New York State factories had de-
clined by 2% from December 1927 to January 1928, and that
it was estimated that approximately 20,000 wage earners
had been laid off during the month. Employment often
showed a drop from December to January, he stated, but
rarely so big a drop as 2%. He pointed out that in Decem-
ber employment had touched its lowest point for the year
1927. The further decrease in January, 1928, was partly
seasonal, but following upon the low level of the previous

month it pulled the index of employment"]lown to 91 or

lower than it had been at any time since the trough of the
depression in the Summer of 1921,

The idleness did not by any means appear 'to be confined
to this State. In reviewing the industrial situation in I1li-
nois for January the Bureau of Labor Statistics of the -
nois Department of Labor stated that reports from 1,480
leading Illinois ‘employers indicated a further decline of
2.1% in the volume of employment, and said that this drop
carried employment below any level reached since the war,
though he added that this was not necessarily indicative .
of a further decline in business activity. Another observa-
tion by him was to the following effect. “Further evidence
of widespread unemployment is obtained -from free employ-
ment office fecords which show that during January 239
workers applied .for every 100 jobs in comparison with 180
in December and 215 in January 1927 Fewer jobs have
been offered to the free employment office than in any
January following 1921.”-" A similar story came from some
other large manufacturing States. 'For instance, the month-
ly report on unemployment conditions in Pennsylvania for
January, released Feb. 16 by the Federal Reserve Bank
of Philadelphia, showed a decrease from December of 1.2% °
in the number of men employed and a decline of 4.6% in the
total amount of wages paid. The volume of unemployment
was 10% below the level of the same month of 1927, while
wage payments showed a falling off of 12.3% from -Janu-
ary 1927, Practically every group of industries, it .was
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stated, shared in the genmeral decline. Furthermore, ac-
cording ‘to Associated Press dispatches from Washington,
Feb. 26, “The American Federationist,” official organ of
the American Federation of Labor, printed an article declar-
. ing that at the end of January one-sixth of the labor union
membership in 23 represéntative cities of the United States
were unemployed, and the proportion of the total idle had
increased over that reported for preceding months. In the
23 cities as to which “The Federationist” survey was made,
the average unemployment among labor union members dur-
ing the quarter just preceding January amounted to 13.8%
of the organization membersh The exact proportion of
union men unemployed during \[anuary in the same cities
was 1798, )

As to the slackening in the steel trade which came to-

wards the close of February, after further improvement the’

early part of the month, perhaps the best account of this
was furnished in a Pittsburgh dispatch appearing in the
New York “Times” on Monday, Feb. 27. This said that
“week by week forecasts of the steel future become more
conservative, by trifling amounts, but enough to be noticed.
The reference is to tonnage rather than prices. If prices
were susceptible of control that predictions covering a pe-
riod of months could be attempted, the steel producers would
not have waited until the past few months to make the ef-
fort. A statement ‘that appraisals of the future are less
favorable now than at the beginning of the year by no
means diverges from expressions by leading steel producers
that there is a favorable outlook in steel for the year. Fore-
casts of two months ago were warped by failure to discount
the appearance produced by a regular seasonal upswing, by
general sentiment and by a superficial appearance, now
recognized as an illusion, that there is heavier buying; the
latter was assumed to be prompted by particularly heavy
consuming requirements, but is now seen to be largely a
result of the intentions of mills to advance prices.” As to
these advances in prices, the “Times” dispatch made a very
interesting summary as follows: ot
The open market price of bars, shapes and plates is up a dollar a ton,
to 1.80 cents Pittsburgh, 2.00 cents and 2.05 cents at the different Eastern
basing points and 2.00 cents at Chicago, the lead having been taken' by the
Oarnegie  and Illinois Steel Companies last Tuesday. This makes the
third successive dollar a ton advance in the movement, begun in Novem-
ber when a 1.80 cent Pittsburgh price wds named for first quarter con-
tracts, - The present price is to apply on second quarter contracts. '
Changes in scrap prices have been thought-in some quarters to be

prophetic of changes in steel trade conditions. . Heavy melting steel serap

delivered Pittsburgh advanced a dollar a ton in December, and has since
lost half the advance, 25 cents coming off the market in the past
week.,

The trade publications also grew more cautious and con-
servative in their utterances as the month progressed.. The
Iron Age in its issue of Feb. 9, after observing that the trend
of prices was still upward in contrast with the situation a
year ago when prices were declining, went on to say: “More-
over, the present rate of production is a more accurate
measure of consumption than was true at that time, when
there was some stocking of steel in advance of actual speci-
fications. A marked difference also is seen in the fact that
the current period was not preceded by an autumn expansion
in business. Present recovery is a logical consequence of
under buying in the closing months of 1927.” On Feb. 16
the statement was to this effect: “A retarded rate of buy-
ing is not surprising, in view of heavy purchases occasioned
by an advancing market and the obvious advantage to con-
sumers of taking full shipments against orders placed. at
lower prices. This development has raised the question
whether buyers are not anticipating some their second quar-
ter needs in present specifications. The extent of such spec-
ulative activity, if there be any, cannot be measured at this
time. Certainly no such motive will influence specifying
against contracts for rails or releases against tonnages for
specific work such as railroad car construction or the fabri-
cation of buildings and bridges.” It was added: “Much of
the recent increase in mill bookings has been due to rail-
road purchases and construction activity. Moreover, pro-
ducers making the heavier road products used in those ave-
nues of consumption have éxperienced the sharpest gains
in both bookings and output. The Steel Corporation, for ex-
ample, has increased its operations to 90% of capacity, as
.. compared with 88% a week ago. On the other hand, plants
in the Youngstown district, a leading center of sheet pro-
duction, have been forced to curtail output slightly. Sheets
are in marked contrast with the heavier road products.
January production by independent sheet manufacturers
was 99% of capacity, while shipments were at the rate of
only 78%. The explanation for this excess in output seems
to lie in lagging specifications, particularly from the auto-
mobile industry. Motor car production continues to gain,
but more slowly than was anticipated. In fact, the gradual
character of the increase is regarded as one of the best
promises of sustained demand for steel.” In its issue of
Feb. 23 the “Iron Age” observed that steel production was
holding its recent gains and was perhaps a shade higher
than the previous week. In most districts output and ship-

ping orders were virtually on a parity, so that mill back
logs had .ceased to expand. Operating schedules of the
Steel Corpordtions’ plants were unchanged at about 90% ™
of capacity, but some of the jndependent mills, notably at
Youngstown, had increased production. - Operations in the
Pittsburgh-Youngstown area now averaged fully 80% as
compared with 75% at the close of January.” It was added
that consumers were specifying liberally against contracts
placed at prices below those now quoted, but there continued
some concern lest buyers take shipménts in excess of con-
sumption and carry stocks of material well into the second
quarter. Rail -mills had enough tonnage booked to keep
them engaged for several months. On the other hand, rail-
road equipment buying had not developed to the extent that
the steel trade had looked for, Over production of oil was
adversely affecting business in drill and drillpipe, but a
fair tonnageof plates for storage tanks continued to be
bought for southwestern fields.” In its issue of March 1
the “Iﬁ)nf_Age,” bringing its review down to the end of
February, said ; w

The blast furnace returns give fresh emphasis to the uneven character
of the recent improvement in business. Increased pig iron requirements
have been preponderantly, for steel making purposes, and the gain in
steel works operations has been heavier in Steel Corporation than in inde-
pendent plants. )

Territorially, also, conflictirg tendencies in ‘the steel market are be-
coming more sharply defined. Activity is most pronounced in the Chi-
cago district, where specifications still exceed shipments and production
has been pushed up from 93 to 95% of capacity. In Ohio, where the bulk
of current tonnage is coming from the automotive industry, shipping orders

are also in good volume, although total' specifications for the month were .

slightly smaller than in January. The market situation is less favorable
at points east of Cleveland, being quietest on the Eastern seaboard,
where specifications against first quarter contracts continue to lag and
little new business has appeared.

From the standpoint of commodities likewise a uniform market trend
is lacking. The recent gain in mill operatious is to a large extent attribut-
able to bookings in the heavier rolled products. The second advance .
since Jan. 1 in plated, shapes and bars, announced last week by the Steel
Corp.—putting prices up $1 a ton to 1.90c., Pittsburgh, and propor-
tionately higher levels at other basing points—has been followed by most
mills.” The principal immediate effect of this price increase was to cause
buyers to cover their forward needs, in some cases well through the second
quarter, at the previous price, or 1.85c.,, Pittsburgh. - This figure, how-
ever, tepresents a $2 a ton advance over the price at which consumers
specified so heavily in December. Cold-rolled strip is also showing signs
of strength, with mills booking sizable tonnages for second quarter at
an advance of $3 a ton above prices ruling on first quarter shipments.

As.an indication of the greater activity in the iron and
steel trades the American Iron and Steel Institute estimated
the output of steel ingots in January at 3,959,904 tons against
only 3,150,345 tons in December and 3,101,764 tons in No-
vember, and the U, S. Stegl Corporation reported unfilled
orders on the books of its subsidiaries Jan: 31 at 4,275,947
tons against 3,972,874 tons Dec. 31, 3,454,444 tons in No-
vember and still smaller amounts in the months immediately
preceding.--And the “Iron Age” reported the make of iron
February at 2,889,500 tons and for. January at® 2,869,761
tons, against 2,695,755 tons in December, and comparing
with 2,940,604 tons in February 1927. The “Age” made the
composite price of finished steel Feb. 28 2.364c. per 1b.
against 2.336¢..a month before, and the composite price of pig, -
iron $17.75 per ton against $17.67. ‘

‘We have already-alluded to the decline iu' the prices of
some of the non-ferrous metals. Tin at New York Jan. 31
was quoted at 54%ec. against 57%c. on Jan, 3. During Feb-
ruary there was a further drop to 51%4c. on Feb. 15 with
the close Feb. 29 at 51%c. Lead at New York declined from
6.50c. January 31 to 6.00c. February 29. ‘Spelter at New
York declined from 6.02%c. Jan. 31.to 5.77%c. Feb, 23
and was 5.80¢. Feb. 29. Even the price of copper shaded
off a little. Lake copper at New York was reduced on Feb.
23 from 14.25 to 14.20c. while electrolytic declined
from 13.87%ec. to 13.75¢. There was no modification of the
oil situation for the better as far as crude petroleum is
concerned, but quite a good many advances in gasoline the
latter part of the month. On Feb. 6 the Louisiana Oil Re-
fining Corporation reduced Smackover Ark. crude 10c. a
barrel and this was followed by the Standard Oil Co. which
made a reduction likewise of 10c. a barrel in Cotton Valley
crude, The Magnolia Petroleum Co. and the: Texas Co.
both made similar reductions, On Feb. 9 the Joseph Seep
Purchasing Agency reduced the price of Somerset and Cabell
Crude oils 15¢. a barrel and the South Penn. 0il Co.
followed with a similar cut on Feb. 10. On the same date
also the Ohio Oil Co. cut the posted price of Lima dnd In-
diana Crude oil 16c. a barrel. On Feb. 17 the Magnolia
Petroleum Co., which is a subsidiary of the Standard Oil
Co. of New York, reduced mid-continent crude oil prices.
from 13 to 30 c. per barrel according to gravity. On Feb.
21 the Carter OQil Co., a' subsidiary of the Standard Oil Co.
of New Jersey, announced a new schedule of prices for crude-
oil in Oklahoma and Kansas advancing 36 degree gravity and
above lc. to 16c. a barrel, but reducing grades below 36 de-
gree gravity from lc. to 36c. a barrel. The changes were
immediately adopted by the Prairie Oil & Gas Co., the Sin-
clair Crude Oil Purchasing Co. and the Humble Oil & Re-
fining Co., which together with Prairie Oil extended the
price readjustments into Texas fields. The Ohio Oil Co.
on Feb. 23 reduced Illinois Princeton and Plymouth crude
oils 10c. a barrel. The Standard Oil Co. of Loulsiana ad-
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vanced light oils 1 to 16c. a barrel and reduced heavy oils
1 to 19¢. a barrel in the Homer, Haynesville, Bl Dorado,
'Caddo, Bull Bayou, Chricton and De Soto fields. Other
producers made similar changes and announced'some others,
‘Salt Creek crude, oil in Wyoming was reduced 2 to 15c. a
barrel on Feb. 23 according to gravity by the Midwest Re-
fining Co. Changes in gasolene prices continued more or
less sporadic but were relatively few, some being advances
and some declines.

A general advance in the retail price of gasoline was
brought under way, in part as the result of the usual sea-
sonal movement, in part as the result of g downward re-
vision in the concessions to distributors and dealers. These
allowances to the marketers are being reduced from the ba-
sisof 3to 5 cents a gallon to 2 to 3 cents per gallon. These
price concessions represent the difference between the tank
wagon and the service station price of gasoline, nominally
2 cents per gallon, but in practice, several cents more. The
advance began on Feb. 26 when the Atlantic Refining Co.
increased the tank wagon and service station price of gaso-
line 2 cents at New Haven, Conn., and 3 cents at Hartford,
Conn. At Chicago as a result of the decision of the Illinois
Supreme Court invalidating state tax of 2 cents on gasoline,
the Standard Oil Co. of Indiana and other retailers quoted
gasoline at 16 cents a gallon, a reduction of 2 cents. The
Standard Oil Co. of Indiana at Detroit, Mich., on Feb. 27
advanced the price of gasoline 2 cents in the territory,
making the new price 19.8 cents, including State tax. Three
other refining companies increased the price of gasoline 2
cents a gallon, In Cleveland the price of gasoline was ad-
vanced, 2 cents a gallon, the different refining companies
making the new price 17 cents a gallon. The Magnolia
Petroleum Co., a subsidiary of the Standard 0il Co. of New
York, advanced gasoline and kerosene prices 1 cent through-
out Oklahoma, and gasoline also 1 cent throughout Arkansas,
effective Feb. 27. Qn Feb. 28, the Standard Oil of New York
advanced service station price of gasoline at Boston to 19
cents a:gallon. Prices previously were 17 and 18 cents
a gallon, depending upon the territory. In the same city,
the Atlantic Refining Co. advanced gasoline at service sta-
tions 2 cents a gallon, to 17 cents. Tide Water Oil Co. made
an advance of 2 cents in Connecticut, making the retail price
21 cents.. A report from Toledo stated that all of the lead-
‘ing oil companies, on Feb. 28, advanced the price of gaso-
line at retail stations 2 cents a gallon to 14 cents, excluding
the 3-cent State tax. This terminated the four months’ price
War in that section, The new retail price is 14 cents a gal-
lon before adding 3-cent State tax. On Feb. 29, the Stand-

- ard Oil Co. of New York advanced the service station price
of gasoline at Poughkeepsie, N. Y., 1 cent a gallon to 19
cents. Sobel Bros. filling stations in New York City, owned
by the Standard Oil Co. of New York, advanced the retail
price of gasoline 1 cent a gallon, making the new price 19
cents. Press dispatches of Keb. 29 indicated that retail
gasoline would be advanced 1 cent g gallondin Texas on
March 1 with discontinuance of trade discounts, rental and
other agreements between the large gasoline marketing com-
panies and service station dealers. On March 1 retail prices
of gasoline in Minneapolis and St. Paul were advanced 2

~. cents to 18 cents for low test grade and 21 cents for high

test, by practically all companies operating in the two cities,
Tank wagon prices also were increased 1 cent to 16 cents
for the cheaper grade and 19 for high test. This made fill-
ing station prices 4 cents higher than six weeks before.
The Standard Oil Co. of Indiana advanced the price of
gasoline 3 cents a gallon in Indiana to 19.2 cents, tank
wagon. Other distributors followed.:

In the textile trades the situation improved as far as
prices were concerned, but at least in the case of cotton
goods there was continued curtailment of output, and adher-
ence to the lower scale of wages previously announced. The
Fall River. Cotton Manufacturers’ Asociation through its
executive committee declined on Feb. 10 to grant the re-
quest of the operatives, as represented by the Fall River
Textile Council, to restore wages in the 30 cotton mills of
the city on March 5. The manufacturers declared that con-
ditions had not changed since the 10% wage cut becamé ef-
fective the previous month. The. Association of Cotton Tex-
tile Merchants of New York in its statistics showed that the
production of standard cotton cloths during January con-
tinued on a reduced scale. The Association’s report covered
a period of four weeks. The average weekly production
in January was found to have been practically the same as
in December, when there were substantial reductions in mill
operations, partly owing to extensive suspension during the
Christmas holidays. Production during the four-weks of
January reached 297,669,000 yards. The sales amounted to
194,114,000~ yards, while the shipments were 266,947,000
yards. It was stated. that the statistics covered upwards
of 300 classifications or constructions of standard cotton
cloths and "fepresénted a very large part of the total pro-
duction of these fabrics in the United States, The stocks

was not a very exhilarating exhibit. The Uniteq States
Census Report for the month of January however showed
that cotton consumption had been larger than during Decem-

ber, though not quite up to the consumption in January 1927.
The Census figures showed 582,417 bales of lint cotton and
54,471 bales of linters consumed in January 1928 as against
543,598 bales of lint and 51,844 bales of linters in December
1927, but comparing with 603,242 bales of lint and 55,048
bales of linters in January 1927. A largely attended meet-
ing of the Wide Sheetings group of The Cotton Textile In-
stitute Inc. was held in New York City on Feb. 3. Mil
executives and selling agents representing 24,190 looms, or
approximately 92% of the looms of wide sheetings, were
present. The discussion developed a very general appre-
ciatiqn of the importance of wide sheeting millg adjusting
thelro'groductlon to demand and following the meeting each
mill representative present indicated his purpose to reduce
his production at least 25%. A number of the manufac-
turers in attendance stated that they had already reduced
production varying from 15% to 50%. The situation re-
garding the British cotton goods trade remained more or
less in doubt throughout the month. The Manchester Spin-
ners’ Federation definitely decided to post a months’ no-
tice to the cotton mills of a 121% % reduction in wages and
an increase in working hours from 48 to 5214 a week for the
American Spinning Section. Cablegrams said that about
125,000 workers were affected and that the decision had
caused a sensation throughout Lancashire as it had been
expected that the employers would not press the claim for
a wage cut. The belief was expressed that the Egyptian
Cotton Section would be forced to take a similar step. The
operatives, of course, opposed the move and a joint confer-
ence held in Manchester in March broke up with the two
sides still in disagreement. The price of raw cotton sharply
advanced during the month, influenced mainly by reports
of continued drought in western Texas and western Okla-
homa. Then also the Census report, showing a somewhat
larger consumption of eotton by the mills of the United
States during January than during December, proved a .
stimulating factor, besides which accounts from the South
stated that determined efforts were being made to prevent
any increase in acreage for the new crop.. At the begin- .
ning of the month the tendency of prices was still downward,
and as against 18.15¢, Jan. 31, middling upland spot cotton
in New York Feb. 2 sold down to 17.45c. Thereafter the
price steadily advanced and Feb. 25 touched 19.05c. Then
there was a drop to 18.70c. Feb. 28 but with a recovery to
18.90c. Feb. 29. Print cloths at Fall River were marked
down on -Feb. 18 from 6c. to 5%ec. per yard for 28 in.

An increasing demand developed for Silk goods and raw
silk prices also advanced. Kansai double extra cracks were
quoted at $5.35@$5.40 Feb. 29 as against $5.15@$5.20 Jan.
31 and $5.05@$5.10 on Dec. 31 (1927). Accounts regarding |
the woolen goods trade were not altogether encouraging;
prices were advanced as a result of the higher prices for
raw wool, but“this caused hesitant buying. The American

‘Woolen Company’s opening of its staple. men’s wear lines

of worsteds for the Fall of 1928 occurred on Feb. 13 and
showed prices ranging from 2 to 5% higher than in 1927

and the advances were taken as a clear indication that the - -

trend of prices was definitely upward for the fall season.
On Feb. 15 the company instituted its opening of staple
and fancy overcoatings. Many style changes made compari-
sons difficult, but where they were possible moderate ad-
vances in prices were shown. On Teb. 23 the company
opened its men’s wear fancy woolen and ‘worsted suitings

for Tall, and these brought prices about in line with the

values fixed at the previous opening of staple and semi-
staple fabrics, averaging as they did about 5e. to 1215,
a’yard above the levels of the previous spring and fall
seasons and reflecting the Tise In raw material costs dur- °
ing the twelve months.

The break in the rubber market constituted one of.the
most striking developments of the month. There had been
weakness during January, but the announcement at the
close of that month that the Dercentage of standard produc-
tion of rubber which might be reported at the minimum rate
of duty from Ceylon and Malgya would remain at 60%
might have been expected to hdve a stiffening effect, but
failed .to act in that manner. On Feb. 8 there came the-
unexpected cable announcement that Premier Baldwin of
Great Britain had- instructed the Committee on Civil Re-
search to make a confidential report on the working of the
rubber restriction scheme. He asked the Committee to sub-
mit, recommendations as to the policy and methods to be
adopted in the future. As a result of these cable advices,
the New York and London rubber markets broke badly. It
was stated, moreover, that the Civil Research Committee
was understood to be in close sympathy with the Board of
Trade, which had always opposed artificial regulation of
the rubber market.. Therefore, these advices went on to
say, many observers believed the Committee would advocate
either abolition of the Stevenson scheme, or reduction of the
pivotal price to 15d., or about 12¢. below the existing pivotal
price. It appeared, too, that a “news leak” was responsible
for Mr. Baldwin’s precipitate announcement (the informa- .
tion having been published in New York before London
knew anything about it). The London “Mail” stated that
Mr. Baldwin had intended to announce on the following
Monday (Feb. 13) the decision of the’ British Cabinet to

s S
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appoint a Committee to report on the Stevenson restriction
scheme with recommendations for future policy. Through
some mysterious source the information was divulged in
New York and the Premier accordingly was forced to make
the public announcement earlier than had been intended.
. Some subsequent developments served to aggravate the situ-

ation as far as the policy of the British Government in the
matter was concerned and the price coiitinued to go lower
and still lower. Interpolation® of the British Government
in Parliament did not serve to better matters. In the House
of Commons on Feb. 20 Mr. Baldwin refused a request by
the Rubber Trade Association for assurance that the Ste-
venson restriction scheme would be continued until Oct. 31.
He stated, however, that no change would be made before
May 1 and that when the Government reached a decision
on the report of the Committee now inquiring into the ques-
tion it would pay full regard in any public announcement
to all British interests involved. The effect altogether was
to create the conviction that restriction was doomed. There
were reports several times during the month that in view
of the developments, with the complete collapse in rubber
prices, the Dutch Government -or the Dutch planters might
now be induced to co-operate with British interests for
the regulation of production, but it was impossible to ascer-
tain whether any basis existed for the reports and they
found no credence.

The grain markets enjoyed a sharp recovery during Feb-
ruary. In the case of wheat the rise was due to fears of
damage to the growing Winter wheat crop in this country
because of the.lack of a sufficient snow covering, besides
which the continued urgent foreign demand for wheat en-
couraged the idea that perhaps the world was in greater
need of supplies than had been supposed earlier in the
season. There were also reports of heavy purchases on
Russian account and though these reports were denied on
behalf of the Soviet Government, the denial was looked
upon as merely technical, especially as accounts from
_ many different sources spoke of the shortage of food sup-
plies in Russia and even suggested the existence of an ac-
tual economic crisis in the Soviet Republic with the peasants
lacking. seed grain for planting a new crop. The general
disposition therefore was to regard the reports of Russian
buying as having more truth than fiction in them. In corn
speculation seemed to be largely responsible for the rise.
The advance in wheat of course served to brace corn, be-
sides which heavy rains made the roads bad in many of the
large producing States of the West. The early part of Feb-
ruary the market was weak and lower but after the 8th of
the month the tendency was strongly upward. The March
option for wheat at Chicago after declining from. $1.30%
Feb. 1 to $1.28 Feb. 8 rose to $1.343; Feb. 23 and closed

In coffee the Brazilian Defense
Committee continued to have the market well under control,
besides which an active speculation for higher prices de-
veloped, the transactions being the largest witnessed in
many months. No. 7 Rio was quoted Feb. 29 at 17c. against
14%ec. Jan, 31 and 14%c. on Dec. 31. The sugar market,’
as already stated, did not respond in any energetic fashion
to the Cuban policy of restricting supplies. No one seemed
to feel any alarm lest there should not be enough sugar to
go around. President Machado of Cuba in a statement to the
foreign newspaper correspondents on Feb. 7 advised that
he had no thought of establishing exorbitant prices for
Cuban sugar in the United States market. Cuban pro-
ducers, he declared, would be satisfied with 3%c. a Ib.
from which they would receive a substantial profit. He
declared that Cuba had entered upon an international sugar
agreement in an effort to stabilize the sugar industry, not
through any intention of developing an injurious world
monopoly. Cuba’s production. -capacity of 6,000,000 tons
had been curtailed to 4,000,000 tons in order to stabilize the
market and permit the development of other industries.
The United States had been provided for and a 2,000,000
- ton surplus would be sent to the United States if any short-
age, due to an exorbitant price scale, was threatened.. Cuban
raw sugar in this market showed more or less weakness dur-
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ing the month, From 2 9-16c. at the beginning of February
there was a decline to 23sc. Feb, 16, but with an advance
to 25 @2 21-32¢c. Feb. 29, The wholesale price for refined
sugar at New York on Feb, 17 was quoted at 5.60c. by all
the leading refineries.

It suffered a severe and general break in prices. The steady
mounting of the total of brokers’ loans was the occasion for

And lenders on their part grew more
cautious; and though there was never any absence 6filoan«
able funds at moderate rates, the pools engaged in manipu-
lating special stocks and whirling them upward without
much regard ,to their underlying intrinsic. merits, found it
no longer so easy to command the funds with which to .
continue their operations. There was much calling of loans -
by the banks on that account, but also at times to make good
impaired reserves, the New York Clearing House banks and
trust companies showing a deficiency in the required legal
reserves on every Saturday of the month except the last,

All this gave traders working for lower prices their op-
portunity and they naturally pushed their advantage to the

utmost. The net result was that liquidation on a v&ry ex-

tensive scale ensued, acting to that extent as a corrective
of the unhealthy state of things that had grown out of the
long period of unrestrained speculation for higher prices,

With it all the market never became badly demoralized, the -

dation had the effect of reducing the total of brokers’ loans
and the aggregate of these loans, after having established
a new high record in all time in the weekly return of the
Federal Reserve Board for Ieb. 8, thereafter took a down-
ward turn, at first in only a moderate way, but in the suc-
ceeding two weeks in quite a substantial amount. So far
as excessive borrowing for stock market speculation was an
element of weakness in the situation—and it evidently was
a very strong element of weakness—this was obviously a
change for the better. ~

A whole succession of unfavorable events served to in-
tensify steck market depression and to aid bear operators
and traders in their efforts to bring about a lower range of
values, The market received a severe blow on the very first
day of the month, The U. 8. Steel Corporation issued its in-
come statement for the December quarter and the 12 months
of the calendar year 1927 after the close of business on Tues-
day, Jan. 31, and the figures for the December quarter made
80 poor a showing as to be positively startling. ‘It appeared
from. these figures that in this December quarter the Steel
Corporation had fallen $4,963,499 short of meeting the divi-
dend requirements of 13, % on the common stock, though for
the 12 months of the calendar year a surplus of $12,812,134
remained above the dividend requirements. Conditions in
the sfeel trade during the December quarter were known
to have been unsatisfactory and hence no very good state-
ment had been looked for but the results proved unfavor-
able beyond all expectations and this had a telling effect on
the market on Wednesday Feb, 1. Steel common which had
closed the day before at 14614 opened at 1451 and the
market became depressed all around. Supporting orders
appeared and the early losses were recovered, but with re-
newed depression in. the final hour. Another element of
. weakness was found at this time in a break in the oil stocks.
The oil companies of course have been contending with very
* unfavorable conditions for a year or more, owing to the low
prices prevailing for petroleum and its products. In the last
hour of business on the Stock Exchange on Jan. 31 Pure
Oil shares had dropped from 2514 to 221%. It appeared that
the directors had followed the dictates of prudence and cut
the quarterly dividend from 37%%c. per share to 12%c. On
Feb. 1 this stock suffered a further break, 10,000 shares sell-
ing at the opening at only 19, though there was a Tecovery

..and a renewed increase in brokers’loans.~ The result was
that the market opened at a considerable decline and alto-
. gether became quite depressed, a slight rally at mid-day giv-
ing way to renewed weakness at the close. As illustrating
the extent of the decline, which was precipitated, it may be
noted that General Motors which had closed Thursday,
TFeb. 2 at 135%, opened Friday at 133%-1333%; U. S. Steel
which had closed at 146% opened at 14484-144%; ; Canadian
Pacific which had closed at 2067 opened at 20414 ; Atchison
which had closed at 188%, opened at 187345 and New York
Central which had clesed at 159 opened at 15814.

Other unfavorable developments occurred as the month
moved along. Further cuts in oil prices the early part
of the month served to direct attention anew to the unfor-
tunate condition of the oil trade and later in the month

_ other dividend productions, besides that of the Pure Oil
Company, already referred to, were announced—the Phil-
lips Petroleum Co,, for instance, having cut its dividend in
two by making a quarterly dividend declaration of only
3Ti%c. a share against the previous 75c¢. a share. On Feb. 8
the directors of the American Sugar Refining Co. decided
to omit the quarterly dividend of 14 % on their stock- and
this once more brought into view the unsatisfactory condi-
tions in the sugar industry. Then the bottom dropped out
of the crude rubber market, and the rubber stocks reflected
the fact in sharp declines in prices. Conditions in nearly
every direction were getting ‘progressively worse and the
stock market was getting progresively weaker as the re-

* sult, This, however, did not militate against movements

for higher prices in special stocks, mostly high priced ones,

a new lot of favorites of this kind being brought out from

time to time and ample funds for such movement appeared
all the time to be available. On more than one occasion

The motor stocks apparently gave the best account of
themselves. They yielded with the rest of the market, but
many of them suffered very little decline, nevertheless.
General Motors ranged between 1383 Feb. 14 and 13214 Feb,
18 and closed Feb. 29 at 1367%. Hudson Motor ranged be-
tween 88 Feb. 1 and 77% Feb. 20 and closed Feb. 29 at 8534.
Nash Motors did not fare so well, tumbling to 8034 Feb. 20
from 88% Feb. 2 and 10134 Jan. 3 and closing Feb. 29 at
861%. Packard Motor declined from 6135 Feb. 2 to 5614

The railroad stocks followed an independent course. They
were weak early in the montk, aleng with the rest of the .
list,-and. New Haven stock,-which had previously been per-
sistently strong, declined because of the meagreness of the
dividend on the resumption of dividend payments, On the
other hand, the latter part of the month these railroad stocks, *
were taken in hand and became the leaders in a forward"
movement. The returns ‘of earnings that came in the latter
part of February for the month of January were not so ex-
tremely bad as had been the exhibits for November and
December and yet were still unfavorable, the most of them.
An application for proxies on the part of a large holder
of Wabash stock sent the common stock of that company up
with great rapidity and that bad a stimulating effect upon
the railroad group as a whole. The action of the Inter-
State Commerce Commission in charging the Kansas City
Southern Rwy. with a violation of the Clayton Anti-Trust
Act in acquiring stock of the Missouri-KansasjTexas and the
St. Louis Southwestern was hardly calculated to stimulate
buying .of the railroad shares, but the railroad list never-
theless advanced, recovering some of its early: losses. The
Seaboard Air Line shares and also the different bond issues
of the same road were weak on the decline in the company’s ¢
earnings and a fear that interest on the adjustment incomes
weuld have to be suspended at the next interest payment
should earnings fail to improve. Atchison, Topeka & Santa -
Fe sold down from 18834 Feb. 1 to 182145 Feb. 29. New York
Central declined from 159% Feb. 1 to 156 Feb. 16, but
closed Feb. 29 at 160.

THE MONEY MARKET DURING FEBRUARY 1928.

The most noteworthy feature about the money market
during February was perhaps its steadiness and this steadi-
ness has reference more to the call loan branch of the mar-
ket than to the time loan division, in which latter, as it
happened, the rates charged for accommodation further

slightly advanced. The overshadowing influence at the.

opening of the month was the probable course of action of
the different Federal Reserve Banks in reference to raising
their re-discount rates. Doubt on that point, however, was
quickly dissolved, as the Federal Reserve Bank of New
York on the second day of the month advanced its rate from
3% to 4%, the higher rate becoming effective the next day
(Feb. 8), the New York institution in this respect follow-
ing the course of the Federal Reserve Banks of Chicago
and Richmond the previous week. After the New York
Reserve institution had taken the step—and action on the
part of this institution had not been looked for so early—
the subject quickly lost interest a dhthe subsequent action
of the other Reserve banks in gradd making similar ad-
vances, one after another, excited little or no interest, it
being felt that the advance in the rate by the New York
Reserve Bank was the prime consideration and that the
course of the other Reserve banks was of little moment,
especially as these might be expected to line up with the
New York institution just as actually happened. Brokers"
loans on the Stock Exchange kept expanding the early part
- of February, notwithstanding the higher rediscount rates
and notwithstanding also the policy of the Federal Reserve
Banks in selling to the market some of thejr holdings of
United States Government securities and notwithstanding
likewise that more or less liquidation was even then' in
progress on the Stock Exchange which ought to have dimin-
ished the demand for Stock Exchange accommodation. In-
stead of that, these brokers’ loans on Feb, 1 an Feb. 8
further increased and it was not until Feb..21 that/the week-
-1y returns of the Federal Reserve Board began to show a
substantial contraction in the outstanding amount of such
loans. But all this was without effect in the dall loan
branch of the marketf, the rates hovering between 4149
and 4% %, with an occasional dip to 4%.

Nor did the fact that the New York Clearing House banks
and trust companies in their weekly returns continued to
show impairment of reserves Saturday after Saturday, until
the very last Saturday in the month when a surplus above
legal requirements once more appeared, serve to cause the
least spurt in call loan rates, which, as stated, followed.
an even course from beginning to end of the month, Per-
haps a spurt would have occurred in the closing days of
the month, on preparation for the 1st of March interest and
dividend disbursements, except that by that time liquida-
tion on the Stock Exchange had reached large proportions
attended by big declines in prices, a circumstance which was
reflected in the reduction in the aggregate of brokers’ loans
which then occurred. As against 5% on Jan. 31, the re-
newal rate on call loans on the Stock Exchange on Feb, 1’
was 4% % with all other loans on that day at the same
figure. On Feb. 2 the renewal rate was again 415 %, though
some other loans were negotiated at 4%. On Feb. 3 the
renewal rate was dropped to 4% % and this also continued
the renewal figure the following "Monday, Feb. 6, on which
latter day some other loans were negotiated as high as
4% %. This 414% also became the renewal rate on Feb. 7,
and remained the renewal rate on Feb. 8 and Feb. 9. On
Friday, Feb. 10 (after a drop the previous day in the gen-
eral rate to 4%), the renewal Tate was dropped to 41, %.
The rest of the month the renewal figure alternated be-
tween 414 and 41%%, with 4% the rate on Feb? 28 and
Feb. 29. The Clearing House banks on several occasions
during the month called loans in substantial amounts, in or-
, der to make good impaired reserves, but loanable funds in
the call loan market were always in adequate supply, and
the rate never got higher than 41%%, On the other hand,
. it never dropped lower than 4% on the Stock Exchange,
" though in the outside market it was often possible to obtain

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With reference to the changes in the rates of rediscount
by the Federal Reserve Banks it has already been indicated

FEDERAL RESERVE AND CLEARING HOUSE BA. ;
;a BROKERS' LOANS. SEHRNES

The long-continued upward course of brokers’ loans was
broken in February but not until g further new high record
in all time had been established the early.part of the month,
Liquidation on the Stock Exchange, with severe declines in
prices, was responsible for the change. Leading banking
and financial interests had become greatly disturbed over
the magnitude of these loans and evidently directed their
efforts and energies towards reducing these borrowings,
and a measure of success attended these efforts, There
had been one downward turn in the aggregate during Janu-'
ary, the grand total of these loans to brokers and dealers '
secured by stocks and bonds by the 49 reporting member
banks in New York City having fallen off from $3,819,573,-
000 Jan. 11 to $3,787,924,000 Jan, 18, but this was followed
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by an immediate resumption of the upward movement, the
total rising to $3,788,685,000 Jan, 25 and to $3,815,820,000
Feb. 1. On Feb. 8 there was a further expansion to $3,-
835,020,000, thereby establishing a new high peak in all
time, but after that the movement was reversed, at first
in only a small kind of way and theh in more substantial
fashion. From $3,835,020,000 Feb. 8, the amount declined
to $3,819,385,000 Feb. 15, then fell to $3,728,316,000 Feb. 21,
and to $3,721,834,000 Feb. 29. This latter figure, however,
still showed a huge increase over the amount for the corre-
sponding period of the previous year, the total March 2
1927 having been only $2,813,045,000. It should be added

that the New York Stock Exchange figures of brokers’ loans,

which are more comprehensive than the Federal Reserve
figures .and therefore larger, after showing a comparatively
small decrease during January when the total fell from $4,-
432,907,321 Dec. 31 to - $4,420,352,541 Jan. 31, recorded a
- much more substantial decrease in February when the total
further declined to $4,322,578,914 Feb. 29. In this instance
comparison is with $3,256,459,379 on Feb. 28, 1927, showing
an increase for the twelve months of $1,066,119,5635, or larger
even than in the case of the Federal Reserve figures,
" The Federal Reserve Banks did not carry their policy of
reducing their holdings of United States Government se-
curities, by which means, along with the advance in their
rediscount rate, they hoped to restrict Stock Exchange
speculation much further, and as far as the effect of such
operations is to withdraw funds from the market, it could
have done little good if they had, since the member banks
began to increase their borrowings at the Reserve institu-
tions, thereby offsetting the withdrawal of funds caused by
. the sale of the Government securities referred to.  Be-
tween Jan, 4 and Feb. 1 the holdings of Government securi-
ties had been reduced from $627,403,000 to $433,661,000,
and on Feb, 8 there was a further réduction to $40;,339,000,
but on Feb. 15 there was an increase again to $408,433,000,
with the amount Feb. 21 down to $401,512,000, but back
to $407,602,000 Feb..29. On the other hand, the discounts
of the member banks heavily increased. The increase really
began the last week in Jan. as indicated by the fact that
between Jan. 25 and Feb. 1 the discount holdings of the
twelve Reserve institutions rose from $385,224,000 to $423,-
432,000. During February there was a further increase,
the total rising to $458,784,000 Feb. 8 and to $481,090,000
Feb. 15, and then after falling to $461,044,000 Feb. 21, rising
still higher to $492,568,000 Feb, 29. Including the holdings
of acceptances, which declined from $377,393,000 Feb. 1 to
$343,759,000 Feb. 29, the grand total of the holding of bills
and securities, which measures the real extent of the Reserve
credit in-use, did not vary greatly from week to week, but
all the time were greatly in excess of the corresponding
total of the preceding year. Total bill and security holdings
after increasing from $1,173,926,000 Jan. 25, to $1,234,986,-
000 Feb. 1 were $1,229,896,000 Feb. 8; $1,244,810,000 Feb.
15, $1,216,283,000 Feb. 21 and $1,244,929,000 Feb. 29 at
which figure comparison is with total bill and security
holdings on March 2, 1927, of only $1,036,641,000. The de-
posits of the twelve Reserve institutions, representing the
reserves of the member banks, declined from $2,451,902,000
Feb. 1 to $2,404,853,000 Feb. 21 and were $2,425605,000
Feb. 29, The amount of Federal Reserve notes in circulation
increased from $1,576,985,000 Feb. 1 to $1,591,898,000 Feb.
21, and were $1,588,238,000 I'eb. 29. Gold holdings of the
twelve Reserve institutions rose from $2,798,978,000 Feb. 1
to $2,819,786,000 Feb, 21, and were $2,808,370,000 Feb, 29.
The notable feature in the returns of the New York Clear-
ing House banks and trust companies during Iebruary
was .the fact that a deficit in reserves was shown on each
one of the first three Saturdays and that it was not until
Feb. 25 that the impairment was made good and excess
reserves established, During January also a. deficit was
shown on three of the four Saturdays, and as a matter of
fact a deficit also had been reported on Dec. 31 1927. Thus
it happened that until the change occurred on Feb. 25 there
had been deficits in reserves seven times out of the eight
preceding Saturdays. The drawing down of United States
Government deposits, against which no reserves are re-
quired, played its part in producing this situation. These
Government deposits are always stated distinct from the
ordinary deposits, and the amount, after having been re-
duced from $36,635,000 Jan. .7.to $20,067,000 Jan. 28, fell
further to $9,256,000 Feb. 25, and to $4,569,000 March 3.
Loans and discounts were reduced from $6,233,739,000 Jan.
28 to $6,073,382,000 Feb. 25, but were $6,192,312,000 March 3.
Deposits fell from $5,642,246,000 Jan, 28 to $5,5627,725,000
Feb. 25 and were $5,690,739,000 March 3. . The deficits in
reserves seem to have been caused by the failure of the

banks to maintain the required reserves with the Federal Re-’

serve Bank. This appear§ from the fact that as against
$652,485,000 reserve with the Federal Reserve Bank or
other legal depositories on Jan. 28—the one week when
the legal reserves  were in excess of requirements—the
amount Feb. 18 was only $628,758,000. On Feb. 25 when at
length excess reserves were shown (the amount of such ex-
cess being $28,258,800 as against an excess of $6,428,520
Jan. 28, but comparing with $20,283,840 deficit Feb. 4, $18,-
100,610 deficit Feb. 11, and $5,534,690 deficit Feb. 18), the
total of the reserve kept with the legal depositories wasagain

up to $660,625,000. On March 3, though the amount on de- :
posit with legal depositories fell off only to $655,429,000,
the banks narrowly escaped another deficit, excess reserve
dropping to $1,004,130, but. this followed from the $163,-
014,000 increase in deposits attending an expansion of
$118,930,000 in the total of the loans and discounts. The
item of “bills payable, rediscounts, acceptances and. other
liabilities” which. shows the extent to which the banks
have recourse to extraneous facilities for reinforcing their
position, after rising from $834,982,000 Jan. 28 to $862,278,-
000 Teb. 4, fell to $823,722,000 Feb. 11, and then increased
to $873,061,000 Feb. 25, the largest of any Saturday of th
year, but was $836,284,000 March 3. :
COURSE OF STERLING EXCHANGE DURING FEBRUARY.
During February sterling exchange again reversed its
course, a sharp rise occurring in the rates for bills on Lon-
don the latter part of the month and there was once more
discussion of the possibility of the resumption of gold ex-
ports to London from New York. The downward turn in
rates in January seems to have been largely due to the mark-
ing up of their rates of rediscount by the Federal Reserve
banks with the fear that the narrowing of the difference
between the rate here and that of the Bank of England
might lead to the withdrawal of American balances from
London and change the flow of short term funds so that
the movement would be in the direction of New York from
Europe, instead of from this side to the other side. The ac-
tion of the Federal Reserve Bank of Chicago on Jan. 25 in
raising its rate from 3% % to 4%, foreshadowed, of course,
a similar advance by the other Reserve institutions and the
New York Reserve Bank, which naturally is in more inti-
mate connection with financial London than any of the
other Reserve banks, was prompt to raise its rate on Feb.
2, to become effective Feb, 3, and it seems well enough to
note here parenthetically that if newspaper accounts are

| altogether reliable news of the action, or intended action, ,

of the New York Reserve Bank, reached London before it
was known here that the step had been taken or was to be
taken. The raising of the rate, however, did not have the

effect feared. With the Bank of England rate remaining ' .

at 41%4%, the London financial world still had a margin of
1% of 1% in its favor even after the advance in the New
York rate to 4%, and this difference, later events showed,
proved quite sufficient, and no reversal of the current or
short term funds occurred. When this appeared the hesi-
tancy and uncertainty which had characterized dealings
in sterling bills disappeared and was followed by a grad-
ual return to the customary normal condition. As'a result
the previous restraint on dealings was removed. Subsequent
developments seemed to show that there had been a con-
siderable abstention from 'buying while the. immediate fu-
ture of exchange appeared to be in doubt, purchases having
been withheld on the possibility that bills might be obtain-
able at lower figures, and this delayed buying, added to the
ordinary routine demand incident to the season, played its
part in the sudden and sharp advance in sterling which oc-
curred. '

At the close of January it had been freely predicted that
sterling would before long well below parity which is -
4.8665. This prediction coupled with uncertainty regarding

“the probable course of money rates both at New York and

at London, had a demoralizing effect upon trading on both
sides of the ocean. As the month of Iebruary advanced, it
became evident that the higer rediscount rates in this coun-
try were having no material effect in altering pre-existing
conditions, besides which there appeared to have been some
noticeable transfers of” funds from New York to London
in remittance of the proceeds of foreign loans placed in this
country. It happened, too, that‘the volume of sterling bills
on,offer was conspicuously small. At the same time there
was a shortage of spot sterling, which bankers attributed
to the buying of spot sterling and the selling of futures by
London banking interest acting in accordance with the Bank
of England policy which contemplates holding sterling at a
high level in order to attract gold from New York to Lon-
don. . The Bapk of England counts -upon large withdrawals.
of gold by the Bank of France from London at no distant
date and is preparing for the event. When this is' remem-
bered, along with the fact that _the present is usually the
season when sterling exchange ﬁegins normally to stiffen,
the sharp rise in rates which oceurred in February is not
difficult to understand. During the last ten days of Feb-
ruary sterling exchange was more active than at any time-
since the previous December. The demand was strong: .
throughout and the rate steadily advanced though with some-

The Bank of England was able further Ereatly to increase

its gold holdings during the month. In its return for the-
week ending Feb. 8 it reported a gain in gold of £1,687,172:

Feb, 15. This was followed by a loss in the statement for
Feb. 22 of £78,819 and of £667,855 in the return for Feb.
29. There seems to have been a conspicuous flow of money
to London from the continental centers of Europe. Accord-
ing to cable advices, -Amsterdam and Zurich were specially

_.prominent in transmitting to London, while Paris is claimed
to have been an active buyer of sterling bills since the re-
moval of the French embargo on capital exports.” There
was a considerable further return flow of gold to the United
States from Canada, but this was more than offset by large
exports from New York to South America, mainly to the
Argentine Republic, but also to Uruguay and Venezuela.
$5,200,000 gold also arrived at New York during the month
from Russia, being the first consignment of that kind under
the Soviet Government.

THE CONTINENTAL AND OTHER FOREIGN EXCHANGES.

There were no features of great moment in the exchanges
on the Continental centers. However, the tendency quite
generally was upward in sympathy with the sharp rise in
sterling. German marks in particular showed great strength
and this was ascribed to the resumption of bankers’ trans-
fers to the Berlin money market in conjunction with remit-
tances representing the proceeds of loans placed by various
German interests in the New York market. The Bank of
Germany in its return for the first week of February showed
a decrease in note‘circulation of 213,337,000 marks and this
was followed by a further decrease of 253,416,000 marks in
the 2d week and of 131, 562,000 marks in the 3d week, but
with the usual big' increase, this time 615,350,000 marks,

. in the fourth week of the month.. As against 2381%c on
Feb. 1, the mark for checks sold up to 23.89% Feb. 27, and
was quoted at 23.86@23.88% on Feb. 29. The Italian lire
was a trifle reactionary the early part of the month, but
_quickly recovered and Feb. 29 was 52874 @5.29% against

6.29% @5.295c. on Feb. 1. Italian lira was in demand all
through the month, with considerable activity in Italian

_exchange. The reason for this appears to have been the
repatriation of Italian capital and an influx of foreign
funds for investment in Italian securities. Also there was
a steady demand for immigrant remittances, which in the
aggregate bulk large. Taken as a whole, the activity was
based upon the stabilization program of Premier Mussolini,
splendid progress having been made in the process of adjust-
ment to stabilization. The stabilization of the lira appears

to have brought about a complete restoration of confidence.
Revaluation of Italian currency has necessitated many
changes in the affairs of the Bank of Italy. Its gold, pre-
viously carried at pre-war parity, has been increased to
correspond with the reduced parity of the lira. The Bank’s
foreign balances of all kinds have also been revalued ac-
cording to the new parity.. Silver holdings are no longer
included in the reserve, but are to be taken over by the
Italian treasury, to be issued as coins for replacing the
five, ten and twenty-five lira state notes previously in
circulation. There were no developments of importance dur-
ing the month concerning the French franc, which remains
under the complete control of the Bank of France.. The
franc for checks sold Feb. 29 at 3.9314@3.93 5-16 against
3.92% @3.928,c. Feb. 1. The French Government continued
to reduce its indebtedness to the Bank of France the first
three weeks, paying off 300,000,000 francs the first week of
February, 250,000,000 francs the second week, 150,000,000

francs the third week, but on the other hand, obtained 1,100,- -

000,000 francs of new advances in the final week. The
Bank of France showed an increase in note circulation of
503,372,000 francs the first week, with 316,383,000 francs
decrease the second week and 250,267,000 francs decrease

the third week, but with 730,991,000 francs increase the-last -

week of the month. There were no changes of importance
during the month in Greek or Polish exchange.

In the exchanges on the countries which were neutral dur-
ing the war perhaps the only special circumstance was the
decline in the Dutch guilder at a time when virtually all
the other continental exchanges recorded appreciation in
