January 1998

Note: Beginning with this report, the Consumer Price Indexes are being calculated on a revised basis, using 1993-95 expenditure
patterns and updated population weights. In addition, changes have been made to the item classification and structure, and a
number of technical improvements have been made. Over the next 2 years, additional improvements will be introduced.

The Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers
(CPI-U) rose 0.2 percent in January before seasonal adjust-
ment to a level of 161.6 (1982-84=100). For the 12-month
period ended in January, the CPI-U has increased 1.6 per-
cent.

The Consumer Price Index for Urban Wage Earners and
Clerical Workers (CPI-W) rose 0.1 percent in January, prior
to seasonal adjustment. The January 1998 CPI-W level of
158.4 was 1.3 percent higher than the index in January 1997.

CPI for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U)

On a seasonally adjusted basis, the CPI-U was unchanged
in January, following increases of 0.1 percent in each of
the preceding 2 months. The food index advanced 0.3
percent in January. Grocery store food prices rose 0.4
percent in January, resulting from a sharp increase in prices
for fruits and vegetables. The energy index, which fell 1.8
percent in December, declined 2.4 percent in January. The
index for petroleum-based energy decreased 3.5 percent,

and the index for energy services declined 1.5 percent.
Excluding food and energy, the CPI-U rose 0.2 percent, the
same as in December. The index for commodities less food
and energy commodities rose 0.1 percent, and the index for
services less energy services increased 0.2 percent in
January.

The food and beverages index rose 0.3 percent in January.
The index for grocery store food prices, which decreased
0.1 percent in December, rose 0.4 percent in January, due
to a sharp turnaround in the index for fruits and vegetables—
up 2.9 percent in January, after registering a 0.4-percent
decrease in December. The index for fresh vegetables rose
7.9 percent, while the index for fresh fruits declined 1.0
percent in January. The index for processed fruits and
vegetables rose 1.6 percent. The index for dairy and related
products increased 0.3 percent and was the only other major
grocery food group to register an advance in January. The
indexes for cereal and bakery products, for nonalcoholic
beverages, and for meats, poultry, fish, and eggs each

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declined—down 0.1, 0.2, and 0.3 percent, respectively—
while the index for other food at home was unchanged in
January. Within the index for meats, poultry, fish and eggs,
prices for breef, pork poultry and eggs prices all declined.
The other two components of the food and beverages in-
dex—food away from home and alcoholic beverages—rose
0.1 and 0.2 percent, respectively.

The housing component, which was unchanged in
December, rose 0.1 percent in January. Shelter costs rose
0.2 percent. Within shelter, rent and owners’ equivalent rent
each rose 0.2 percent, while lodging away from home
decreased 0.2 percent. The index for fuel and utilities,
which decreased 1.1 percent in December, fell 1.2 percent
in January. The index for household fuels declined 1.6
percent, reflecting decreases of 2.7 percent each in the
indexes for fuel oil and for natural gas and 1.0 percent in
the index for electricity. The index for household
furnishings and operation increased 0.2 percent in January.

The transportation component declined for the third con-
secutive month, down 0.3 percent in January. A drop in the
index for motor fuels offset uptumns in the indexes for pub-
lic transportation and for new vehicles. The index for gaso-
line, which declined 1.6 percent in December, fell 3.6 per-
cent in January. Gasoline prices have fallen 9.9 percent over
the last 12 months and as of January were 18.2 percent
lower than their peak level of November 1990. The index
for new vehicle prices increased 0.1 percent, following de-
clines in each of the preceding 5 months. (As of January,
about 80 percent of the new vehicle sample was represented
by 1998 models.) The index for used cars and trucks in-
creased 0.1 percent. Public transportation costs rose 1.6
percent in January. The index for airline fares, which de-
clined 3.9 and 1.4 percent in November and December, re-
spectively, increased 2.7 percent in January.

The index for apparel decreased 0.5 percent in January,

following a 0.2-percent rise in December. (Prior to sea-
sonal adjustment, apparel prices fell 1.4 percent.)

Medical care costs rose 0.1 percent in January to a level
2.7 percent above a year ago. The index for medical care
commodities—prescription drugs, nonprescription drugs,
and medical supplies—rose 0.2 percent. The index for
medical care services rose 0.1 percent. Charges for profes-
sional services increased 0.3 percent, while those for hos-
pital and related services declined 0.1 percent.

Recreation costs rose 0.3 percent in January, reflecting a
1.7-percent rise in the index for cable television.

The index for education and communication was un-
changed in January. A 0.4-percent increase in education
costs was offset by a 0.4-percent decrease in communica-
tion costs. Within the communication category, the indexes
for telephone services and for other information and infor-
mation processing services each declined; the cost of cel-
lular telephone services fell 1.0 percent.

The index for other goods and services rose 0.4 percent
in January, the same as in each of the 2 preceding months.
The index for tobacco and smoking products rose 0.7 per-
cent, and prices for personal care products increased 0.6
percent.

CPI for Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers
(CPI-W)

On a seasonally adjusted basis, the CPI for Urban Wage
Earners and Clerical Workers was unchanged in January.

CPI (old series)

For the first 6 months of 1998, BLS also will calculate old
series CPI-U and old series CPI-W, based on the 1982-84
expenditure pattern used in the CPI from 1987 through 1997.
These old series data are contained in tables 1(0S)-4(0S).
From December 1997 to January 1998, the old series CPI-U

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rose 0.2 percent, and the old series CPI-W rose 0.1 percent.
(Note: These series are not seasonally adjusted.)

Overview of Publication Changes

In January 1998, the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS)
introduced a new geographic area sample, a revised item
structure, and updated expenditure weights into the Con-
sumer Price Index (CPI). Approximately every 10 years,
the CPI undertakes this type of revision, in order to keep
the index up-to-date. Since World War II, revisions of the
CPI (besides this one) have been introduced in 1953, 1964,
1978, and 1987.

Because the changes the CPI undergoes during each re-
vision can have a major impact on our users, special steps
were taken, in order to ameliorate the effects of these
changes. Beginning with the release of the January 1997
index, data series that were to be changed or dropped from
publication have been footnoted in all BLS published tables.
This provided an early warning for users to reconsider their
use of those indexes and provided time for them to make
changes in their use. The 1998 CPI Revision contains sub-
stantial changes in both the items being presented and the
frequency of local area index publication.

Changes to item structure

Effective in 1998, there are considerable changes to both
the items being priced and the manner in which they are
being aggregated in the CP1. The most notable change in
presentation is a reconstruction of several major groups,
with a resulting change from the formerly available seven
major groups to the new total of eight.

Previously, the major groups were: Food and beverages,
housing, apparel and upkeep, transportation, medical care,
entertainment, and other goods and services. Three of these
groups—food and beverages, transportation, and medical
care remained the same. The apparel group was modified
to exclude apparel upkeep products and services. The en-
tertainment group has been slightly redefined into a major
group called recreation; and a new major group, education
and communication, has been formed from past subelements
of the housing, entertainment, and other goods and services
groups

Other important changes in the item structure at lower
levels are an expansion of the food away from home index,
a reorientation of the car and truck indexes to a Vehicle
index, and the expansion of the information processing
equipment index.

Changes to geographic structure

In each revision, the CPI geographic sample is selected
to be representative of current demographics of the United
States. The 1998 revision uses the 1990 Census of popula-
tion. The CPI developed an updated area sample design,
decided on new local area indexes, and changed the fre-
quency of publication for local area indexes, in order to
better reflect these new demographics.

In addition to the national index, BLS formerly published
indexes for 29 metropolitan areas. In 1998, it continues to
publish indexes for all but two of these areas—Buffalo-
Niagara Falls, NY, and New Orleans, LA. Due to the revised
Metropolitan Area (MA) definitions issued by the Office of
Management and Budget (OMB), two other areas,
Washington, DC, and Baltimore, MD, which the BLS
formerly published separately, constitute a new Consolidated
Metropolitan Statistical Area. A single index is now
published for this consolidated area.

The new publication plan for local area indexes, that be-
gan with the index for January 1998, is summarized below:

* Monthly indexes are now published for the three larg-
est metropolitan areas. Because of sample design con-
siderations, indexes for the Philadelphia and San Fran-
cisco areas, both formerly published monthly, are now
published every other month, following the release of
the December, 1997 index.

* Bimonthly indexes are published for the next 11 larg-
est areas, including Atlanta and Seattle (These cities
used to have semiannual average indexes.)

* Semiannual average indexes are now published for
12 additional areas, including Pittsburgh and St. Louis.
(These cities formerly had bimonthly indexes.)

* BLS continues to publish separate indexes for the four
census regions of the United States. However, begin-
ning in 1998, there are only two area size classes for
metropolitan areas, instead of the former three: Size
A—areas with a population greater than 1.5 million;
and size B/C—areas with less than 1.5 million popula-
tion. This cutoff of 1.5 million in population reflects
arise from the former cutoff of 1.2 million and is im-
portant, since cities in size class A are those for which
the Bureau publishes city level indexes. The B/C size
class is a combination of the old Size B and Size C
metropolitan areas. In addition to the two metropoli-
tan area size indexes for each region, separate Size D
indexes for urban non-metropolitan areas continue to
be published for both the Midwest and the South.
(Separate indexes for Northeast and West urban
nonmetropolitan areas were discontinued in 1987.)

A note on seasonally adjusted data

Beginning with release of seasonal adjustment factors
for 1997 in February 1998, seasonal adjustment will be
performed using X-12-ARIMA. X-12-ARIMA is a seasonal

adjustment software package developed by the U.S.
Department of Commerce, Bureau of the Census. The X-
12-ARIMA seasonal adjustment program is an enhanced
version of the X-11 Variant of the Census Method II seasonal
adjustment program. The enhancements include a variety
of new diagnostics and modeling tools, to help the user
detect and remedy any inadequacies in the seasonal
adjustments obtained under the program options selected.

In addition, seasonally adjusted data for some index series
have been affected by changes to the CPI publication
structure introduced with data for January 1998.

BLS to maintain current reference base of 1982-
84=100 for most CPI index series

The Bureau of Labor Statistics previously indicated its
intention to change the numerical reference base for both
the Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers (CPI-
U) and the Consumer Price Index for Urban Wage Earners
and Clerical Workers (CPI-W) from their present 1982-
84=100 base to a 1993-95=100 base, effective with release
of the January 1999 index in February 1999. BLS also in-
dicated that the alternate, or 1967=100 base, will be dis-
continued in 1999, as well. This plan was initially described
in the December 1996 Monthly Labor Review, which con-
tained several articles that dealt with the 1998 CPI revi-
sion.

BLS has now decided not to implement this rebasing plan.
Instead, the Bureau will maintain the reference base of 1982-
84=100 used for most items. In addition, the 1967=100
reference base will continue to be the alternate base for the
All Items indexes. This decision is based, in part, on the
fact that historical data have less precision after rebasing.
(Rebasing is simply an arithmetic transformation that does
not substantively impact the index.) Because rebased in-
dex values are smaller than before the rebasing took place,
however, the loss of precision due to rounding is serious.
In addition, retaining the old index reference base will spare
users the inconvenience associated with conversion.

Changes in the numerical reference base should not be
confused with the plans by BLS to update the market bas-
ket of the CPI. With release of the January CPI in February
1998, the expenditure weights applied to CPI categories
will be based on consumer spending patterns for 1993-95.
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Using a Hedonic Model to Adjust Prices of Personal Computers in the
Consumer Price Index for Changes in Quality

Effective with the release of data for January 1998, BLS introduced an improved quality adjustment
technique in a new stratum called personal computers and peripheral equipment in the Consumer Price
Index (CPD).

Formerly, personal computers were part of the information processing equipment stratum. As previ-
ously announced, beginning with the CPI for January 1998, information processing equipment became
an expenditure class entitled Information and information processing other than telephone services. Per-
sonal computers and peripheral equipment are one of four strata in that expenditure class.

Analysts in the Producer Price Index (PPI) program have developed and implemented a regression proce-
dure, called a hedonic model, that decomposes the price of personal computers into implicit prices for each
important feature and component of the computer. This model, which has been used in the PPI since 1991,
provides a way to estimate the value of price changes or improvements. (The CPI has used similar hedonic
methods to adjust apparel prices for many years.)

Starting with the CPI for January 1998, when a personal computer (or selected item of peripheral equip-
ment, such as a modem) in the CPI sample improves in some way, a regression-based quality adjustment is
made. The value of the improvement, as derived from the PPI regression estimates, is deducted from the
observed price change for the product. (Conversely, if a model deteriorates, the value of the difference is
added to the price.)

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Response Rates for the Consumer

Price Indexes, 1997

This article and the accompanying tables update articles pre-
viously published on response rates in the CP/ Detailed Re-
port for March 1991 and in the January issues of 1992 through
1997.

In an effort to measure the outcome of data collection for
the CPI, the Bureau calculates response rates. Response rates
measure the proportion of completed surveys to those issued
and help measure the accuracy of the CPI. Failure of a data
unit to respond at either the data collection stage or estimation
stage represents a loss of statistical information, which dilutes
the accuracy of the sample. BLS publishes response rates an-
nually to assist the data user in judging the accuracy of CPI
data.

BLS calculates response rates for the CPI-U at the data col-
lection phase for initiation and pricing and at the data estima-
tion phase for pricing. The response rate at the data collection
phase is the number of responding sample units divided by
the number of eligible sample units. A sample unit is eligible,
if it belongs to the defined target population and if it provides
information for one or more items. The response rate at esti-
mation is defined as the number of sample units used in esti-
mation divided by the number of eligible sample units.

Response rates for 1997 are presented in tables R-1 through
R-16. Table R-1 shows response rates for all data included in
the CPI-U, U.S. city average, by major group, for all of 1997.
Tables R-2 through R-16 show rates for current data collec-
tion in selected areas for which indexes are published monthly
and bimonthly.

Response rates in tables R-1 through R-16 are separated
into commodities and services and the shelter portion of hous-
ing. Commodities and services are further broken down into

outlets and quotes. An “outlet” is a generic term that desig-
nates the place where prices are collected. A “quote” is a
specific item to be priced in a specific outlet. (There can be
from 1 to more than 50 quotes priced in each outlet.)

In table R-1, it is important to note the relatively low per-
centages of quotes reported, collected, and used in estimation
for apparel and upkeep. Low rates for these items can be par-
tially attributed to the design of the apparel sample. Because
seasonal apparel items commonly are in stores only during
certain times of the year, most of the apparel sample is doubled,
with each half of the sample designated for pricing during
part of the year. Thus, at any particular time of the year, a
large number of apparel quotes, although eligible, are desig-
nated out of season and are not collected.

The shelter section in tables R-1 through R-16 includes
categories for owners, renters, and those for whom the tenure
status is unknown. A unit qualifies as an owner or renter unit,
if its tenure status is known either by previous knowledge or
is collected in the current interview period. The response rates
at the data collection phase for shelter are separated into three
categories. If useable information is obtained, the unit is
designated dura reported 1If the assigned unit is located but is
unoccupied, the unit is designated fournd vacans. In instances
where the unit is eligible but no data are available (for example,
refusals or no one at home) the unit is designated os%er.

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Intervention Analysis in
Seasonal Adjustment

Seasonal adjustment is the process by which the typical
seasonal movement of prices for goods or services in a Con-
sumer Price Index series is quantified and factored out of the
series. This process permits analysis of nonseasonal price
movements. CPI series use the X-12-ARIMA program de-
veloped by the Bureau of the Census to calculate factors for
seasonal adjustment of both historical and current series.
Some CPI series are adjusted using intervention analysis sea-
sonal adjustment techniques.

Intervention analysis seasonal adjustment is a technique
that allows nonseasonal economic phenomena, such as outli-
ers and level shifts to be factored out of the indexes before
calculation of the seasonal adjustment factors. A level shift
is a change (or shift) in the price level of a CPI series occur-
ring over 1 or several months caused by events such as a
sales tax increase or oil embargo. The result is an adjustment
based on a representation of the series with the seasonal pat-
tern emphasized. Intervention analysis seasonal adjustment
also makes it possible to account for seasonal shifts, result-
ing in a better seasonal adjustment in the periods before and
after the shift occurred.

When X-12-ARIMA is used to perform intervention analy-
sis seasonal adjustment, the unusual events are modeled as
part of the seasonal adjustment process, using X-12-ARIMA’s
built-in regressors for directly estimating the effects of sud-
den level changes and other disruptions and removing those
effects before calculation of the seasonal factors. For a more
comprehensive discussion of X-12-ARIMA and intervention
analysis seasonal adjustment, see “Improvements to CPI Pro-
cedures for intervention analysis seasonal adjustment” in the
December 1996 issue of the CP/ Detailed Report.

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The Impact of the 1998 Revision

on Seasonal Adjustment

The 1998 Consumer Price Index revision included the in-
troduction of a new item structure and the updating of ex-
penditure weights. For data through December 1997, the sea-
sonally adjusted U.S. city average All items index was calcu-
lated by aggregating 60 component series. Beginning with
the January 1998 data, the seasonally adjusted U.S. city av-
erage All items index will be calculated by aggregating 73
component series. The seasonally adjusted component se-
ries are used in the aggregation when possible; for series that
are not adjusted, the unadjusted series is used in the aggrega-
tion. The new components reflect the new item structure and
were chosen to maximize the amount of index weight eli-
gible for seasonal adjustment. (Index series must have 5 years
of data available to be eligible.) In the revised structure, 95
percent of the weight of the All items index is eligible for
seasonal adjustment.

Seasonal adjustment is a retrospective process. Seasonal
factors and seasonally adjusted indexes are calculated using
the most recent 8 years of data. In February 1998, season-
ally adjusted indexes for January 1993 through December
1997 were revised. For component index series that contin-

ued from the old item structure, seasonal factors for January
1998-December 1998 were projected by duplicating the Janu-
ary 1997-December 1997 seasonal factors. New series are
not seasonally adjusted, due to lack of data.

For aggregate series that changed composition in the re-
vised CPI, historical seasonal factors were constructed, us-
ing the old aggregation structure and weights. The 1998 sea-
sonal factors for these indexes are based on the new aggrega-
tion structure and the updated (1993-1995) expenditure
weights. Seasonal factors for new aggregate series, such as
the major groups “Recreation” and “Education and Commu-
nication,” are also constructed for 1998, using the new weights
and aggregation structure. These new aggregate series are
now available for January 1993 through December 1997, only
on an unadjusted basis. We are examining the possibility of
providing historical seasonal factors and seasonally adjusted
indexes for these series. In the future, we may also provide
seasonal factors for the special historical research series avail-
able on request for certain other indexes, such as Housing,
which changed composition with the revision but were deemed
continuous.

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Technical Notes

Brlef Explanation of the CPI

The Consumer Price Index (CPI) is a measure of the aver-
age change in prices over time in a fixed market basket of
goods and services. The Bureau of Labor Statistics publishes
CPI's for two population groups: (1) a CPI for All Urban
Consumers (CPI-U) which covers approximately 87 percent
of the total population and (2) a CPI for Urban Wage Earners
and Clerical Workers (CPI-W) which covers 32 percent of the
total population. The CPI-U includes, in addition to wage
earners and clerical workers, groups such as professional,
managerial, and technical workers, the self-employed, short-
term workers, the unemployed, and retirees and others not in
the labor force.

The CPI is based on prices of food, clothing, shelter, and
fuels, transportation fares, charges for physicians’ and dentists’
services, drugs, and other goods and services that people buy
for day-to-day living. Prices are collected in 87 urban areas
across the country from about 50,000 housing units and
approximately 23,000 retail establishments-department stores,
supermarkets, hospitals, filling stations, and other types of
stores and service establishments. All taxes directly associated
with the purchase and use of items are included in the index.
Prices of fuels and a few other items are obtained every month
in all 87 locations, Prices of most other commodities and
services are collected every month in the three largest
metropolitan areas and every other month in other areas. Prices
of most goods and services are obtained by personal visits or
telephone calls by the Bureau'’s trained representatives.

In calculating this index, price changes for the various items
in each location are averaged together with weights that rep-
resent their importance in the spending of the appropriate
population group. Local data are then combined to obtain a
U.S. city average. Separate indexes are also published by size
of city, by region of the country, for cross-classifications of
regions and population-size classes, and for 26 local areas.
Area indexes do not measure differences in the level of prices
among cities; they only measure the average change in prices
for each area since the base period.

The index measures price change from a designed refer-
ence date—1982-84, which equals 100.0. Anincrease of 16.5
percent, for example, is shown as 116.5. This change can
also be expressed in dollars as follows: the price of a base

period market basket of goods and services in the CPI has
risen from $10 in 1982-84 to $11.65.

Calculating iIndex Changes

Movements of indexes from one month to another are usu-
ally expressed as percent changes, rather than changes in in-
dex points, because index point changes are affected by the
level of the index in relation to its base period, while percent
changes are not. The example below illustrates the computa-
tion of index point and percent changes.

Percent changes for 3-month and 6-month periods are ex-
pressed as annual rates and are computed according to the
standard formula for compound growth rates. These data in-
dicate what the percent change would be, if the current rate
were maintained for a 12-month period.

Energy Prices

Prices are usually available for the U.S. city average, 13
large metropolitan areas, the 4 census regions, 3 size classifi-
cations, and 10 areas reflecting the 4 census regions cross-
classified by the 3 population sizes. However, not all energy
commodities and services are used in every area of the coun-
try. Fuel oil, for example, is not a common heating fuel in
some urban areas, particularly in the South and West. Where
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no average prices are available, the designation NA appears.
This designation also appears, if the data sufficiency criteria
have not been met in any given month. For example, if there
are fewer than five usable fuel oil prices for a published city
or region size class, no fuel oil prices for the area will be
published.

All prices are collected monthly by BLS representatives
in the urban areas priced for the CPI. Prices for natural gas
and electricity include fuel and purchased gas adjustments
and all applicable taxes. Fuel oil and gasoline prices include
applicable Federal, State, and local taxes.

Natural gas and electricity. Natural gas prices are reported
in therms, which are a measure of heating value. Electricity
prices are given in kilowatt hours (kwh). For both utility
services, the consumption ranges specified in table P2 are
the upper and lower limits of bills priced for the CPI. The
average prices per therm and per kilowatt hour are calculated
from bills priced within these ranges. It should be noted that
bills priced for the CPI are not only for different consump-
tion amounts, but may also be calculated from different types
of residential rate schedules. 7%e average price per therm
and per kilowatt hour are not, therefore, generally suitable
Jor use in place-fo-place price comparisons.

The average prices for 40 and 100 therms of natural gas
and for 500-kilowatt hours of electricity (shown in table P1)
are calculated from a special price collection program. These

average prices are not used in the calculation of the CPI. Since
heating and air-conditioning requirements vary by geographic
location, climate, and weather conditions, it cannot be in-
ferred that these consumption amounts represent those used
by a typical residential consumer. These bills are used merely
to track price changes over time for constant amounts of con-
sumption and to provide continuity with prices of natural gas
and electricity, formerly published in conjunction with the
unrevised CPIL

Fuel orl. Only #2 fuel oil (home heating oil) is priced. (See
table P1.) Prices are collected, in most cases, for quantities
greater than one gallon. These prices are converted to a gal-
lon price for this program. Fuel oil prices reflect discounts
for quantity and/or quick payment.

Gasoline and automotive diesel fuel. Gasoline and diesel
prices, shown in table P3, are collected at the pump from a
sample of full service, mini-service, and self-service gas sta-
tions.

Approximate British thermal unit (Btu) values for some
energy items are as follows, according to the source
indicated:

1 therm = 100,000 Btu’s (U.S. Department of Energy)

1 kWh = 3,412 Btu’s (Edison Electric Institute)

North Central
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Food and Beverage Prices

Actual weighted average prices for food and beverages are
calculated each month at the national level and for the four
census geographic regions, as shown in table P4. As aresult
of changes in price collection methodology and sample sizes,
average prices for individual cities cannot, in general, be pro-
duced. It is hoped, however, that regional average prices will
help satisfy the need for local area data. It should be noted
that average prices for food in this report reflect variations in
brand, quality, and size among geographic areas. Users of
average food prices should be aware that these differences
exist.

Because a number of food commodities are not available in
all areas on a year-round basis, prices will not appear in some
months for some regions or for the U.S. city average. In other
instances, sufficient prices may not be available, due to tem-
porary disruptions in supplies. Where no average prices are
available, the designation NA appears. When a price is not
available from an individual store in any month, an estimated
price will be calculated for the missing item and used in com-
puting the average price. In cases where the proportion of
estimated prices used to calculate the average is considered
too high, the average price is not published and NA appears
for that item in the table.

Because of space limitations in the table, the description
for each item is abbreviated. More detailed specifications are
available from BLS regional offices or from the Washington
office upon request.

Seasonally Adjusted and
Unadjusted Data

Because price data are used for different purposes by dif-
ferent groups, the Bureau of Labor Statistics publishes sea-
sonally adjusted, as well as unadjusted changes, each month.

For analyzing general price trends in the economy, sea-
sonally adjusted changes are usually preferred, since they
eliminate the effect of changes that normally occur at the same
time and in about the same magnitude every year—such as
price movements resulting from changing climatic conditions,
production cycles, model changeovers, holidays, and sales.

The unadjusted data are of primary interest to consumers
concerned about the prices they actually pay. Unadjusted data
also are used extensively for escalation purposes. Many col-
lective bargaining contract agreements and pension plans, for
example, tie compensation changes to the Consumer Price
Index unadjusted for seasonal variation.

Seasonal factors used in computing seasonally adjusted in-
dexes are derived by the X-12-ARIMA Seasonal Adjustment
Method. The updated seasonal data at the end of 1977 re-
placed data from 1967 through 1977. Subsequent annual up-
dates have replaced 5 years of seasonal data, e.g., data from
1993 through 1997 were replaced at the end of 1997. The
seasonal movement of all items and 54 other aggregations is
derived by combining the seasonal movement of 73 selected

reevaluated, based on certain statistical criteria. If any of the
73 components change their seasonal adjustment status from
seasonally adjusted to not seasonally adjusted, not seasonally
adjusted data will be used for the last 5 years; but the season-
ally adjusted indexes will be used before that period.

Effective with the calculation of the seasonal factors for
1990, the Bureau of Labor Statistics has used an enhanced
seasonal adjustment procedure called intervention analysis sea-
sonal adjustment for some CPI series. Intervention analysis
seasonal adjustment allows for better estimates of seasonally
adjusted data. Extreme values and/or sharp movements, which
might distort the seasonal pattern, are estimated and removed
from the data, prior to calculation of seasonal factors. Begin-
ning with the calculation of seasonal factors for 1996, X-12-
ARIMA software was used for intervention analysis seasonal
adjustment.

For the fuel oil and the motor fuels indexes, this procedure
was used to offset the effects that extreme price volatility would
otherwise have had on the estimates of seasonally adjusted
data for those series. For some women’s apparel indexes and
the girls’ apparel index, the procedure was used to offset the
effects of changes in pricing methodology. For the tobacco
and smoking products index, this procedure was used to off-
set the effects of increases in excise taxes and wholesale to-
bacco prices. For some alcoholic beverage series, interven-
tion analysis seasonal adjustment was used to offset the ef-
fects of excise tax increases. For the nonalcoholic beverages
index, the procedure was used to offset the effects of a large
increase in coffee prices, due to adverse weather. For the water
and sewerage maintenance index, the procedure was used to
account for a data collection anomaly.

A description of intervention analysis seasonal adjustment,
as well as a list of unusual events modeled and seasonal factors
for these items, may be obtained by writing to the Bureau of
Labor Statistics, Division of Consumer Prices and Price Indexes,
Washington, DC 20212 or by calling Claire McAnaw Gallagher
at (202) 606-6968 or e-mailing her (gallagher_c@bls.gov).

Beginning with the release of seasonal adjustment factors
for 1997, in February 1998, seasonal adjustment will be
performed using X-12-ARIMA. X-12-ARIMA is anew sea-
sonal adjustment software package developed by the U.S.
Department of Commerce, Bureau of the Census. The X-
12-ARIMA seasonal adjustment program is an enhanced
version of the X-11 Variant of the Census Method II sea-
sonal adjustment program. The enhancements include a
variety of new diagnostics and modeling tools to help the
user detect and remedy any inadequacies in the seasonal
adjustments obtained under the program options selected.

These indexes, which
refer to the arithmetic average for the 6-month periods from
January through June and July through December, are pub-
lished with release of the CPI for July and January, respec-
tively, in August and February for:

How to Obtain Consumer Price Index

Consumer Price Index (CPI) information is available from
the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BL.S) electronically, through
publication subscriptions, and via telephone and fax through
automated recordings. Information specialists are also avail-
able in the national and regional offices, to provide help and
to respond to questions.

Electronic access to CPI data

BLS on the Internet. Through the Internet, BLS provides
free, continuous access to published CPI data and press re-

leases. The most recent month’s CPI is made available im-
mediately at the time of release. Additionally, a database called
LABSTAT, containing current and historical data for the CP1
is accessible. Data and press releases from other BLS surveys
are also available. The BLS site is accessible via the World Wide
Web (WWW), Gopher, and File Transfer Protocol (FTP), as
described below. Send e-mail to Zabstat helpdesk@bis.gov fOor
help using any of these systems.

World Wide Web. BLS maintains a Web site (Attp-//
stats.Bls.gov). This BLS homepage provides access to
LABSTAT, as well as links to program-specific homepages.
The CPI homepage Affp.//stats.bis.gov/cpihome. htm provides
other CPI information, as well as indexes. This includes a
brief explanation of methodology, frequently asked questions
and answers, contacts for further information, and explana-
tions of how the CPI handles special items, like medical care
and housing.

Summary CPI data are provided on 24-hour recorded mes-
sages. Detailed CPI information is available by calling (202)
606-STAT. A touch-tone telephone is recommended, as this
system allows the user to select specific indexes from lists of
available data.

Recorded summaries of CPI are also available by calling
any one of the metropolitan area CPI hot lines listed below.
These hotline summaries typically include data for the U.S.
city average, as well as the specified area. These recordings
are approximately 3 minutes in length, do not require a touch-
tone telephone, and are available 24 hours a day, 7 days a
week.
