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Price Movements 
July 1991

The Producer Price Index for Finished Goods moved 
down 0.2 percent, seasonally adjusted, from June to July. 
The July decrease followed a decline of 0.3 percent in June 
and a rise of 0.6 percent in May. The Intermediate Goods 
Price Index fell 0.3 percent over the month after inching 
up 0.1 percent in June and dropping in each of the preced­
ing 6 months. Crude material prices edged up 0.2 percent 
following a decrease of 1.9 percent a month earlier. (See 
table A.)

Among finished goods, indexes for both consumer foods 
and energy goods fell about as much in July as in June. 
Prices for other kinds of finished goods rose 0.2 percent 
after showing no change in June and advancing 0.4 percent 
in May.

Before seasonal adjustment, the Finished Goods Price 
Index moved down 0.2 percent in July to 121.6 
(1982= 100). Over the 12 months ended in July 1991, the 
Producer Price Index for Finished Goods rose 2.9 percent. 
During this same period, consumer food prices edged 
down 0.2 percent, the index for finished energy goods 
climbed 13.7 percent, prices for consumer goods other 
than foods and energy rose 3.6 percent, and capital equip­
ment increased 3.0 percent. Prices received by domestic 
producers of intermediate goods moved up 0.8 percent 
from July 1990 to July 1991, while the Crude Goods Price 
Index was 2 percent lower than its level of a year ago.

Finished goods

The index for finished consumerfoods decreased 0.8 per­
cent, seasonally adjusted, from June to July, after falling 0.6 
percent in the preceding month. Prices for fresh and dried 
vegetables, which had soared in April and May before re­
treating somewhat in June, slumped nearly 25 percent in 
July, leaving this index only 3.4 percent higher than it had 
been 12 months earlier; prices for tomatoes, lettuce, and 
snap beans each fell more than 30 percent in July. Roasted 
coffee prices fell 5.5 percent, more than in any of the 5 pre­
ceding months. Prices for processed chickens, beef and 
veal, and shortening and cooking oils also declined more 
than in June. In addition, prices for eggs and bakery prod­
ucts turned down following June increases, and soft drinks 
were unchanged after rising in June. In contrast, indexes for 
fish, processed fruits and vegetables, pasta, and confection­
ery end products turned up after dropping a month earlier. 
Dairy products advanced more than in the previous month, 
and pork prices declined less than in June. Fresh fruit prices 
moved up as much as they had the month before.

The index for finished energy goods moved down 1.3 
percent, about the same as in the preceding month. Gaso­
line prices fell more than in June, but indexes for residen­
tial electricity and residential gas turned up following June 
decreases. In addition, home heating oil prices increased 
more than in June.

After decreasing 0.4 percent in June, the index for con­
sumer nondurable goods other than foods and energy 
turned up 0.6 percent. Most of this turnaround was due to 
the tobacco products index, which advanced 2.2 percent in 
July, seasonally adjusted, after dropping 3.2 percent in 
June; before seasonal adjustment, this index rose a little 
more than 2 percent in both months. In addition, alcoholic 
beverages and over-the-counter drugs rose more than in 
the preceding month, and the index for soaps and deter­
gents moved up considerably after remaining unchanged 
in June. The index for prescription drugs rose more than 1 
percent for the second consecutive month. The news­
papers index edged up much more slowly than in June, 
however.

The consumer durables index showed no change after 
small declines in each month of the second quarter. Pas­
senger car prices inched down seasonally adjusted after a 
much larger June decrease, although the July decline was 
somewhat larger than June’s before seasonal adjustment. 
Indexes for books, home electronic equipment, and gold 
jewelry turned down following sizable advances a month 
earlier. In addition, the increase in light truck prices 
slowed.

The capital equipment index inched up 0.1 percent over 
the month following a rise of 0.3 percent in June. The ships 
index was unchanged in July in the wake of a steep climb a 
month earlier, and prices for trucks and metal cutting ma­
chine tools moved up considerably less than in June. Com­
puter prices continued to drop rapidly. In contrast, prices 
for civilian aircraft and agricultural machinery rose some­
what more than in June, and indexes for oil and gas field 
machinery, truck trailers, and textile machinery turned up 
rapidly after decreasing in the previous month.

Intermediate goods

After edging up 0.1 percent in May, the Producer Price 
Index for Intermediate Materials, Supplies, and Compo­
nents dropped 0.3 percent in July, seasonally adjusted. 
Prices turned down for energy goods and materials for 
durable manufacturing following increases in June, and 
price advances slowed for construction materials. Prices 
for materials for nondurable manufacturing, however, did 
not drop as fast as they did in June. (See table B.)

The index for energy goods fell 1.1 percent following a 
marginal rise in June. Prices for gasoline and liquefied 
petroleum gas fell much faster than in the preceding 
month. Indexes for jet fuels and commercial natural gas 
turned down following June increases, and industrial pow­
er prices dropped after showing no change in the previous 
month. Price advances slowed for residual fuel. In con­
trast, price increases accelerated for commercial power 
and for natural gas to electric utilities. Diesel fuel prices 
rose more than 1 percent for the third consecutive month.

The increase in the index for materials and components 
for construction slowed to 0.2 percent following a 0.6-per­
cent advance in June. Prices for softwood lumber and ply­
wood turned down following sizable increases in each of 
the 2 preceding months. By contrast, prices for plastic con­
struction products increased faster than in June, gypsum 
products edged up following three substantial declines, 
and nonferrous wire and cable advanced after showing no 
change in June. Most other kinds of construction materi­
als registered small changes in July.

The index for materials for durable manufacturing 
inched down 0.1 percent after rising 0.2 percent in the pre­
ceding month. Moderate declines were registered for cold
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rolled steel sheets, aluminum mill shapes, and for primary 
gold, aluminum, and silver. These decreases more than 
offset advances for semifinished steel mill products, cop­
per and brass mill shapes, and for primary lead, copper, 
and platinum.

The foods and feeds index dropped 1.1 percent after de­
creasing 0.5 percent in June. Prepared animal feeds and 
crude vegetable oils turned down following increases in 
the preceding month, and flour prices dropped more than 
in June. In contrast, prices for confectionery materials 
turned up, price declines slowed for pork, and cheese 
prices rose faster than in the preceding month.

The index for materials for nondurable manufacturing 
fell 0.3 percent after dropping 0.7 percent in June/ Paper 
showed no change for July following 5 months of declines. 
Price decreases slowed for petrochemicals, plastic resins 
and materials, and woodpulp. In addition, increases for 
paperboard and fertilizer material prices accelerated. 
Prices turned up for medicinal chemicals, processed yams 
and threads, gray fabrics, and finished fabrics after falling 
in the preceding month. By contrast, prices for many in­
dustrial chemicals, leather, and paint materials turned 
down after advancing in the previous month.

Crude goods

The Producer Price Index for Crude Materials for Fur­
ther Processing advanced 0.2 percent, seasonally adjusted, 
from June to July following a 1.9-percent decrease in the 
preceding month. After a substantial decline in June, 
prices for crude energy goods turned up. In addition, the 
index for crude nonfood materials other than energy fell 
less than in the month before. The index for crude food­
stuffs and feedstuffs, however, turned down following a 
moderate increase in June. (See table B.)

The index for crude energy materials turned up 2.0 per­
cent in July after a 3.5-percent drop in June. Most of this 
upturn was due to the crude petroleum index, which 
climbed 5.5 percent following a 4.7-percent decrease a 
month earlier. Furthermore, the index for natural gas (to 
pipelines) declined much less than in June, and coal prices 
rose more than in either of the 2 preceding months.

The index for basic industrial materials fell 0.7 percent, 
considerably less than the 2.6-percent drop in June. Prices 
for scrap metals, silver ores, and softwood logs turned up 
after decreasing a month earlier. Indexes for leaf tobacco 
and for sand and gravel advanced more than in the prior 
month. By contrast, prices for copper ores, cattle hides, 
and raw cotton fell more than in the month before, and 
hardwood log prices decreased after showing no change in

June. In addition, the wastepaper index declined more 
than 6 percent for the second consecutive month.

Following a 0.7-percent increase in June, the crude 
foodstuffs and feedstuffs index fell 1.7 percent. Prices for 
hay, soybeans, wheat, and live poultry turned down after 
rising in the preceding month. Indexes for cattle and fluid 
milk moved up less than in June. Prices for com, fresh and 
dried fruits and vegetables, and raw cane sugar fell more 
than in the month before. In contrast, prices turned up for 
hogs and unprocessed fin fish after dropping substantially 
in the previous month.

Net output price indexes for mining, manufactur­
ing, and service industries

Mining. The Producer Price Index for the net output of 
total domestic mining industries increased 0.8 percent in 
July following a 3.1-percent decline in June. (Net output 
price indexes are not seasonally adjusted.) Prices for the 
oil and gas extraction industry group turned up 1.1 per­
cent after falling 4.3 percent a month earlier. In contrast, 
prices for the metal mining industry group declined 4.4 
percent, much more than in June. Prices turned down for 
the nonmetallic minerals mining industry group after 
inching up a month earlier. In July, the Producer Price 
Index for total mining stood at 76.2 (December 
1984= 100), 2.8 percent higher than a year earlier. 
Manufacturing. The Producer Price Index for total do­
mestic manufacturing industries dipped 0.3 percent in 
July after showing no change in June. Prices retreated 
across a broad front, led by the petroleum refining indus­
try group, which moved down 3.2 percent following a 
1.2-percent decline in June. Prices also fell in July for the 
industry groups for leather, chemicals, food products, 
printing and publishing, and primary metal industries. In 
contrast, prices advanced from June to July for tobacco 
manufactures (2.2 percent), lumber and wood products, 
textile mill products, and measuring and controlling in­
struments. The index for the net output of the domestic 
manufacturing sector stood at 115.3 in July (December 
1984= 100), 1.9 percent higher than its level 12 months 
earlier.
Services. Among service industries, prices declined for 
tour operators (3.7 percent), domestic deep sea freight 
transportation, collection of scrap and waste materials, 
natural gas utilities, and scheduled air transportation. 
However, prices increased for electric power utilities, 
radio broadcasting, water transportation of freight, rail­
road freight, travel agencies, and foreign deep sea freight 
transportation.
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Resampling of Industries

Three mining and 48 manufacturing resampled indus­
tries are being introduced this month; in addition, an index 
for truck rental and leasing is being introduced in the 
services component. Indexes for these industries and most 
of their products will continue to appear in table 5 of the 
monthly detailed report, Producer Price Indexes. Under 
the resampling procedure, the sample for an industry is 
updated to reflect current conditions more accurately 
when the structure, membership, technology, or product 
mix of an industry has shifted significantly. The Bureau of 
Labor Statistics published the first results of this systemat­
ic process in July 1986. Subsequent efforts have been com­
pleted at 6-month intervals.

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Price Highlights, 
First Half of 1991

Craig Howell, William Thomas, and Roger I^rns

After surging in the latter part of 1990, prices received 
by domestic producers turned down across a broad front 
during the first half of 1991. The Producer Price Index for 
Finished Goods fell at a seasonally adjusted annual rate of
1.5 percent from December 1990 through June 1991, after 
climbing at an annual rate of 8.2 percent in the second half 
of 1990. The downturn in materials prices was more pro­
nounced. The Intermediate Goods Price Index, which ad­
vanced at an 8.0-percent annual rate in the last half of
1990, turned downward at a rate of 5.4 percent during the 
first 6 months of 1991. Similarly, the Crude Goods Price 
Index reversed course from a 22.2-percent annual rate of 
increase in late 1990 to a 20.7-percent rate of decrease in 
early 1991. (See table C.)

Dramatic and abrupt shifts in energy prices were chiefy 
responsible both for the accelerated pace of inflation in 
1990 and the price slump of 1991, overshadowing to some

degree the impact of the recession that began in mid-1990. 
Although aggregate indexes for foods fluctuated within 
relatively narrow ranges at each major stage of processing 
from mid-1990 through mid-1991, price movements for 
individual types of food were much more volatile. Outside 
of the energy and food sectors, prices at the finished goods 
level continued to rise at roughly the same modest rate in 
the first 6 months of 1991 as they had in each of the three 
preceding half-year spans; intermediate materials prices 
turned down after rising through late 1990; and basic in­
dustrial materials prices fell somewhat more rapidly than 
they had in the latter half of 1990.

The August 2, 1990, invasion of Kuwait by Iraq not 
only worsened the recession that had commenced shortly 
before but also reignited fears of a new round of severe in­
flation should oil exports from other parts of the Persian 
Gulf area be disrupted. Consumer confidence plummeted, 
purchases were postponed by workers fearing layoffs, and 
some capital expansion projects were deferred. But the 
success of the Allied air attacks from mid-January 
through February and the ensuing rapid defeat of Iraqi 
ground forces eased fears for the safety of Persian Gulf oil 
supplies and resulted in a speedy downturn in prices of 
petroleum products.

Revitalized consumer confidence slowly bolstered con­
sumer demand and capital spending. Consequently, the re­
cession was somewhat muted compared with other recent 
economic downturns, such as the recession that persisted 
from mid-1981 until November of 1982. One sector show­
ing some early improvement was residential construction, 
reacting both to the widespread lowering of mortgage in­
terest rates and to the drop in home prices in some parts of 
the country.

Inventory levels remained under tighter control than is 
usual in recessions. One result of this development was 
that prices for basic industrial materials continued to drop 
throughout the first 6 months of 1991, even after many 
other economic series were beginning to signal an end to 
the recession. If the recession did in fact end during the 
second quarter of 1991, then cyclically sensitive industrial 
material prices will have been a lagging, rather than a lead­
ing, indicator for the economy as a whole. If, instead, the 
recession lasts into the second half of 1991, this index may
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enhance its status as a leading indicator of upturns and 
downturns in the business cycle.

Energy

Crude energy materials. The crude energy goods index fell 
at a 32.7-percent annual rate during the first half of 1991, 
after climbing at an 81.5-percent rate in the preceeding 6 
months. From December 1990 to June 1991, decreases 
were registered for all three major categories within this 
grouping—crude oil, natural gas to pipelines, and coal.

Domestic crude petroleum prices slumped at an annual 
rate of nearly 50 percent during the first 6 months of 1991, 
but were still 17.3 percent higher in June 1991 than they 
had been in June 1990. These prices are highly sensitive to 
world supplies, which had returned by midyear to pre-Per­
sian Gulf crisis levels. U.S. Department of Energy data in­
dicate that domestic production of crude oil was 3.2 per­
cent higher in June than in the same month a year earlier, 
and that imports for June 1991 stood at 6.5 million barrels 
a day, up 1.6 percent from a year ago.

After climbing sharply at the end of 1990, the index for 
natural gas to pipelines fell at a 20.6-percent annual rate, 
bringing it back almost to its June 1990 level by June 1991. 
As in the case of crude petroleum, supplies outstripped 
product demand, in part because of a fairly mild winter in 
the United States.

Coal prices fell at an annual rate of 0.8 percent from 
December 1990 to June 1991, following no net change at 
all during the preceeding 6 months. Coal production was 
slightly below year-earlier levels during the first half of 
1991, and coal stocks at electric utility plants continued to 
be relatively high. Exports of most kinds of coal were 
running below 1990 levels, reflecting in part curtailed de­
mand from Canada, particularly for steam coal for 
electricity generation. (Exports to Europe increased, 
however.) Exports of metallurgical coal, which accounts 
for about two-thirds of all U.S. coal exports, were at about 
the same levels as a year earlier.

Intermediate energy goods. The intermediate energy goods 
index fell at a 22.6-percent annual rate during the first half 
of 1991, after soaring at an annual rate of 48.7 percent in 
the last half of 1990. Sharp annual rates of decline were 
registered from December 1990 to June 1991 for liquefied 
petroleum gas (58.1 percent), jet fuels (56.1 percent), resid­
ual fuel (66.5 percent), and diesel fuel (53.6 percent). 
The new indexes for natural gas to electric utilities and for 
both commercial and industrial natural gas declined 
during the first half, in step with the drop in wellhead 
prices. In contrast, prices for industrial and commercial 
electric power were up at rates of 13.7 and 9.6 percent 
respectively.

Finished energy goods. The index for finished energy goods 
fell at a 19.7-percent annual rate in the first half of 1991, 
mirroring price changes at earlier stages of processing.

This index increased at a 62.7-percent annual rate over the 
preceding 6-month span. Prices for refined petroleum 
products fell from November 1990 through most of the 
following spring, reflecting a sharp drop in demand. Re­
finery activity during June 1991 stood at 89.3 percent of 
capacity, up slightly from a year earlier. Gasoline prices 
fell at a 40.5-percent annual rate during the first half of 
1991, after jumping at a 63.2-percent rate in the second 
half of 1990. In June 1991, the gasoline index was slightly 
below its June 1990 level.

Home teating oil prices fell at a 53.7-percent annual 
rate from December 1990 to June 1991, after surging at a 
rate of 163.9 percent in the previous 6-month period. By 
June, this index was still more than 10 percent above its 
year-earlier level. The newly introduced index for re­
sidential natural gas fell at a 4-percent annual rate during 
the first half of 1991, mirroring earlier price changes for 
natural gas to pipelines. The new index for residential elec­
tric power rose at a 2.0-percent rate over the same 
period, well below the first-half rates recorded for both 
commercial and industrial power.

Foods

Prices received by domestic producers of finished con­
sumer foods eased up at a seasonally adjusted annual rate 
of 0.3 percent from December 1990 through June 1991. 
This was even slower than the pace registered in the pre­
ceeding 6 months (1.8 percent) and was well below the
3.5-percent rate recorded the first half of 1990. At the in­
termediate stage of processing, seasonally adjusted prices 
for intermediate foods and feeds fell at a rate of 3.7 percent 
during the first 6 months of 1991, the second consecutive 
decline over a half-year period. The index for crude food­
stuffs and feedstuffs showed a slightly less rapid rate of de­
cline in the first 6 months of 1991 (6.5 percent) than in 
the 6 months ended in December 1990 (7.6 percent).

Within the consumer foods group, prices for beef and 
veal, pork, and eggs each fell at a seasonally adjusted 
annual rate of nearly 16 percent in the first half of 1991, 
after increasing in the last half 1990. In addition, prices for 
processed chickens, roasted coffee, and shortening and 
cooking oils dropped more than in the preceding 6 
months, and fish and soft drink prices moved up more 
slowly. In stark contrast, however, the index for fresh and 
dried fruits and vegetables soared at an annual rate of 67.5 
percent after a small decline in the second half of 1990. 
Prices for dairy products and processed turkeys also 
turned up in the first half, and increases accelerated for 
bakery products and confectionery end products.

At the intermediate stage of processing, prices for 
animal feeds, dairy products, flour, and confectionery 
materials began to rise again after decreasing in the last 
half of 1990. Meat prices turned down, however. Within 
the crude foodstuffs and feedstuffs category, prices for 
fluid milk, wheat, fresh fruits and vegetables, and turkeys 
also advanced following declines in the preceding 6
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months. Price decreases slowed for hogs. Although com 
prices continued to plummet, they did not drop as fast as 
in the preceding 6 months. At the same time, however, in­
dexes for cattle, oilseeds, chickens, and raw cane sugar 
turned down after rising during the latter half of the pre­
vious year.

Meats and livestock. The Producer Price Index for meats 
declined at a seasonally adjusted annual rate of 11.6 per­
cent in the first half of 1991; this was the first decrease dur­
ing any calendar half-year period since the second half of 
1988. At the farm level, cattle prices turned down at a 
12.9-percent rate following a 10-percent annual rate of in­
crease in the second half of 1990. Hog prices also fell, but 
at a much slower pace than in the preceding 6 months (3.0 
percent versus 21.4 percent). Prices for both live and pro­
cessed chickens also decreased. However, turkey prices 
turned up steeply at both the farm and processors’ levels 
after a slump at the end of 1990.

Lower prices for cattle and beef during most of the first 
half reflected expanded supplies, as both slaughter rates 
and market weights increased. Although hog and pork 
prices advanced during the first quarter of 1991 because 
of decreased market weights and firm consumer demand, 
they then turned down in the second quarter as supplies 
improved. Ample supplies also lowered chicken prices. 
However, turkey prices rose despite higher production, as 
effective marketing for an increased variety of turkey pro­
ducts led to stronger demand both in this country and abroad.

Fruits and vegetables. After edging only slightly higher in 
the second half of 1990, indexes for both fresh and dried 
vegetables and for fresh fruits climbed steeply in the first 6 
months of 1991, at annual rates of 80.4 and 38.1 percent, 
respectively. Most of the large advances in the fresh 
vegetables index reflected temporary supply gaps that de­
veloped in the spring, when supplies from one area ran out 
before new supplies from other areas (including Mexico) 
entered the market. The freeze in California at the end of 
1990 affected some of the vegetable indexes, such as lettuce 
and celery, during the following months. (However, many 
of the crops that suffered the most severe freeze damage— 
such as broccoli, cauliflower, and green onions—are not 
included in the PPI sample.)

Perhaps more importantly, the ongoing water shortages 
in the West forced supply cutbacks that adversely affected 
production of some California vegetables. Paradoxically, 
heavy rains in March had a short-term inflationary effect 
on vegetable prices by disrupting planting, growing, and 
harvesting schedules. The early onset of summer heat in 
much of the country raised demand and prices for lettuce 
(used in salads and sandwiches) before supplies had been fully 
replenished. The California tomato crop was delayed, 
while Florida suppliers were hampered by excessive rains 
and heat. A rise in the fresh fruits index during first- 
quarter 1991 resulted, in part, from freeze-related damage

to oranges, grapefruits, and strawberries.
By June, fresh vegetables prices were falling again as 

rain-delayed supplies from northern California became 
available. Lettuce supplies were further augmented by out­
put from Arizona, Colorado, and several North­
eastern States. But vegetable prices were still affected by 
persistent longer term problems, including reduced 
acreage, drought, and pest damage.

Grains and oilseeds. The PPI for grains fell at a seasonally 
adjusted annual rate of 1.2 percent from December 1990 to 
June 1991, far less than its 32.4-percent rate of decrease in 
the second half of 1990. An upturn in wheat prices was 
largely responsible for this slower rate of decline. The oats 
index also turned up, and com prices fell less than in the 
preceding 6 months. Barley prices fell more rapidly, 
however.

After plummeting at an annual rate of nearly 50 percent 
during the last half of 1990, the wheat index recovered 
with a 30.3-percent rate of advance in the first 6 months of 
1991. This year’s domestic wheat crop was expected to be 
about 25 percent smaller than last year’s record level, as 
fewer acres were planted. In addition, poor weather and 
insect problems in some regions adversely affected the 
quality of the new crop. Production abroad declined from 
earlier levels. Higher wheat prices were reflected in an up­
turn in the prices for flour and a faster pace of increase for 
bakery products.

Com prices rallied in early 1991 as new sales to the 
Soviet Union took place at a time of unusually low 
domestic stocks. Com prices then resumed their decline in 
the second quarter, in part because of a large Argentine 
crop.

The index for oilseeds turned down at an annual rate of 
23 percent in the first half of 1991, after increasing at a 
similar rate during the previous 6 months. This was due in 
part to a reversal in peanut prices, which had soared in
1990 because of the failure of the peanut crop in some 
Southeastern States in the wake of excessive rains. Soy­
bean prices also turned down after rising in the latter half 
of 1990. Exports declined as production in other countries 
recovered from relatively low 1990 levels, and as credit 
problems restricted sales to the U.S.S.R. and some Third 
World countries. The index for shortening and cooking 
oils dropped more steeply than during the preceding 6 
months, in part because of the downturn in soybean prices.

Finished goods excluding foods and energy

Prices received by domestic producers of finished goods 
other than foods and energy moved up at a seasonally ad­
justed annual rate of 3.3 percent in the first half of 1991, 
following a rate of 3.5 percent posted for the last 6 months 
of 1990. Price increases for consumer durable goods 
slowed from a 3.2-percent annual rate to a rate of 1.6 per­
cent, principally because of a slowdown in new car price 
increases. Capital equipment prices also moved up at a less
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rapid pace—2.9-percent, following a 3.5-percent rate in 
the second half of 1990. Slower price increases for motor 
vehicles and a broad array of other capital goods, together 
with a sharp drop in the newly introduced index for elec­
tronic computers, would have resulted in a more pro­
nounced deceleration in the aggregate index, had it not 
been for a substantial acceleration in the index for 
civilian aircraft.

The increase in the index for consumer nondurables 
other than foods and energy, however, accelerated some­
what from a 3.7-percent rate from June to December 1990 
to a 4.4-percent rate from December 1990 to June 1991. 
Within this category, faster advances for apparel, 
alcoholic beverages, prescription drugs, and footwear out­
weighed the decelerating effects of price movements for 
soaps and detergents, newspapers, sanitary papers, and 
tires. The index for tobacco products continued to climb at 
a double-digit annual rate, as it has in each calendar half- 
year since the second half of 1987.

Transportation equipment. The Producer Price Index for 
passenger cars, which rose at a seasonally adjusted annual 
rate of 6.5 percent from June to December 1990, edged 
up at a rate of just 0.2 percent from December 1990 to June 
1991. Before seasonal adjustment, the new cars index 
swung from a 10.6-percent rate of advance in the second 
half of 1990 to a decrease at an annual rate of 3.5 percent in 
the first 6 months of this year. The heavy trucks index 
slowed its annual rate of increase from 3.4 percent to 1.5 
percent; however, the light trucks index climbed at about 
the same rate in the first half of 1991 (4.6 percent) as in the 
preceding 6 months.

Sales of most types of domestically produced motor 
vehicles remained sluggish during the first half of 1991, re­
flecting the retrenchment of consumer spending during 
the recession. However, production was cut back enough 
to prevent any large buildup of unwanted inventories by 
either producers or dealers, easing the pressure for any 
massive price cutting. In addition, several consecutive 
years of weak sales had left domestic producers unable to 
afford more generous incentives. Car prices were not dis­
counted for several months after 1991 models were intro­
duced last October, because producers had incorporated 
discounts into these prices from the beginning, a departure 
from the usual industry practice. Discounts and incentives 
became more common in the second quarter of 1991, how­
ever. By midyear, sales of new cars and light trucks were 
not too far below the levels of a year earlier, and orders for 
heavy trucks had turned up from their depressed levels 
earlier in 1991. However, the effects of the weak automo­
tive market were reflected in a downturn in the index for 
tires and tubes.

Among other kinds of transportation equipment, the in­
dex for civilian aircraft climbed at an annual rate of 10 per­
cent in the first 6 months of the year, up sharply from its 
rate of 3.5 percent in the last half of 1990. The index for

ships also rose more rapidly. In contrast, the index for rail­
road equipment slowed its rate of advance from 5.7 per­
cent in the second half of last year to 0.7 percent in the first 
6 months of 1991.

Computers. The index for electronic computers, which 
was introduced into the PPI as of December 1990, declined 
at an annual rate of 19.5 percent in its first 6 months. (This 
series is not seasonally adjusted.) This was faster than the 
average annual rate of decline of about 13 percent re­
corded in an earlier experimental price index for 
computers. Prices for some machines had to be heavily 
discounted to remain competitive with imported clones— 
equipment that is essentially the same as that sold by major 
U.S. firms, but is sold under another brand name. In addi­
tion, prices on some relatively older machines in the PPI 
sample were reduced to maintain market share against 
newer models. Some of the decreases in the index reflected 
adjustments for improved quality.

Alcohol and tobacco products. The index for alcoholic 
beverages advanced at a seasonally adjusted annual rate of
7.6 percent during the first half of 1991, following a 
2.4-percent rate of increase from June to December 1990. 
The 1991 jump was concentrated in January, as domestic 
producers timed a widespread price boost to coincide with 
the rise in the Federal excise tax on alcohol effective 
January 1. (Changes in excise taxes do not affect the net 
revenue per unit received by the producer and therefore 
are excluded from PPI calculations.) Alcoholic beverage 
prices then edged slightly lower for the rest of the first half.

The index for tobacco products climbed at an 11.3-per- 
cent annual rate in the first 6 months of 1991, about the 
same as in the preceding 6 months; the rates were the same 
both before and after seasonal adjustment. Although 
domestic per capita consumption of cigarettes continues 
to drop, export demand is still expanding. While BLS intro­
duced a refined method for seasonal adjustment of tobacco 
products in 1991, seasonal adjustment remains a problem 
because of continued shifts in the timing of price changes. 
Whereas, in the past, domestic producers typically raised 
prices in December and June, price changes were more 
frequent during early 1991, perhaps indicating a shift to­
wards quarterly instead of semiannual adjustments. As 
was the case with alcoholic beverages (but to a much 
smaller extent), some price increases coincided with the 
rise in Federal excise taxes on cigarettes at the beginning of 
the year.

Apparel and footwear. Apparel prices moved up at a 
seasonally adjusted annual rate of 2.7 percent during the 
first 6 months of the year, following a 0.7-percent rate of 
increase in the last half of 1990. Prices for women’s apparel 
accounted for most of this acceleration, turning up at an 
annual rate of 3.3 percent after decreasing from June to 
December 1990. Reduced domestic capacity, as well as the 
aftershocks of the recent financial troubles of several
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major apparel retailers which restricted their ability to 
hold adequate inventories, allowed a somewhat stronger 
price performance despite the recession. Competition 
from imports from some countries, such as the Phillipines 
and Taiwan, was not as intense as in other recent periods. 
The footwear index also rose faster than during the last 
half of 1990 (at an annual rate of 4.1 percent, versus 1.1 
percent), in part because of less pressure from imports.

Intermediate goods less foods and energy

After moving up at a 3.2-percent seasonally adjusted 
annual rate for the 6 months ending in December 1990, the 
index for intermediate materials other than foods and 
energy dropped at a 1.6-percent rate during the first half of 
1991. Prices for materials for both nondurable and durable 
manufacturing turned down sharply following increases 
in the preceding half year. However, price increases for 
construction materials accelerated somewhat during the 
first half of 1991.

Manufacturing materials. The index for nondurable man­
ufacturing materials dropped at a 9.3-percent rate during 
first-half 1991, following an advance at an 8.2-percent rate 
in the latter half of 1990. Prices for many materials derived 
from petroleum retreated in step with crude oil prices, 
following the earlier price hikes for crude oil that had been 
prompted by the Iraqi invasion of Kuwait. Specifically, 
prices for plastic resins and materials, petrochemicals, and 
synthetic rubber fell sharply after jumping in the 6 months 
ending in December 1990.

The demand for many manufactured goods remained 
low over the first 6 months of 1991, as the continuing re­
cession reflected sluggish consumer demand. Following 
advances during the previous half of 1990, prices turned 
down for paint materials, as activity in the construction 
and automotive industries slowed, and for inedible fats 
and oils. Agricultural chemical prices declined, prompted 
by higher production and by lower export demand from 
countries in the Indian subcontinent and the Soviet Bloc, 
which are currently experiencing hard currency problems. 
Prices for paper turned down, and prices fell faster than in 
the second half of 1990 for paperboard and woodpulp, as 
demand for paper and for corrugated shipping containers 
continued to decline in line with the recession. Leather 
prices plummeted after showing a small decrease in the 
preceding half-year, in response to both soft demand dur­
ing the economic slowdown and the falling price of cattle 
hides. Among textiles, small price decreases were noted 
for synthetic fibers, processed yams and threads, and gray 
fabrics, although prices of finished fabrics edged up. In 
contrast to this generally downward trend, price increases 
accelerated for medicinal and botanical chemicals, and 
prices turned up for alkalies and chlorine.

The index for durable manufacturing materials dropped 
at an annual rate of 4.8 percent during the first half of 
1991, after edging up at a 0.2-percent pace in the preceding

6 months. Prices for several primary nonferrous metals 
plummeted at double-digit rates. After advancing in the 
last half of 1990, aluminum indexes dropped because of 
weak demand in automotive and construction markets. 
Lead and zinc continued to show marked price declines. 
Demand for lead was down, as a mild winter slowed the 
replacement rate of automotive batteries. Zinc demand 
continued its long downward trend as more and more 
automotive parts are being manufactured from plastic 
products. Copper prices fell faster than in the previous 6 
months, as demand from the durable goods sector 
continued to fall off.

Prices for steel mill products dropped during the first 
half of 1991, prompted by declining demand from the 
automotive and construction industries, as well as by 
higher inventories which had been accumulated in 
anticipation of labor problems in mid-winter. Prices fell 
faster than in the prior 6-month period for cold rolled steel 
sheet and strip, hot rolled steel bars, and flat glass. Prices 
for hot rolled steel sheets, cold finished steel bars, alumi­
num mill shapes, and hardwood lumber also fell after 
advancing in the preceding half-year. Aluminum mill 
shapes were down in response to a general decline in 
factory orders.

In contrast, prices for cement and prepared paint rose 
faster in the first half of 1991 than in the previous 6 
months. Domestic cement markets experienced an im­
portant shift when a legal finding against Mexican 
exporters accused of dumping prompted a cutback of 
cheaper imports from Mexico, allowing prices in U.S. 
markets to rise. Prices for primary silver recovered some­
what after a long downward trend. Silver markets had 
weakened in response to a proposed U.S. defense policy to 
release strategic stockpiles of silver. Prices advanced after 
Kuwaiti investors returned to silver trading following the 
end of the Iraqi conflict. Price declines slowed for primary 
platinum and for copper and brass mill shapes.

Construction materials. Demand for some kinds of con­
struction materials increased during the first 6 months of 
1991, as housing starts moved up, prompted by a re- 
cession-induced lowering of interest rates in the spring. 
The index for materials and components for construction 
rose at a 2.1-percent annual rate after increasing at a
1.6-percent rate for the latter half of 1990. This accelera­
tion was led by a sudden recovery in lumber and wood 
prices. The index for softwood lumber soared at an annual 
rate of 31.6 percent during the first half of 1991, after 
falling throughout the preceding year and a half. Lumber 
production was curtailed both by inclement weather and 
by legal restrictions resulting from the continuing 
controversy over the spotted owl. Plywood prices also 
soared, following a modest decline in the preceding half. 
Prices for building paper and board turned up after falling 
in the preceding half. Declines ended for nonferrous wire 
and cable as prices edged up during the first half of 1991, in
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tandem with the recovering housing construction sector. 
Metal valve price increases accelerated for the 6 months 
ending in June.

In contrast, price movements for many materials used 
in commercial construction reflected the continued 
sluggish state of that sector over the first 6 months of 1991. 
Price advances slowed for fabricated structural metal 
products, switchgear, wiring devices, concrete products, 
heating equipment, and plumbing equipment. Prices 
turned down for plastic construction products, asphalt 
felts and coatings, steel wire, and fabricated ferrous wire 
products following increases in the preceding half-year. 
Prices for gypsum products fell faster than in the previous 
6 months.

Basic industrial materials

After dropping at a 6.8-percent annual rate in the latter 
half of 1990, the index for crude materials other than foods 
and energy fell at an 8.9-percent rate during the first half of
1991, led by marked declines for ferrous scrap, aluminum 
base scrap, nonferrous metal ores, and cattle hides.

Metals. Prices for iron and steel scrap and silver ores plum­
meted even faster during first-half 1991 than during the 
last 6 months of 1990, when strong declines also were 
posted. Demand for ferrous scrap from domestic steel 
mills continued to drop rapidly during the first half. In ad­
dition, exports were off as demand for ferrous scrap by In­
dia and Turkey shrank, and as European mills turned to 
the abundance of Eastern European scrap obtained from 
obsolete machinery. Prices turned down from December
1990 to June 1991 for copper, gold, and uranium ores and 
for aluminum base scrap, following advances in the pre­
vious half-year. Copper ore prices were pushed down as 
production increased because of new and expanded mines. 
Lower demand for primary copper also contributed to the 
drop in ore prices. Prices for nonferrous metal scrap had 
previously received some support from steady exports to 
Japan despite falling prices for primary nonferrous metals; 
however, export demand decreased in the spring of 1991, 
putting more downward pressure on scrap prices. Price 
declines slowed for copper base scrap, however.

Other materials. Over the first 6 months of 1991, prices for 
cattle hides and wastepaper dropped even faster than dur­
ing the last half of 1990. Cattle hide prices fell as increased 
slaughter rates generated more supplies; also, demand for 
leather and leather goods was down during the recession. 
Prices for phosphates turned down after rising in the 6 
months ending in December 1990. In contrast, prices for 
raw cotton surged following declines in the previous half, 
as Asian demand for U.S. cotton exports increased. Prices 
for softwood logs and leaf tobacco also turned up after fall­
ing in the previous half, and price increases accelerated for 
construction sand and gravel.

Net output price indexes for manufacturing, 
mining, and services

Manufacturing. The Producer Price Index for the net out­
put of the domestic manufacturing sector moved down at a
2.7-percent annual rate in the first half of 1991, following 
an increase at a rate of 7.4 percent over the previous 6 
months. This index was dominated in large part by the in­
dustry group for petroleum refining, for which prices 
plunged at a 42-percent annual rate after skyrocketing at 
an annual rate of over 80 percent in the previous 6 months. 
Prices also turned down from December 1990 to June
1991 for the paper products industry group, but at a much 
smaller rate than that recorded for petroleum refining. 
Prices for the primary metals industry group fell faster 
than in the preceding 6 months.

In contrast, prices rose for other manufacturing 
industry groups in the first half of 1991, partly reflecting 
increased optimism about an early end to the recession. 
The tobacco products and the lumber and wood products 
industry groups each posted a rate of price increase of 
about 13 percent. Prices for lumber and wood products 
were raised by a mild resurgence in residential construc­
tion after a long hiatus, combined with increased concerns 
about lumber supplies because of court-ordered logging 
restrictions in the Pacific Northwest. Prices for the print­
ing and publishing industry group moved up at a slightly 
faster rate (5.3 percent) than in the previous 6 months (4.4 
percent). Other industry groups generally showed modest 
increases.

Mining. From December 1990 to June 1991, the index for 
the net output of all mining industries fell at a 27-percent 
annual rate, after soaring at a rate of over 50 percent in the 
last half of 1990. The downturn in first-half 1991 was 
largely due to prices for the oil and gas extraction industry 
group, which plunged at a 35.2-percent annual rate, 
following a 75-percent annual rate of increase in the last 
half of 1990. Drilling activities were sharply reduced in the 
face of abundant inventories of both crude and refined 
product. A sizable price decline also occurred in the first 
half of 1991 for the metal mining industry group. The non- 
metallic mining industry group index, however, moved up 
at a 3.9-percent annual rate, somewhat faster than its 
2-percent rate of increase in the last half of 1990.

Services. The index for United States Postal Service 
jumped sharply in February when the Postal Commission 
hiked rates across the board, including an increase in the 
price of the first class postage stamp from 25 to 29 cents. 
(Postal rates had been last increased in April 1988.) The 
new index for electric power utilities rose at a 21.2-percent 
annual rate from December 1990 to June 1991. The next 
largest rate of price advance among service industries was 
for domestic deep sea transportation of freight. The price 
index for this industry moved up at a 12.6-percent annual
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rate, after decreasing at an 8.3-percent rate during the lat­
ter part of 1990. The index for natural gas utilities moved 
down at a 10.6-percent annual rate from December 1990 
to June 1991. Prices were slightly lower in the first half of
1991 for radio broad-casting, air transportation, and travel 
agencies. The drop in the radio broadcasting index re­

flected the pervasive weakness in advertising that affected 
virtually all media, while the decline in the air transporta­
tion index reflected intensified price competition within an 
industry undergoing wholesale restructuring. Travel agen­
cies were forced to accept lower commissions at a time of 
continued consumer uncertainty induced by the recession.

Producer price indexes (PPI) measure average changes in 
prices received by domestic producers of commodities in all 
stages of processing. Most of the information used in cal­
culating the indexes is obtained through the systematic sam­
pling of nearly every industry in the manufacturing and 
mining sectors of the economy. The PPI program also in­
cludes some information from other sectors—agriculture, 
fishing, forestry, services, and gas and electricity. Because 
producer price indexes are designed to measure only the 
change in prices received for the output of domestic indus­
tries, imports are not included. The sample currently con­
tains about 3,100 commodities and 75,000 quotations per 
month.

There are three primary systems of indexes within the PPI 
program: (1) Stage-of-processing indexes; (2) commodity in­
dexes; and (3) indexes for the net output of industries and 
their products. The stage-of-processing structure (table 1) 
organizes products by class of buyer and degree of fabrica­
tion. The entire output of various industries is sampled to 
derive price indexes for the net output of industries and their 
products (table 5). The commodity structure (table 6) or­
ganizes products by similarity of end-use or material com­
position.

Within the stage-of-processing system, finished goods are 
commodities that will not undergo further processing and are 
ready for sale to the final demand user, either an individual 
consumer or business firm. Consumer foods include un­
processed foods such as eggs and fresh vegetables, as well 
as processed foods such as bakery products and meats. Other 
finished consumer goods include durable goods such as au­
tomobiles, household furniture, and appliances, and nondura­
ble goods such as apparel and home heating oil. Capital 
equipment includes producer durable goods such as heavy 
motor trucks, tractors, and machine tools.

The stage-of-processing category for intermediate materi­
als, supplies, and components consists partly of commodi­
ties that have been processed but require further processing. 
Examples of such semifinished goods include flour, cotton 
yam, steel mill products, and lumber. The intermediate goods 
category also encompasses nondurable, physically complete 
items purchased by business firms as inputs for their opera­
tions. Examples include diesel fuel, belts and belting, paper 
boxes, and fertilizers.

Crude materials for further processing are products en­
tering the market for the first time that have not been 
manufacturered or fabricated and that are not sold directly 
to consumers. Crude foodstuffs and feedstuffs include items 
such as grains and livestock. Examples of crude nonfood 
materials include raw cotton, crude petroleum, coal, hides 
and skins, and iron and steel scrap.

The illustration shows examples of how products are clas­
sified by stage of processing.

Finished

Producer price indexes for the net output of industries and 
their products are grouped according to the Standard Indus­
trial Classification (SIC) and the Census product code exten­
sion of the SIC. Industry price indexes are compatible with 
other economic time series organized by sic codes, such as 
data on employment, wages, and productivity. Table 4 lists 
indexes for the net output of major mining and manufactur­
ing industry groups at the 2-digit level. Table 5 includes data 
for SIC industries and industry groups (2-,3 -, and 4-digit lev­
els); indexes for Census product classes (5- and 6-digit lev­
els), products (7-digit level), and more detailed subproducts 
(9-digit level); and, for some industries, indexes for other 
sources of revenue.

Indexes may be represented by one to three kinds of 
product indexes. Every industry has primary product indexes 
to show changes in prices received by establishments classi­
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fied in the industry for products made primarily, but not al­
ways exclusively, within the industry. The industry 
classification of an establishment is determined by which 
products comprise a plurality of its total shipment value. In 
addition, some industries also may have secondary product 
indexes that show changes in prices received by establish­
ments classified in the industry for products primary to some 
other industry. Finally, some industries have miscellaneous 
receipts indexes to show price changes in other sources of 
revenue received by establishments within the industry that 
are not derived from sales of their products, e.g., resales 
of purchased materials, or revenues from parking lots owned 
by a manufacturing plant.

Some product indexes published in table 5 correspond to 
8-digit commodity indexes in table 6. In these cases, move­
ment of the latter indexes are calculated on the basis of move­
ments of their counterparts in table 5. Although most such 
indexes continue to be published in table 6 on a base period 
of 1982 = 100 or some later base, corresponding indexes in 
table 5 are published on a base of the month of their introduc­
tion. Even though index levels for corresponding items may 
differ, monthly percent changes will be identical. (See “Cal­
culating Index Changes,” below.)

Producer price indexes are based on selling prices report­
ed by establishments of all sizes selected by probability sam­
pling, with the probability of selection jiroportionate tdisize. 
Individual items and transaction terms from these firms are 
also chosen by probability proportionate to size, b l s  strongly 
encourages cooperating companies to supply actual transac­
tion prices at the time of shipment to minimize the use of 
list prices. Prices are normally reported by mail question­
naire for the Tuesday of the week containing the 13th.

Price data are provided on a voluntary and confidential 
basis; no one but sworn b l s  employees are allowed access 
to individual company price reports. The Bureau publishes 
price indexes instead of unit dollar prices. All produder price 
indexes are routinely subject to revision once, 4 months af­
ter original publication, to reflect the availability of late 
reports and corrections by respondents.

Net output values of shipments are used as weights for in­
dustry indexes. Net output values refer to the value of ship­
ments from establishments in one industry to establishments 
classified in another industry. However, weights for com­
modity price indexes are based on gross shipment values, 
including shipment values between establishments within the 
same industry. As a result, broad commodity grouping in­
dexes such as the all commodities index are affected by the 
multiple counting of price change at successive stages of 
processing, which can lead to exaggerated or misleading sig­
nals about inflation. Stage-of-processing indexes partially 
correct this defect, but industry indexes consistently correct 
for this at all levels of aggregation. Therefore, industry and 
stage-of-processing indexes are more appropriate than broad 
commodity groupings for economic analysis of general price 
trends. Weights for most traditional commodity groupings 
of the ppi, as well as all indexes (such as stage-of-processing

indexes) calculated from traditional commodity groupings, 
currently reflect 1982 values of shipments as reported in the 
Census of Manufactures and other sources. From January 
1976 through December 1986, ppi weights were derived 
from 1972 shipment values. Industry indexes, which are 
based on the SIC system, continue to be calculated with 1977 
net output weights.

Effective with publication of January 1988 data, many im­
portant ppi series (including all stage-of-processing group­
ings and most commodity groups and individual items) were 
placed on a new reference base, 1982=100, to coincide with 
the reference year of shipment weights. From 1971 through 
1987, the standard reference base for most p p i series was 
1967 = 100. Except for rounding differences, the shift to the 
new reference base did not alter previously published per­
cent changes for affected PPI series. (See “Calculating In­
dex Changes,” below.) The new reference base is not used 
for indexes with a base later than December 1981, nor for 
indexes for the net output of industries and their products.

Calculating Index Changes

Movements of price indexes from one month to another 
are usually expressed as percent changes rather than as 
changes in index points because index point changes are af­
fected by the level of the index in relation to its base period, 
while percent changes are not. The box shows the computa­
tion of index point and percent changes.

Index Point Change

Finished Goods Price Index 107.5
Less previous index 104.0
Equals index point change 3.5

Index Percent change

Index point change 3.5
Divided by the previous index 104.0
Equals 0.034
Result multiplied by 100 0.034 x 100
Equals percent change 3.4

Percent changes for 3-month and 6-month periods can be 
expressed as annual rates that are computed according to the 
standard formula for compound growth rates. These data in­
dicate what the percent change would be if the rate for a given 
3- or 6-month span were maintained for a 12-month period.

Each index measures price changes from a reference period 
which equals 100.0 (1982 or some later month). An increase 
of 5.5 percent from the reference period in the Finished
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Goods Price Index, for example, is shown as 105.5. This 
change can also be expressed in dollars as follows: “Prices 
received by domestic producers of a systematic sample of 
finished goods have risen from $100 in 1982 to $105.50 to­
day.’ ’ Likewise, a current index of 90.0 would indicate that 
prices received by producers of finished goods today are 10 
percent lower than they were in 1982.

Seasonally Adjusted 
and Unadjusted Data

Because price data are used for different purposes by 
different groups, the Bureau of Labor Statistics publishes 
seasonally adjusted as well as unadjusted changes each 
month.

Seasonally adjusted data are preferred for analyzing general 
price trends in the economy because they eliminate the ef­
fect of changes that normally occur at about the same time 
and in about the same magnitude every year—such as price 
movements resulting from normal weather patterns, regular 
production and marketing cycles, model changeovers, 
seasonal discounts, and holidays. For these reasons, seasonal­
ly adjusted data more clearly reveal underlying cyclical 
trends.

Unadjusted data are of primary interest to users who need 
information which can be related to actual dollar values of 
transactions. Individuals requiring this information include 
marketing specialists, purchasing agents, budget and cost 
analysts, contract specialists, and commodity traders. It is 
the unadjusted data that are generally cited in escalating long­
term contracts such as purchasing agreements or real estate 
leases. (See Escalation and Producer Price Indexes: A Guide 
for Contracting Parties, BLS Report 570, available on request 
from BLS.)

Seasonal factors used in computing seasonally adjusted in­
dexes are derived from the X-ll Seasonal Adjustment

Method. Annual updates replace the most recent 5 years of 
seasonal data, e.g., data from January 1983 through Decem­
ber 1987 were replaced at the beginning of 1988. Indexes 
for most broad commodity groupings and 8-digit individual 
commodities in table 6, as well as industry and Census 
product indexes in tables 4 and 5, do not undergo the seasonal 
adjustment process and, therefore, are published only as un­
adjusted data.

Some indexes are adjusted directly, independently of the 
seasonal movements of other more detailed series compris­
ing the category in question. This is the case for all indexes 
in table 6 which are adjusted, as well as for certain basic 
stage-of-processing categories in table 1. Seasonal move­
ments for most stage-of-processing indexes are derived in­
directly by the aggregate method, which combines seasonal 
movements of the basic stage-of-processing categories with 
those of a wide variety of food and certain other subproduct 
class (6-digit level) series.

Direct seasonal adjustment produces a more complete 
elimination of seasonal movements than the aggregative 
method does. However, the direct seasonal adjustment 
process does not yield figures that possess additive consisten­
cy. Thus, a seasonally adjusted index for a broad category 
that is directly adjusted may not be logically consistent with 
all seasonally adjusted indexes for its components. Seasonally 
adjusted data can also become problematic when previously 
stable and predictable timing patterns of pricing behavior 
abruptly change. If the new timing pattern persists, the 
seasonal adjustment method will eventually reflect it ade­
quately; if these patterns keep shifting, however, seasonally 
adjusted data will be chronically troublesome. This problem 
occurs relatively infrequently for farm and food-related 
products but has more often affected manufactured products 
such as automobiles and steel.
