Sie: Pursuant to the provisions of section 15 of the Reconstructior
Finance Corporation Act, as amended, the Reconstruction Finance
Corporation has the honor to submit the following report covering its
operations for the first quarter of 1938, and for the period from the
organization of the Corporation on February 2, 1932, to March 31,
1938, inclusive.

OPERATIONS—FIRST QUARTER OF 1938

During the first quarter of 1938, the operations of the Corporation
were as follows: :

Under section 5 of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
28 amended, 41 loans were authorized, which, together with in-
creases in loans previously approved, aggregated $56,258,013.03,
8s follows: $23,041,911.47 to banks and trust companies (includijgﬁ
$22,956,411.47 to aid in the reorganization or liquidation of clos
banks); $199,766.90 to a building and loan association; $15,808,034.66
to mortgage loan companies; $3,675,000 to joint-stock land banks;
$13,533,000 to railroads (including $2,800,000 to trustees of rail-
roads); and $300 to a borrower engaged in the fishing industry.

Under section 5c¢ of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act, as
amended, the Corporation subscribed for stock of The National Mort~
ﬁagq Association of Washington (name later changed to the Federal

ational Mortgage Association) in the amount of $11,000,000—
$10,000,000 capltﬁ and $1,000,000 surplus.

Under section 5d of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
s amended, the Corporation made 71 authorizations to industrial or
commercial businesses. These authorizations, together with increases
i suthorizations previously made, aggregated $5,065,007.43, as
follows: Loans, $3,112,707.43; purchases of participations, $659,000;
end ents to purchase participations, $1,293,300. -

-Under section 5e of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
ssamended, 15 loans on the assets of closed banks and trust companies

nder section 201 (a), title II, of the Emergency Relief and Con-
struction Act of 1932, as amended, two loans on self-liquidating
Projects aggregating $750,000, were authorized.

Under section 304, title ITI, of the act approved March 9, 193,
as amended, the Corporation made 11 authorizations, ting
$4,809,350, as follows: Subscriptions for preferred stock of banks and
trust companies, $4,785,350; and purchases of debentures of banks,
$24,000.

Under section 36, title II, of the Emergency Farm Mortgag
Act of 1933, as amended, 35 Toans to or for the benefit of drainags,
levee, irrigation, and similar districts, etc., were authorized, which, to-
gether with an increase in a loan previously approved, aggregated
$2,656,965.24.

Under the act approved April 13, 1934, as amended, two loans to
finance the repair of damage by earthquake, flood, or other catastrophe
egeregating $14,000, were authorized.

Under section 14 of the act approved June 19, 1934, as amended,
which empowers the Corporation to make mining loans, etc., one loan
in the amount of $20,000, was authorized.

Summarizing the foregoing, 186 authorizations were made during
the first quarter of 1938. These, together with increases in authoriza-
tions previously made, aggregated $153,890,963.55. Cancelations or
withdrawals o? authorizations made during the first quarter and
previously, aggregated $8,935,741.05.

Disbursements during the first quarter of 1938 were $94,346,939.95
&nd repayments, $339,465,982.99. The decrease in the amount out-
standing on March 31, 1938, as compared with December 31, 1937, was
$245,119,043.04.

OPERATIONS—FEBRUARY 2, 1932, TO MARCH 31, 1938, INCLUSIVE

" During the entire period from the organization of the Corporation
on February 2, 1932, to March 31, 1938, inclusive, the following were
authorized:

Under section 5 of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act, as -
amended, 19,564 loans to 9,118 institutions, aggregating $4,630,900,-
674.71, were authorized, as follows: $2,518,459,278.56 to 7,351 banks
and trust companies (including $1,184,046,124.91 to aid in the reor-

anization or liquidation of closed banks); $147,843,699.40 to 1,013

uilding and loan associations (including $25,141,957.84 to receivers
of closed building and loan associations); $103,006,858.28 to 133 insur-
ance companies; $553,716,349.80 to 413 mortgage loan companies;
$642,967.80 to 7 credit unions; $399,636,000 to 12 Federal land banks
(including $193,618,000 representing refinancing of loans previously
made by the Corporation to Federal Iand banks for different individual
amounts, but in the same aggregate amount); $27,896,572.68 to 26
joint-stock land banks; $9,250,000 to 8 Federal intermediate credit

anks; $6,120,867.59 to 20 agricultural credit corporations; $178,840,
452.48 (rediscounts) to 12 regional agricultural credit corporstions
and their branches; $14,511,327.88 to 19 livestock credit corporations;
$657,052,795 to 74 railroads (including $18,946,708 to railrosd re-
ceivers and $8,519,252 to trustees of railroads); $26,089.27 to 7 pro-
cessors or distributors to pay processing taxes; $13,087,715.88 to 8
State fund created for the purpose of insuring repayment of deposits
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of public moneys; and $809,700 to 22 borrowers engaged in the fishing
industry.

Unglg' section 5¢ of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
as amended, five subscriptions for capital stock of three mortgage
loan companies aggregating $37,250,000, were authorized.

Under section 551-21' the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act
as amended, 2,584 authorizations to 2,258 industrial or commercial
businesses, aggregating $168,722,613.99, were made as follows:
Loans in the amount of $145,755,391.10 to 1,877 businesses; purchases
of participations in the amount of $14,116,929.16 in loans to 255
businesses; and agreements to purchase participations in the amount
of $8,850,293.73 in loans to 126 businesses.

Under section 5¢ of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
as amended, 172 loans aggregating $17,973,449.25 on the assets of
170 closed banks and trust companies, were authorized.

Under the Emergency Relief and Construction Act of 1932, as
amended, 839 authorizations to 335 applicants, aggregating $2,454,562,-
852.85, were made as follows: Under section 1, title I, $300,000,000
was made available to 42 States and 2 Territories for purposes of relief
and work relief; under section 201 (a), title II, as amended, loans or
contracts, aggregating $399,967,487.36, were authorized to 176
applicants for seli-liquidating projects, and loans aggregating $10,450,-
232.20 were authorized to 6 applicants for financing the repair or
reconstruction of buildings damaged by earthquake, fire, tornado, or
cyclone in 1933; under section 201 (c), titlanI, loans, aggregating
$53,370,055.22 were authorized to 3 applicants for the purpose of
financing sales in foreign markets of agricultural surpluses; and under
section 201 (d), title II, loans aggregating $1,690,774,178.07 were
authorized to 106 applicants to aid in financing the carrying and
orderly marketing of agricultural commodities and livestock, produced
in the United States (including authorizations of $1,604,712,664.99 to
the Commodity Credit Corporation).

Under section 304, title III, of the act approved March 9, 1933
a8 amended, 8,578 loans on and subscriptions for preferred stock, and
purchases of capital notes or debentures, of 6,836 banks and trust
companies, aggregating $1,266,777,689, were authorized, as follows:
1,120 loans secured by preferred stock of banks and trust companies,
$23,274,755; 4,335 subscriptions for preferred stock of banks and
trust companies, $812,341,484; and 3,123 purchases of capital notes
or debentures of banks and trust companies, $431,161,450.

Under section 5, title I, of the Agricultural Adjustment Act of
1933, as amended, two loans to the Secretary of Agriculture to acquire
cotton, aggregating $23,500,000, were autﬁorize . Of this amount
- $20,200,000 was canceled.

Under section 1 of the act approved June 10, 1933, as amended, 1
subscription for,and 111oans on, the preferred stock of 10 insurance com-

- panies, aggregating $34,375,000, were authorized, as follows: Loans
- secured by preferred stock of 9 insurance companies, $34,275,000; and
“asubscription for preferred stock of 1 insurance company, $100,000.
" Under section 36, title II, of the Emergency Farm Mortgage Act
~of 1933, as amended, 951 loans to or for the benefit of 621 drainage,
- levee, irrigation, and similar districts, etc., aggregating $139,566,419.07,
; were authorized.
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Under the act approved April 13, 1934, as amended, 705 loans to
667 borrowers to finance the repair of damage by earthquake, flood, or
other catastrophe, aggregating $5,734,288.75, were authorized.

Under section 14 of the act approved June 19, 1934, as amended,
131 loans to 116 borrowers engaged in the business of mining, milling,
or smelting of ores, etec., aggregating $11,300,500, were authorized.

Under section 16 of the act approved June 13, 1934, as amended,
one loan of $22,500,000 for the purpose of payment of teachers’
salaries was authorized. Of this amount $200,000 was canceled.

Under the act approved August 24, 1935, 27 loans to 26 tax-
supported public-school districts or other similar public-school authori-
ties in charge of public schools, aggregating $2,006,800, were authorized.

Under section 3 (a) of the Rural Electrification Act of 1936, one loan
in the amount of $46,500,000 was authorized.

Summarizing the foregoing, authorizations aggregating $8,861,670,-
287.62 were made during the period from February 2, 1932, to March
31, 1938, inclusive. Of this amount, $1,755,430,927.09 was later with-
drawn or canceled, and $6,606,857,272.53 was disbursed. Repay-
ments and other reductions amounted to $4,796,918,326.27, of which
$282,825,766.70 represents cancelation of the Corporation’s notes,
pursuant to the provisions of the act approved February 24, 1938,
equivalent to the galance of the amounts disbursed for relief and work
relief under title I of the Emergency Relief and Construction Act of
1932, as amended. This left $1,809,938,946.26 outstanding on the
books of the Corporation at the close of March 31, 1938.

In addition, the Corporation had outstanding on March 31, 1938,
agreements to make authorizations, totaling $163,086,784.65, upon
the performance of specified conditions. '

PAYMENTS UNDER FEDERAL EMERGENCY RELIEF ACT OF 1938

Under section 2 (a) and section 6 of the Federal Emergency Relief
Act of 1933, the Corporation, during the first quarter of 1938, paid
$123.55 to the Federal Emergency Relief Administrator for expenses
necessary to carry out the provisions of that act, making a net total
of $347,748.11 so paid through March 31, 1938. Upon certification of
the Federal Emergency Relief Administrator, the Corporation, under
the provisions of the act mentioned, had made payments for relief
aggregating $499,650,000 through March 31, 1938.

SECURITIES PURCHABED FROM FEDERAL EMERGENCY ADMINISTRATION
OF PUBLIC WORKS

Under the Emergency Appropriation Act, fiscal year 1935, approved
June 19, 1934, the Corporation during the first quarter of 1938, ap-
-proved Increases aggregating $7,284,404.17, in the face amount of
marketable securities previously authorized to be purchased from the
Federal Emergency Administration of Public Works, and canceled
$6,156,794.02 (face amount) of authorizations to purchase such secu-
rities, made during prior quarters.

From June 19, 1934, to March 31, 1938, inclusive, the Corporation
purchased from the Federal Emergency Administration of Public

orks securities having a par value of $600,437,873.76. Of this
amount, securities having a par value of $412,312,858.77 were sold
at a premium of $12,328,060.80 (including securities having a par
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value of $60,376,649.30 sold to issuers prior to maturity at a premium
of $327,395.16), but securities having a par value of $1,241,000 were
not actually paid for and delivered at the close of business March 31,
1938. Securities having a par value of $18,878,863.23 purchased from
the Federal Emergency Administration of Public Works were subse-
quently collected at maturity, and securities havinh% par value of
$169,246,151.76 were held at the close of business March 31, 1938.
In addition, the Corporation had agreed to purchase at par, to be
held and collected or sold at a later date, such part of securities hav-
ing an aggregate par value of $90,701,599.22 as the Federal Emergency
Administration of Public Works is in a position to deliver from time
to time,
PAYMENTS TO THE FEDERAL HOUSING ADMINISTRATOR

Under section 4, title I, of the National Housing Act approved
June 27, 1934, the Corporation during the first quarter of 1938, paid
$1,900,000 to the Federal Housing Administrator. This made a total
of $58,521,074.55 so paid through March 31, 1938,

NOTES OF THE RECONSTRUCTION FINANCE CORPORATION

Under the act approved February 24, 1938, the Secretary of the
Treasury, during March, 1938, canceled notes of the Corporation in
the total principal amount of $2,688,151,333.72, such amount being
ﬁml to the outstanding funds of the Corporation disbursed prior to

arch 31, 1938, for allocations to other governmental agencies and
for relief, by direction of Congress, together with the interest paid
thereon. Series L—1 note in the amount of $2,640,000,000, and series
L-3 notes in the amount of $25,000,000 were canceled. Series L2
note was canceled to the extent of $23,151,333.72.

During the first quarter of 1938, the Corporation:

Sold $40,000,000 series 1.4 notes to the Secretary of the Treasury;
51,473,500 series K notes; and redeemed and canceled $5,000,000
series L4 notes,

Of this
amount. $16,161,452.69 has been disbursed and $839,247.08 remains available for disbursement for expenses
incurred up to June 30, 1938.
