TABLE SHOWING RATES OF PARCEL POSTAGE

Parcels weighing four ounces or less are mailable at the rate of one cent for each ounce or fraction of an ounce,
regardless of distance. Parcels weighing more than four ounces are mailable at the pound rate, as shown by the follow.ng
tu le, and when mailed at this rate any fraction of a pound is considered a full pound.

Parcels are limited in weight to seventy pounds within the third zone and to fifty pounds beyond the third sone,
and in size to eighty-four inches in “length and girth combined.”

Rate on books weighing eight ounces or less is one cent for each two ounces or fraction thereof for any distance:
over eight ounces, the zone parcel post rates apply.
