In pursuance of the provisions of Section 25, of the act of August 27, 1894, as amended by Section 403, Title 
IV, of the Act of May 27, 1921, and reenacted by Section 522, Title IV, Act of September 21, 1922, I hereby 
proclaim the following estimate by the Director of the Mint of the values of pure metal contents of foreign coins to 
be the values of such coins in terms of the money of accountof the United States, to be followed in estimating the 
value of all foreign merchandise exported to the United States during the quarter beginning July 
1, 1930, expressed in any such metallic currencies: Provided, however, That if no such value has been 
proclaimed, or if the value so proclaimed varies by five per centum or more from a value measured by the 
buying rate in the New York market at noon on the day of exportation, conversion shall be made at a value 
measured by such buying rate, as determined by the Federal Reserve Bank of New York and published by me 
as certified by said bank pursuant to the provisions of said Section 25 as amended.
