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THE WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS:
*/ Industrial production fell at an annual rate of 9.6 percent in

January, marking the third consecutive month that production has 
declined. Compared with last July, January’s production was 
down at a 2.6 percent rate.

*/ Housing starts increased 5.5 percent in January to 1.2 million 
units, the third increase in the past four months.

The consumer price index for all urban consumers rose at a 0.9 
percent annual rate in January, and was up 2.7 percent from a 
year earlier.

The merchandise trade deficit for December was $5.9 billion, up 
from $4.2 billion in November. For all of 1991, the deficit was 
$66.2 billion, down sharply from $101.7 billion in 1990.

The monetary aggregate figures reported in this issue incor­
porate new benchmark and seasonal revisions.
