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Coverage and procedures of surveys in Section 340

Five Federal Reserve Banks conduct quarterly surveys of credit conditions at cossercial banks that are
involved in fare lending. Each of the surveys is made as of the first day of January, April, July, and October.
These dates correspond to lines @! through 84, respectively, in the tables. Each of the Federal Reserve Banks
issues a quarterly report on its survey results, available fros the Reserve Bank on request.

Section 341, Seventh District

The Federal Reserve Bank of Chicago has conducted a quarterly land value and credit conditions survey
for over 23 years. Over this tise the survey has undergone several changes, and thus historical data for the
current series are available for varying tise periods.

Before 1973, the survey covered only banks that were mesbers of the Federal Reserve Systea. From 1949
to 1972, for example, the banks surveyed were meaber banks at which farm loans cosprised 10 percent or sore of
total loans as of 194B. That sample numbered about 550 banks, which was about 60 percent of all sesber banks in
the District.

In January 1973, the survey was broadened to cover nonmesber banks at which fars loans cosprised 25
percent or sore of total loans as of June 1972 {except in Michigan, where the criterion was set at 10 percent).
A total of 476 nonmeaber banks, representing 20 percent of all nonmesber banks in the District, responded to a
request to participate in the survey. Rs of 1973, therefore, the total survey sample {both sember and nonaesber
banks) rose to over 1,000 banks, or about 40 percent of all banks in the District. # typical response rate each
quarter is about 75 percent.

Section 342, Ninth District.

The Federal Reserve Bank of Minneapolis initiated a quarterly agricultural credit conditions survey in
1944, The survey panel and questionaire have resained highly coaparable over tise, but wording of aany
questions was altered in April 198! as footnoted in the tables. Aamong the five Reserve Bank surveys, this
survey provides exceptionally long and broad coverage of agricultural credit conditions, spanning several
sonetary and farm incose cycles.

The survey panel was chosen froa asong bankers engaged in fars lending to provide a geographical and
bank-size cross section of the banks in the District. The core of the panel ronsists of mesbers of the Upper
Nidwest Agricultural Credit Council, an organization of agricultural representatives and lending officers of
Ninth District banks. The initial survey in 1964 covered 73 bankers. Over time, the panel was enlarged; as of
1973, it covered 173 banks. The response rate has typically been 90 percent or better.

Section 343, Tenth District.

The Federal Reserve Bank of Kansas City isplemented a quarterly agricultural credit conditions survey
on January 1, 1976, An initial saaple of {96 banks was selected priamarily fros asong the 902 District banks at
which fars loans coaprised 50 percent or more of total loans. The saspling procedure resulted in representation
of all geographic regions and faraing areas in the District.

As of July 1977, the sasple consisted of 188 banks, Virtually all surveyed banks respond each quarter.
Follow-up calls to respondents are made to help assure a high response rate.

Section 344, Eleventh District.

The Federal Reserve Bank of Dallas initiated a quarterly survey of agricultural credit conditions on
July 1, 1975, A sample of 331 member and nonseaber banks was drawn, representing banks of all sizes throughout
the District. A response rate of about 70 percent has been experienced.

fis of January 1976, the survey cavered 23 percent of all banks in the District. The sampling rate was
based primarily on the relative importance of farm lending., Of the 522 banks at which fare loans comprised
one-fourth or more of total loans (based on June 1974 data), 54 percent were included in the survey. This group
accounted for BS percent of the total nusber of banks surveyed.

Section 345, Fifth District.

The Federal Reserve Bank of Richmond began a quarterly survey of agricultural credit conditions on
October 1, 1973, In selecting the sample, the 773 banks in the District were stratified on the basis of
outstanding dollar voluse of fara loans, and banks with the larger amcunts of farm loans were sampled more
heavily. A total of &4 banks were selected in this manner, of which 43 agreed to participate in the survey. Of
the 18 banks at which outstanding fara loans exceeded $10 sillion (based on June 1974 data), 14 were included in
the final sample of 43 banks,
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
