The principal net Increases were $96 million in loans to manufacturers of 
machinery, $87 million In foreign commercial and Industrial loans, and $69 million 
in loans to manufacturers of textiles, apparel, and leather. 

The largest offsetting net decrease was $42 million In loans for petroleum 
refining.
