Debits to individual accounts, as reported to the Federal Peserve Board by
banks in leading cities for the week ending August 19, aggregated $10,772,000,000
or 4.0 per cent above the total of $10, 350,000,000 reportsd for the preced ing week.
New York City reported an increase of $17.6,000,000, while other large increasas
were as follows: Chicago $4l, 000,000, Deiroit $28,000,000, and Boston and San
Francisco §19,000,000 sach, most of the larze centers showing only nominal incroases.

Ag compared with the week ending August 20, 1924, debits for the wesk under
review are larger by $1,592,000,000 or 17.3 per cent. Substantial increasss ars
shown for all of the more important centers, the rrincipal increases being as fol-
lows: New York City $973,000,000, Chicago $63,000,000, Boston $43,000,000, Phila-
delphia and Detroit $42,000,000 each, and San Francisco $21,000,000.

Aggregate debits for 141 centers for which figur2e have been published waekly
since January, 1919, were $10,120,885,000, as compared with $9,719,489,000 for the
preceding wzek and $8,600,100,000 for the week ending August 20, 1924,
