.Debits tc individual asccunt-s, as rapcrted to the Fed 3rd  Reserve Beard for 
banks in leading cities for the weak ending February 17, aggregated $11,517,000,000 
or 5 per cant below the total cf $12,116,003,000 reported for the preceding wselr.
The usual midmcnth swell was more than offset by the fact that February 12,
Lincoln's birthday, was observed as a holiday in many of the reporting centers.
Jew York City reported a decline of $533,000,000, San Francisco of $110,000,000 -and 
Chicago of $36*000,000, while increases’ of $22,000,000 and $20,000,000 were reported 

by Boston and Detroit, respectively.
