New York City reported an increase' of $582,000,000,
while other large increases were as follows: Chicago $230,000,000, Boston
$69,000,000, Philadelphia $55,000,000, San Francisca $36,000,000 and St. Louis
$27,000,000.

As compared with the week ending May 6, 1925, debits for the week
under review are larger by $349,000,000 or 2.6 per cent. Increases are shown
for most of the more important centers, the largest increases being as follows:
Boston $90,000,000, San Francisco $50,000,000, Philadelvhia $35,000,000 and
Chicago $24,000,000. A reduction of $26,000,000 was reported by Cleveland.
