On November 30, 1966* 258 weekly reporting large commercial Banks 
reported negotiable certificates of deposit (CD’s) outstanding, in denominations 
of $100,000 or more of $15• 5 Mill on, a decline of $0.4 Billion since tBe previous 
survey of October 26. Practically all of the decline was centered at very large 
Banks (with deposits of $1 Billion or more). About 36 per cent of all outstandings 
were scheduled to mature in December. As in the previous three monthly surveys, 
the month following the survey date showed the largest maturities of any forthcoming 
month. However, the December maturities were the largest of any single month since 
the monthly survey begem at the end of June 1966.

.
The average maturity of all outstanding CD’s was 2.9 months as compared 

to 3*2 months as of October 26 and 3*1 months as of September 28. The average 
maturity of CD’s for all bank size groups was shorter. The distribution of maturi­
ties by bank size is shown on the back of this release.•
