Loans on Government s e c u r i t i e s were increased, by $5 ,000 ,000 and. loans on 
corporate s tocks and bonds by $34 ,000 ,000 , whi le "All other, " l a r g e l y commercial, 
loans decl ined by $ 5 , 0 0 0 , 0 0 0 . Holdings of U. S. bends went up $2 ,000 ,000 and. hold-
ings of Treasury notes $6 ,000 ,000 , whi l e holdings of U. S. c e r t i f i c a t e s of indebted-
n e s s and. of other s e c u r i t i e s were reduced by $21 ,000 ,000 and. $2 ,000 ,000 , r e s p e c -
t i v e l y . 

All c l a s s e s of l o a n s reported by the New York City members show advances over 
the preceding week. Loans secured by Government o b l i g a t i o n s were up $4 ,000 ,000 , 
loans on other s tocks and bonds - $37,000,000 and. a l l other l oans - $12 ,000 ,000 . 
Holdings of U. S. s e c u r i t i e s increased $11 ,000 ,000 and those of corporate s e c u r i t i e s 
decl ined $15 ,000 ,000 . 

Net demand d e p o s i t s of a l l report ing members dec l ined $125 ,000 ,000 , the p r i n -
c ipal reduct ions being reported by banks in t h e f o l l o w i n g d i s t r i c t s : New York 
$25,000,000, San Francisco $22 ,000 ,000 , Chicago $19 ,000 ,000 , Cleveland $15 ,000 ,000 , 
Boston $13 ,000 ,000 and S t . Louis $10 ,000 ,000 . Time d e p o s i t s show a reduc t ion of 
$2 ,000,000 and Government d e p o s i t s a reduct ion of $11,000,000* the New York City 
members r e p o r t i n g d e c l i n e s of $8 ,000 ,000 and. $2 ,000 ,000 , r e s p e c t i v e l y , in t h e s e 
i tems.
