Loans on securities declined $51,000,000 at reporting member banns in the ITew
York district and $56,000,000 at all reporting mcmber banizz, "all other loans"
increased $Hi,000,000 in the New York district, $7,000,00C ia the Boston district
and $42,000,000 at all renorting banks,

Holdings of United States Government securities increased $34,000,000 in the
Chicago district, $10,000,000 in the San Francisco district, $6,007,000 in the
Cleveland district and $20,000,000 at all reporting momber banks, and declined
$38,000,0700 in the New Yorl: district, Holdings of other securities iacreased
$4,000,000 at all reporting banks,

Licensed member banks formerly included in the condition statement of member
banks in 101 leading cities, but not now included in the weelrly s*atement, had
total loans and investments of $1,027,000,000 and net demard, time eond Government
deposits of $1,052,000,000 on February 14, compared with $1,014,000,000 and
$1,037,000,000, rcspectively, on February 7.
