H.L.2 CONDITION OF WEEKLY REPORTING MEMBER BANKS IN LEADING CITIES

k The condition statement of weekly reporting member banks in leading cities
shows the following principal changes for the week ended September 20: Increases of
$719 million 1ﬁ loans edjusted, $346 million in reserves with Federal Reserve Banks,
and $1,652 million in U. S. Government demand deposits, and a decrease of $621 million
in demand deposits adjuste&.
Commercial and industrial loans increesed in all districts and a total of
) $214 million. Over the last two weeks these loans increased $394 million, compared
[ with $635 million in the similar period e year ago, reflecting smaller borrowings
Y this year for tax needs. Loans to sales finance, personal finance, institutions, etc.,
increased in all but two districts end a total of $209 million. Over the last two
weeks these loans increased $221 million, compared with $136 million in the similar
period last year. Loans to brokers and dealers for purchasing or carrying U. S. Gov-
' ernment securities increased $278 million. Other loans decreased $29 million. Real
estate loans increased $25 million.

Demand deposits adjusted decreased $253 million in New York City, $238 mil-
> lion in the San Francisco District, and $126 million in the City of Chicago. Time
deposits of "other" individuals, partnerships, and corporations decreased $77 million.

Borrowings of weekly reporting member banks from Federal Reserve Banks in-
cre#sed $168 million but borrowings from others decreased $264 million. Loans to

domestic commercial banks decreased $211 million.
